Note 3: Contingent liabilities

The company is included in national joint taxation with Danish companies in the A.P. Moller
Holding group. The company is jointly and severally liable for the payment of taxes and
withholding tax.

The Financial Statements for 2022 for APMH Invest IX ApS have been prepared on a going
concern basis and in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act
applying to enterprises of reporting class B, with a selection of certain requirements from
reporting class C.

With reference to section 112 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company has not pre-
pared consolidated financial statements.

The accounting policies applied to the financial statements are consistent with those applied last
year. The Financial Statements are presented in DKK thousand. Unless otherwise stated, com-
parative figures for 2021 have been presented in brackets.

FOREIGN CURRENCY TRANSLATION

Transactions in currencies other than the functional currency are translated at the exchange rate
prevailing on the date of the transaction. Monetary items in foreign currencies not settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rate as per the balance sheet date. Foreign
exchange gains and losses are included in the income statement as financial income or
expenses.

Other financial income and expenses
Other financial expenses comprise interest expenses, bank fees, etc.

Tax
Tax comprises an estimate of current and deferred income tax as well as adjustments to
previous years of those.

Tax is recognised in the income statement to the extent it arises from items recognised in the
income statement.

BALANCE SHEET

Investments in subsidiaries

Investments in subsidiaries are measured at cost. The investments are written down to recovera-
ble amount (i.e., the higher of fair value less costs of disposal and value in use) if it is lower than
the carrying amount.

Dividends received from subsidiaries are recognised as income from subsidiaries.

Cash and bank balances
Cash and bank balances comprise cash in bank deposits.

Receivables

Receivables are generally recognised at nominal value, substantially corresponding to amortised
cost and impaired for expected losses. Impairment of receivables are based on the expected
loss model as described in IFRS 9.

Liabilities

Other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal
value.

OPINION
