Opinion

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Management's review

Business review

The company's purpose is to conduct business with the development, production and sale of training

equipment and thus, at the Board's discretion, related business.

Financial review 

The company's income statement for the year ended 31 December 2022 shows a profit of DKK 8.471,

and the balance sheet at 31 December 2022 shows equity of DKK 474.908.

Significant events occurring after the end of the financial year

No events have occurred after the balance sheet date which could significantly affect the company's

financial position.
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Accounting policies

The annual report of Airofit Medico A/S for 2022 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of

the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, as well as provisions

applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets

and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also

recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to

the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow

from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and

liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the accumulated

amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before

the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet date.

Gross profit

Gross losses include other external costs.

Other external costs

Other external costs include expenses related to administration, etc.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognized in the income statement with the amounts relating to the

financial year. Financial items include interest income and expenses, as well as supplements and

reimbursement under the advance tax scheme, etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation.
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Accounting policies

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish income tax is allocated between the

jointly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses receive joint taxation

contributions from entities that have been able to use tax losses to reduce their own taxable profits.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax

charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for the

year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet
Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivables

is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable is impaired, an impairment loss

for that individual asset is recognised.

Equity

Dividends

Proposed dividends are disclosed as a separate item under equity. Dividends are recognised as a liability

when declared by the annual general meeting of shareholders.

Income tax and deferred tax

The company and all its Danish group entities are taxed on a joint basis. The current income tax charge is

allocated between the jointly taxed entities relative to their taxable income. Tax losses are allocated

based on the full absorption method. The jointly taxed entities are eligible for the Danish Tax

Prepayment Scheme.

Joint taxation contributions payable and receivable are recognised in the balance sheet as 'Joint taxation

contributions receivable' or 'Joint taxation contributions payable'.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable in the respective

countries at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax.

Deferred tax adjustments resulting from changes in tax rates are recognised in the income statement, with

the exception of items taken directly to equity.

Liabilities

Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are measured at

amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.
