The principal activities of the company

The Company's objects are to acquire and rent hotel properties as well as run hotel and restauration
businesses.

Uncertainties about recognition or measurement of investment properties

The estimated fair value of the property is determined using a return-based valuation model where the
value is calculated on the basis of the investment properties' operating return and an individually
determined required return. To the extent market interest rates change, an investor's interest rate
requirement changes or the conditions of the properties change, the estimated fair value of the
properties may change accordingly. This requires Management to make estimates, which as a
consequence implies uncertainties about measurement of investment properties.

It may be necessary to change previous estimates as a result of changes to the assumptions on which
the estimates were based or due to new information or subsequent events that affects the current as
well as future periods.

Development in activities and financial matters

The gross profit for the year totals DKK 44.187.943 against DKK 35.981.480 last year. Income or loss from
ordinary activities after tax totals DKK 216.436.322 against DKK -230.618.920 last year. Management
considers the net profit or loss for the year satisfactory.

Transactions

The company's intercompany transactions has during the year been entered into at arm's length.
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Accounting policies

The Annual Report for Ejendomsselskabet Skt. Petri ApS has been presented in accordance with the
Danish Financial Statements Act regulations concerning reporting class B enterprises. Furthermore, the
company has decided to comply with certain rules applying to reporting class C enterprises.

The accounting policies are unchanged from last year, and the Annual Report is presented in DKK.

Recognition and measurement in general

Income is recognised in the income statement concurrently with its realisation, including the recognition
of value adjustments of financial assets and liabilities. Likewise, all costs are recognised in the income
statement, including depreciations amortisations, writedowns for impairment, provisions, and reversals
due to changes in estimated amounts previously recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the statement of financial position when it seems probable that future
economic benefits will flow to the company and the value of the asset can be reliably measured.

Liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position when it is seems probable that future
economic benefits will flow out of the company and the value of the liability can be reliably measured.

Assets and liabilities are measured at cost at the initial recognition. Hereafter, assets and liabilities are
measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, allowing a constant effective
interest rate to be recognised during the useful life of the asset or liability. Amortised cost is recognised
as the original cost less any payments, plus/less accrued amortisations of the difference between cost
and nominal amount. In this way, capital losses and gains are allocated over the useful life of the
liability.

Upon recognition and measurement, allowances are made for such predictable losses and risks which
may arise prior to the presentation of the Annual Report and concern matters that exist on the reporting
date.

Income statement

Gross profit
Net revenue is recognized excluding VAT and with deductions for discounts and rent reductions for
tenants.

Net revenue is recognized excl. VAT and less the taxes and rebates attributable for sale.
Revenue is recognised in the income statement if delivery and passing of risk to the buyer have taken

place before the end of the year and if the income can be determined reliably and inflow is anticipated.
Recognition of revenue is exclusive of VAT and taxes and less any discounts relating directly to sales.
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Accounting policies

Gross profit is calculated with reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act as a
summary of net sales.

Other external costs comprise costs incurred for distribution, sales, advertising, administration,
premises, loss on receivables, and operational leasing costs.

Value adjustment of investment property
Value adjustment of investment property comprises value adjustments of properties at fair value and
profit or loss from the disposal of properties.

Depreciation and impairment of Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment
Depreciation, amortisation, and writedown for impairment comprise depreciation on, amortisation of,
and writedown for impairment of tangible assets, respectively.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement with the amounts concerning
the financial year. Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expenses, financial
expenses from financial leasing, realised and unrealised capital gains and losses relating to securities,
debt and transactions in foreign currency, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities as well as
surcharges and reimbursements under the advance tax scheme, etc.

Tax on net profit or loss for the year

Tax for the year comprises the current income tax for the year and changes in deferred tax and is
recognised in the income statement with the share attributable to the net profit or loss for the year and
directly in equity with the share attributable to entries directly in equity.

The current Danish income tax is allocated among the jointly taxed companies proportional to their
respective taxable income (full allocation with reimbursement of tax losses).

Statement of financial position

Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at cost less accrued depreciation and
writedown for impairment.

The depreciable amount is cost less any expected residual value after the end of the useful life of the
asset. The amortisation period and the residual value are determined at the acquisition date and

reassessed annually. If the residual value exceeds the carrying amount, the depreciation is discontinued.

The cost comprises acquisition cost and costs directly associated with the acquisition until the time
when the asset is ready for use.

Depreciation is done on a straight-line basis according to an assessment of the expected useful life:

Useful life
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 3-20 years

Minor assets with an expected useful life of less than 1 year are recognised as costs in the income
statement in the year of acquisition.

Profit or loss derived from the disposal of property, land, and equipment is measured as the difference
between the sales price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Profit or loss is
recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating expenses.

Impairment loss relating to non-current assets

The carrying amounts of tangible fixed assets as well as equity investments in subsidiaries are reviewed
on an annual basis to determine whether there is any indication of impairment.

If indications of impairment are disclosed, impairment tests are carried out for each individual asset or
group of assets, respectively. Writedown for impairment is done to the recoverable amount if this value
is lower than the carrying amount.

Investment property

At the initial recognition, investment property is measured at cost, comprising the cost of the property
and directly associated costs, if any.

Hereafter, investment properties are measured individually at an estimated fair value. The properties
are measured using a returnbased model, by which the expected future cash flows for the following
year, along with a rate of return determined by management, form the basis for the fair value of the
properties. Compared to the previous financial year, the method of measurement remains unchanged.

Costs adding new or improved qualities to an investment property compared to its condition at the time
of acquisition, thereby improving the future return on the property, are added to the cost as an
improvement. Costs which do not add new or improved qualities to an investment property are
recognised in the income statement under the item ”“Gross profit”.

Like other property, plant, and equipment except for land, investment property has a limited economic
life. The impairment taking place concurrently with the ageing of the investment property is reflected in
the continuing measurement of the investment property at fair value.

Value adjustments are recognised in the income statement under the item ”Value adjustments of
property”.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.
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Accounting policies

Cash on hand and demand deposits

Cash on hand and demand deposits comprise cash at bank and on hand.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position as
calculated tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax of previous years' taxable income and
for tax paid on account.

The company is jointly taxed with consolidated Danish companies. The current corporate income tax is
distributed between the jointly taxed companies in proportion to their taxable income and with full
distribution with reimbursement as to tax losses. The jointly taxed companies are comprised by the
Danish tax prepayment scheme.

Joint taxation contributions payable and receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position
as “Income tax receivable” or “Income tax payable”.

According to the rules of joint taxation, Ejendomsselskabet Skt. Petri ApS is unlimitedly, jointly, and
severally liable to pay the Danish tax authorities the total income tax, including withholding tax on
interest, royalties, and dividends, arising from the jointly taxed group of companies.

Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rules and tax rates applying under the legislation prevailing in
the respective countries on the reporting date when the deferred tax is expected to be released as
current tax. Changes in deferred tax due to changed tax rates are recognised in the income statement,
except for items included directly in the equity.

Liabilities other than provisions
Other liabilities concerning payables to suppliers, group enterprises, and other payables are measured
at amortised cost which usually corresponds to the nominal value.

Accruals and deferred income

Payments received concerning future income are recognised under accruals and deferred income.
