Opinion
In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view of the Company's financial
position at 31 December 2020 and of the results of the Company's operations for the financial
year 1 January - 31 December 2020 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

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Management's review

Main activity Geodis 
Geodis FF Holding Denmark A/S' main activity is to invest in Group companies within the
Geodis Group.

Financial review 
The company's income statement for the year ended 31 December 2020 shows a profit of
TDKK 108.115, and the balance sheet at 31 December 2020 shows equity of TDKK 310.101.

Significant events occurring after the end of the financial year
No events have occurred after the balance sheet date which could significantly affect the
company's financial position.
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Accounting policies

The annual report of Geodis FF Holding Denmark A/S for 2020 has been prepared in
accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises
of reporting class B as well as selected rules applying to reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2020 is presented in TDKK.

With reference to section 112 of the Danish Financial Statements Act and to the consolidated
financial statements of SNCF, 2, place aux Etoiles 93633 La Plaine ST Denis Cedex CS 70001, the
Company has not prepared consolidated financial statements.

Basis of recognition and measurement
Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments
of financial assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised.
Moreover, all expenses incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the
income statement, including depreciation, amortisation and impairment losses.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits
attributable to the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured
reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic
benefits will flow out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are
measured as described for each item below.

Danish kroner is used as the measurement currency. All other currencies are regarded as
foreign currencies.

Income statement
Gross profit
Gross profit consists of other external expenses.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses comprise expenses relating to administration of the Company.

Financial income and expenses
Financial income and expenses comprise interest, realised and unrealised exchange
adjustments, price adjustment of securities as well as extra payments and repayment under
the onaccount taxation scheme.
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Accounting policies

Income from investments in subsidiaries
Dividends from subsidiaries are recognised as income in the income statement when adopted
at the General Meeting of the subsidiary.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax for the year.
The tax attributable to the profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas
the tax attributable to equity transactions is recognised directly in equity.

The company is jointly taxed with other Danish Group enterprises. The tax effect of the joint
taxation is allocated to Danish enterprises in proportion to their taxable incomes.

Balance sheet
Investments in subsidiaries
Investments in subsidiaries are measured at cost. Where cost exceeds the recoverable amount,
write-down is made to this lower value.

Gains or losses on sale of subdiaries are recognised in the income statement under 'other
operating income/expenses' at the time of sale and are made up as the difference between the
selling price less costs to sell and the carrying amount at the time of sale.

Impairment of fixed assets
The carrying amounts of investments in subsidiaries are reviewed on an annual basis to
determine whether there is any indication of impairment.

If so, an impairment test is carried out to determine whether the recoverable amount is lower
than the carrying amount, and the asset is written down to its lower recoverable amount. This
impairment test is performed on an annual basis irrespective of any indication of impairment.

The recoverable amount of the asset is calculated as the higher of net selling price and value in
use. Where a recoverable amount cannot be determined for the individual asset, the assets are
assessed in the smallest group of assets for which a reliable recoverable amount can be
determined based on a total assessment.

Receivables
Receivables are recognised in the balance sheet at amortised cost, which substantially
corresponds to nominal value. Provisions for estimated bad debts are made.

Equity
Dividends
Dividend distribution proposed by Management for the year is disclosed as a separate equity
item.
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Accounting policies

Provisions
Provisions comprise expected expenses relating to warranty commitments, losses on work in
progress, restructuring, etc. Provisions are recognised when, as a result of a past event, the
company has a legal or constructive obligation and it is probable that an outflow of resources
embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation.

Income tax and deferred tax
Current tax liabilities and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the expected
taxable income for the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years and tax paid on
account. Extra payments and repayment under the on-account taxation scheme are recognised
in the income statement in financial income and expenses.

Deferred income tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method in respect of
temporary differences arising between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying
amounts for financial reporting purposes on the basis of the intended use of the asset and
settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the
value at which the asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future
earnings or by set-off against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under
the legislation at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as
current tax. Any changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are recognised in the
income statement.

Liabilities
Other debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation
Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of
transaction. Gains and losses arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and
the rates at the dates of payment are recognised in financial income and expenses in the
income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been
settled at the balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet
date. Any differences between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the
transaction date rates are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income
statement.
