11. Accounting policies

The Annual Report of NSF III Living Agorahaverne Holding ApS for 2022 has been prepared in accordance
with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B as well
as selected rules applying to reporting class C.

The Consolidated Financial Statements and the Parent Company Financial Statements for 2022 are presented
in DKK.

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial
assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all expenses incurred
to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement, including depreciation,
amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to changed accounting estimates of
amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits attributable to
the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out
of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Basis of consolidation

The Consolidated Financial Statements comprise the Parent Company, NSF III Living Agorahaverne Holding
ApS, and subsidiaries in which the Parent Company directly or indirectly holds more than 50% of the votes or
in which the Parent Company, through share ownership or otherwise, exercises control.

On consolidation, items of a uniform nature are combined. Elimination is made of intercompany income and
expenses, shareholdings, dividends and accounts as well as of realised and unrealised profits and losses on
transactions between the consolidated enterprises.

The Parent Company's investments in the consolidated subsidiaries are set off against the Parent Company's
share of the net asset value of subsidiaries stated at the time of consolidation.

Translation policies
Danish kroner is used as the presentation currency. All other currencies are regarded as foreign currencies.

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction. Gains and
losses arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates at the dates of payment are
recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any differences between the
exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the transaction date rates are recognised in financial income and
expenses in the income statement; however, see the section on hedge accounting.

Income statement
Net sales

Revenue from rental income is recognised in the income statement at amounts relating to the financial year
when revenue can be measured reliably and it is probable that the economic benefits will flow to the
Company. Revenue is recognised exclusive of VAT and net of discounts.

Revenue is measured at the consideration received and is recognised exclusive of VAT and net of discounts
relating to sales.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses comprise expenses for premises, sales as well as office expenses, etc.
Gross profit/loss

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, gross profit/loss is calculated as a
summary of revenue, other operating income and other external expenses.

Other operating income and expenses

Other operating income and other operating expenses comprise items of a secondary nature to the main
activities of the Group.

Income from investments in subsidiaries

The item “Income from investments in subsidiaries” in the income statement includes the proportionate
share of the profit for the year.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest, financial expenses in respect of finance leases, realised and
unrealised exchange adjustments, price adjustment of securities, amortisation of mortgage loans as well as
extra payments and repayment under the on-account taxation scheme.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and deferred tax for the year. The tax attributable to the
profit for year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to equity transactions is
recognised directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with NSF III Denmark Advisory ApS. The tax effect of the joint taxation with
the subsidiaries is allocated to Danish enterprises showing profits or losses in proportion to their taxable
incomes (full allocation with credit for tax losses).

Balance sheet

Investment properties

Investment properties constitute land and buildings held to earn a return on the invested capital by way of
current operating income and/or capital appreciation on sale.

On acquisition investment properties are measured at cost comprising the acquisition price and costs of
acquisition. The cost of own constructed assets comprises the acquisition price and expenses directly related
to the acquisition, including costs of acquisition and indirect expenses for labour, materials, components and
supsuppliers up until the time when the asset is ready for use.

Interest expenses on loans contracted directly for financing the construction of properties are recognised in
cost over the construction period.

After the initial recognition investment properties are measured at fair value. Value adjustments of
investment properties are recognised in the income statement.

In Management’s opinion the classification of the properties as investment properties did not cause any
difficulties.

Fair value is the amount for which the property could be exchanged between knowledgeable, willing parties in
an arm's length transaction on the balance sheet date. The determination of fair value involves material
accounting estimates.

The estimates applied are based on historical information and assumptions considered reasonable by
Management but which are inherently uncertain and unpredictable. Actual events or circumstances will
probably differ from the assumptions made in the calculations as often assumed events do not occur as
expected. Such difference may be material. The assumptions applied are disclosed in the notes.

Discounted Cash Flow model

The fair value of investment properties has been determined at 31 December 2022 for each property by using
a Discounted Cash Flow model under which expected future cash flows are discounted to present value. The
calculations are based on property budgets for the coming years. Allowance has been made for developments
in rentals, vacancies, operating expenses, maintenance and administration, etc. The individual, budgeted
cash flows are discounted at an individually fixed discount rate added a terminal value. The value thus
calculated is adjusted for any non-operating assets such as cash and cash equivalents, deposits, etc if they are
not shown separately in the balance sheet.

Investments in subsidiaries
Investments in subsidiaries are recognised and measured under the equity method.

The item “Investments in subsidiaries” in the balance sheet include the proportionate ownership share of the
net asset value of the enterprises calculated on the basis of the fair values of identifiable net assets at the time
of acquisition.

The total net revaluation of investments in subsidiaries is transferred upon distribution of profit to “Reserve
for net revaluation under the equity method“ under equity. The reserve is reduced by dividend distributed to
the Parent Company and adjusted for other equity movements in the subsidiaries.

Subsidiaries with a negative net asset value are recognised at DKK 0. Any legal or constructive obligation of
the Parent Company to cover the negative balance of the enterprise is recognised in provisions.

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value, which
corresponds to nominal value less provisions for bad debts.

Prepayments
Prepayments comprise prepaid expenses concerning rent, insurance premiums, subscriptions and interest.
Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax
base of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised in respect of temporary differences
concerning goodwill not deductible for tax purposes and other items - apart from business acquisitions -
where temporary differences have arisen at the time of acquisition without affecting the profit for the year or
the taxable income.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the legislation
at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. In cases where the
computation of the tax base may be made according to alternative tax rules, deferred tax is measured on the
basis of the intended use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at which the
asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-off against deferred
tax liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset within the same legal tax entity.

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax receivables and liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet at the amount calculated on the
basis of the expected taxable income for the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years. Tax
receivables and liabilities are offset if there is a legally enforceable right of set-off and an intention to settle on
a net basis or simultaneously.

Financial debts

Loans, such as mortgage loans, are recognised initially at the proceeds received net of transaction expenses
incurred. Subsequently, the loans are measured at amortised cost; the difference between the proceeds and
the nominal value is recognised as an interest expense in the income statement over the loan period.
Mortgage loans are measured at amortised cost, which for cash loans corresponds to the remaining loan.
Amortised cost of debenture loans corresponds to the remaining loan calculated as the underlying cash value
of the loan at the date of raising the loan adjusted for depreciation of the price adjustment of the loan made
over the term of the loan at the date of raising the loan.

Other debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.
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
