Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of SCE Solar Alhonoz 2008 Nr. 9 ApS for the financial year 

01.01.2017 - 31.12.2017, which comprise the income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in 

equity and notes, including a summary of significant accounting policies. The financial statements are pre-

pared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

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Accounting policies  

Reporting class 

This annual report has been presented in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements 

Act governing reporting class B enterprises with addition of certain provisions for reporting class C. 

The annual report is presented in EUR.  

The accounting policies applied for these financial statements are consistent with those applied last year.  

Recognition and measurement 

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable as a result of a prior event that future economic 

benefits will flow to the Entity, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably. 

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the Entity has a legal or constructive obligation as a 

result of a prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the Entity, and the 

value of the liability can be measured reliably. 

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to initial recog-

nition is effected as described below for each financial statement item. 

Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the time of presentation of the annual report and that confirm 

or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the balance sheet date are considered at recognition and 

measurement. 

Income is recognised in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the amounts 

attributable to this financial year.  

Foreign currency translation 

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the trans-

action date. Receivables, payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies that have 

not been settled at the balance sheet date are translated using the exchange rate at the balance sheet date. 

Exchange differences that arise between the rate at the transaction date and the one in effect at the payment 

date, or the rate at the balance sheet date are recognised in the income statement as financial income or 

financial expenses. on-monetary assets that have been purchased in foreign currencies are translated using 

historical rates.

Other external expenses include expenses relating to the Entity’s ordinary activities, including expenses for 

office supplies, management fees, etc.

Income from investments in group enterprises comprises profit/loss from sale of investments in group en-

terprises etc in the financial year. 
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Accounting policies 

Other financial income 

Other financial income comprises, interest income, including interest income on receivables from group en-

terprises, net capital gains on payables and transactions in foreign currencies, amortisation of financial assets 

as well as tax relief under the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme etc.  

Impairment of financial assets 

Impairment of financial assets comprises impairment of financial assets which are not measured at fair value 

on a current basis. 

Other financial expenses 

Other financial expenses comprise interest expenses, including interest expenses on payables to group en-

terprises, net capital losses on payables and transactions in foreign currencies, amortisation of financial 

liabilities as well as tax surcharge under the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme etc.  

Tax on profit/loss for the year 

Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognised in the 

income statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognised directly in equity by 

the portion attributable to entries directly in equity.  

The Entity is jointly taxed with Kaiserwetter Solar Invest ApS. The current Danish income tax is allocated 

among the jointly taxed entities proportionally to their taxable income (full allocation with a refund concerning 

tax losses).  

Balance sheet 

Investments in group enterprises 

Investments in group enterprises are measured at cost and are written down to the lower of recoverable 

amount and carrying amount.  

Receivables 

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, usually equalling nominal value less write-downs for bad and 

doubtful debts.  

Cash 

Cash comprises cash in hand and bank deposits.  

Other financial liabilities 

Other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.  

Income tax receivable or payable 

Current tax payable or receivable is recognised in the balance sheet, stated as tax calculated on this year's 

taxable income, adjusted for prepaid tax.
