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Management commentary

Primary activities
The company's purpose is to conduct business with market analysis as well as other  related business at the 
discretion of the Executive Board. 

Description of material changes in activities and finances
The financial result of the year shows earnings of DKK 10,950k compared to earnings of DKK 8,246k in the 
previous  financial year.   

This year has been a significant one for our company as we achieved several milestones and continued to make 
progress towards our strategic goals. Our total revenue for 2022 increased 26.7% compared to the previous year. 

The public website traffic, where Baymard UX research is published, has increased for sessions (+8,15%)  users 
(+2,95%) and pageviews (+11,48%). Also the Baymard Premium platform traffic has increased, in particular for the 
number of users (+45,51%).   

Our operations became more robust in the year 2022. New auditors were hired and new functions were inserted 
in the organizations. In particular in the client services and support enabling us to offer a better service to the 
customers. The introduction of these new roles increased the expense but it will make our organization more 
efficient and productive.  

In 2022 Baymard reached more than 100.000 hours of UX research. Our investments in research have also 
resulted in the creation of new benchmarks that will allow us to implement our Premium platform with data and 
UX guidelines for new industries. This will open to sales to new customers for these new industries.

The development projects are a combination of ‘content for new markets’ and ‘software product 
development’. There are more than 11 million DKK allocated to development projects in 2022 all composed of 
salaries and wages costs. The majority of the software development projects are still ongoing at the end of 2022. 
New features like the Executive Summary Generator and the new Review Tool will be completed in 2023 and they 
will improve the current audit platform capabilities for our auditors and the Premium customers. A new UX 
training platform will also be released in 2023. In terms of ‘content for new markets’, Baymard research and 
benchmark teams have completed 6 new industries and sectors in 2022 - expanding Baymard’s total 
addressable market. There are currently 10 ongoing ‘content for new markets’ projects.

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Accounting policies

Reporting class
This annual report has been presented in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements  
Act governing reporting class B enterprises with addition of a few provisions for reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied to these financial statements are consistent with those applied last year, with a 
few reclassifications, 

Recognition and measurement
Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable as a result of a prior event that future economic  
benefits will flow to the Entity, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.  

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the Entity has a legal or constructive obligation as a  
result of a prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the Entity, and the  
value of the liability can be measured reliably.  

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to initial  
recognition is effected as described below for each financial statement item.  

Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the time of presentation of the annual report and that confirm  
or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the balance sheet date are considered at recognition and  
measurement.  

Income is recognised in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the amounts  
attributable to this financial year.

Income statement
Gross profit or loss
Gross profit or loss comprises revenue and other external expenses.

Revenue
Revenue from the sale of services is recognised  in the income statement when delivery is made to the buyer. 
Revenue is recognised net of VAT, duties and  sales discounts and is measured at fair value of the consideration 
fixed.

Own work capitalised
Own work capitalised comprises staff costs and other costs incurred in the financial year and recognised in  
cost for proprietary intangible assets and property, plant and equipment.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses relating to the Entity’s ordinary activities, including expenses for  
premises, stationery and office supplies, marketing costs, etc. 
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Staff costs
Staff costs comprise salaries and wages, and social security contributions, pension contributions, etc . for entity 
staff.

Depreciation, amortisation and impairment losses
Depreciation, amortisation and impairment losses relating to property, plant and equipment and intangible  
assets comprise depreciation, amortisation and impairment losses for the financial year.

Other financial income
Other financial income comprises interest income, including  payables  and transactions in foreign currencies etc.

Other financial expenses
Other financial expenses comprise interest expenses, including  payables and transactions in foreign currencies 
etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognised in the  
income statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognised directly in equity by  the 
portion attributable to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet
Intellectual property rights etc.
Intellectual property rights etc. comprise development projects completed and in progress with related  
intellectual property rights, acquired intellectual property rights and prepayments for intangible assets.

Development projects on clearly defined and identifiable products and processes, for which the technical rate  
of utilisation, adequate resources and a potential future market or development opportunity in the enterprise  
can be established, and where the intention is to manufacture, market or apply the product or process in  
question, are recognised as intangible assets. Other development costs are recognised as costs in the income  
statement as incurred. When recognising development projects as intangible assets, an amount equalling  
the costs incurred less deferred tax is taken to equity in the reserve for development costs that is reduced  
as the development projects are amortised and written down. 

 The cost of development projects comprises costs such as salaries and amortisation that are directly 
attributable to the development projects. 

 Completed development projects are amortised on a straight-line basis using their estimated useful lives  
which are determined based on a specific assessment of each development project. If the useful life cannot  
be estimated reliably, it is fixed at 10 years. For development projects protected by intellectual property  rights, 
the maximum period of amortisation is the remaining duration of the relevant rights. The amortisation  periods 
used are 3 years. 

   Intellectual property rights etc. are written down to the lower of recoverable amount and carrying amount.

Property, plant and equipment
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are  measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and 
impairment losses.  
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Cost comprises the acquisition price, costs directly attributable to the acquisition and preparation costs of  the 
asset until the time when it is ready to be put into operation.  

The basis of depreciation is cost less estimated residual value after the end of useful life. Straight-line  
depreciation is made on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Estimated useful lives and residual values are reassessed annually.  

Items of property, plant and equipment are written down to the lower of recoverable amount and carrying  
amount.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost, usually equalling nominal value less writedowns for bad and  
doubtful debts.

Tax payable or receivable
Current tax payable or receivable is recognised in the balance sheet, stated as tax computed on this year's  
taxable income, adjusted for prepaid tax.

Prepayments
Prepayments comprise incurred costs relating to subsequent financial years. Prepayments are measured at  
cost.

Cash
Cash comprises cash in hand and bank deposits.

Dividend
Dividend is recognised as a liability at the time of adoption at the general meeting. Proposed dividend for  
the financial year is disclosed as a separate item in equity.

Deferred tax
Deferred tax is recognised on all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax-based  value of 
assets and liabilities, for which the tax-based value is calculated based on the planned use of each asset.  

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carryforwards, are recognised in the balance sheet at  
their estimated realisable value, either as a set-off against deferred tax liabilities or as net tax assets.

Other financial liabilities
Other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.

Deferred income
Deferred income comprises income received for recognition in subsequent financial years. Deferred income  
is measured at cost.
