Opinion 
In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the Company 
at 31 December 2021, and of the results of the Company’s operations for the financial year 20 November 
2020 - 31 December 2021 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Note 1 
Accounting policies 
This annual report has been presented in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial State-
ments Act governing reporting class B enterprises with addition of a few elements from reporting class C 
enterprises.  
 
Changes to principal accounting policies  
This is the Company’s first financial year and comprise the period 20 November 2020 – 31 December 
2021, and hence no comparative figures have been presented. 
 
Presentation currency  
The reporting currency is Pound sterling. All amounts are in thousands of GBP. The exchange rate per 31 
December of 886.04 was used where translation from DKK to GBP was needed. 
 
Recognition and measurement 
Revenue is recognized in the income statement as it is earned, including value adjustments of financial 
assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortized costs.  
 
In addition, expenses incurred to achieve the year’s earnings are recognized, including depreciation, 
write-downs, provisions, and reversals because of changed accounting estimates of amounts previously 
recognized in the income statement. 
 
Assets are recognized in the balance sheet when it is probable because of a prior event that future eco-
nomic benefits will flow to the company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably. Liabilities 
are recognized in the balance sheet when the company has a legal or constructive obligation because of a 
prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the company, and the value 
of the liabilities can be measured.  
 
At initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are 
measured as described for each accounting item below.  
 
Recognition and measurements consider the gains, losses and risks that arise before the annual report is 
presented and which corroborates or invalidates conditions that existed at the balance sheet date.  
 
Foreign currency translation   
Foreign currency transactions are translated at the exchange rate at the transaction date. Exchange rate 
differences arising between the exchange rate at the transaction date and the rate at the payment date 
are recognizes in the income statement as a financial item.  
 
Receivables, payables, and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled on the 
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rate at the balance sheet date. The difference between 
the exchange rate at the balance sheet date and the exchange rate at the transaction date is recognized 
in the income statement as a financial item.  
 
Income statement 
 
Gross loss 
Gross profit is calculated with reference to §32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act as a summary of 
other external costs.  
 
Other external costs   
Other external costs include costs for administration, etc.  
 
Financial items 
Financial income and expenses include interest income and expenses, realized and unrealized gains and 
losses on debt and transactions in foreign currencies. 
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Tax 
The company is not taxable independently, which is why the tax liability is incumbent on the company’s 
investors. As a result, no tax and deferred tax has been set aside in the accounts.

Other long-term receivables 
Other long-term receivables are measured at amortized cost, which usually corresponds to nominal 
value, less write-downs for expected losses and including accrued interest.  
 
Cash and cash equivalents 
Cash comprises cash in bank deposits. 
 
Equity 
Dividend distributions proposed by the management for the financial period are shown as a separate item 
under equity.
