Opinion

The Company's principal activities
The Company's primary activity is to own investments in group enterprises.

Accounting Policies

Reporting Class

The annual report of Hivenetworkonline Holding ApS for 2021 has been presented in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, with the adoption of
individual rules from class C.

The accounting policies applied remain unchanged from last year.

Reporting currency
The annual report is presented in Danish kroner.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated into DKK at the exchange rate prevailing at the date of
transaction. Monetary assets and liabilities in foreign currencies are translated into DKK based on the exchange
rates prevailing at the balance sheet day. Realised and unrealised foreign exchange gains and losses are included in
the income statement under financial income and expenses.

Income statement

Gross profit/loss

The Company has decided to aggregate certain items of the income statement in accordance with the provisions of
Section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses for administration etc.

Income from investments in group enterprises
Income from equity investments comprises the proportionate share of profit/loss after tax and any adjustment of
internal profit/loss and less amortization of consolidated goodwill.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement based at the amounts that concern the
financial year. Financial income and expenses include interest revenue and expenses, and surcharges and
allowances under the advance-payment of tax scheme.

Tax on net profit for the year

Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognized in the income
statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognized directly in equity by the portion
attributable to entries directly in equity. The tax share recognized in the income statement, and which is attached
to the year’s extraordinary result, is attributed hereto, whereas the remaining share is attributed to the year’s
ordinary result.

The Company is included in the Danish rules on mandatory joint taxation in Hivenetworkonline Online
ApS-koncernens Danish subsidiaries. Subsidiaries are included in the joint taxation from the time they are included
in the consolidated accounts and on to the time, when they no longer are part of the consolidated accounts.

The Company is administration Company for the joint taxation and as consequence hereof settles all payment of
Company tax with the Danish tax authorities.

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish corporation tax is allocated between the jointly
taxed companies in proportion to their taxable income. Companies with tax losses receive joint taxation
contributions from other companies that have used the tax losses to reduce their own taxable profit.
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Accounting Policies

Balance sheet

Equity investments in group enterprises

Investments in group enterprises and associates are recognized in the balance sheet at the proportionate share of
the equity value of the enterprises, calculated according to the parent Company's accounting policies with the
deduction or addition of unrealised intercompany profits or losses and with the addition or deduction of the
remaining value of positive or negative goodwill, calculated according to the purchase method.

Subsidiaries having a negative equity value are recognised at kr. 0, and any amounts receivable from those
enterprises are written down by the parent Company's share of the negative equity value to the extent that the
amounts are deemed to be uncollectible.

If the negative equity value exceeds receivables, the remaining amount is recognised as a provision to the extent
that the parent Company has a legal or constructive obligation to cover the negative balance of the relevant
subsidiary.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortized cost which usually corresponds to the nominal value. The value is reduced
by write-downs for expected bad debts.

Equity
Equity comprises the working capital and a number of equity items that may be statutory or stipulated in the
articles of association.

Reserve for net revaluation of investments according to the equity method

Net revaluation of investments in subsidiaries is recognized at cost in the reserve for net revaluation according to
the equity method.

The reserve may be eliminated in case of losses, realisation of investments or a change in accounting estimates.
The reserve cannot be recognized at a negative amount.

Current tax liabilities

The Company are jointly and severally liable as the administration company for subsidiaries corporate taxes to the

tax authorities.
