The annual report of Rulmeca A/S for 2020 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the
Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities, as well as provisions applying to

reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2020 is presented in EUR

Basis of recognition and measurement
Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets

and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also

recognised in the income statement,

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to
the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and

liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

CeUain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.

Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the accumulated

amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before

the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet date.

Income statement
Gross profit
In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its

revenue.

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in

progress and other operating income less costs of raw materials and consumables and other external

expenses.

Revenue
Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in the income statement,

provided that the transfer of risk, usually on delivery to the buyer, has taken place and that the income can

be measured reliably and is expected to be received.

HortzberQ
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Accounting policies

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration, excluding VAT and other indirect
taxes. Revenue is net of all types of discounts granted.

Other operating income
Other operating income comprises items of a secondary nature relative to the company's activities,

including compensation received regarding Covid-19

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses related to distribution, sale, advertising, administration,

premises, bad debts, payments under operating teases, etc.

Staff costs
Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as other

social security contributions, etc. made to the entity's employees. The item is net of refunds made by

public authorities.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses
Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses comprise the year's amortisation, depreciation and

impairment of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment.

Financial income and expenses
Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to the

financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, financial expenses relating to finance

leases, realised and unrealised capital/exchange gains and losses on securities, liabilities and foreign

currency transactions, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities and surcharges and allowances under

the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme, etc.

Tax on protit/loss for the year
The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation of the Group's Danish

subsidiaries. Subsidiaries participate in -the joint taxation arrangement from the time when they are

included in the consolidated financial statements and until the time when they withdraw from the
consolidation.

The company acts as management company for all jointly taxed entities and, in its capacity as such, pays

all income taxes to the Danish tax authorities.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax

charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profiVloss for the

year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Tangible assets
items of land and buildings, plant and machinery and fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are
measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Hortzbengf
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Accounting policies

The depreciable amount is cost less the expected residual value at the end of the useful life. Land is not

depreciated.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date when

the asset is available for use. The cost of self-constructed assets comprises direct and indirect costs of

materials, components, sub-suppliers and wages.

Straight-line depreciation is provided on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Assets costing less than EUR 1.900 are expensed in the year of acquisition.

Stocks
Stocks are measured at cost using the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value is lower than the

cost, inventories are recognised at this lower value.

The cost of goods for resale, raw materials and consumables comprises the purchase price plus delivery

costs.

The cost of finished goods and work in progress includes the cost of raw materials, consumables, direct

cost of labour and production/production overheads.

The net realisable value of stocks is calculated as the expected selling price less direct costs of

completion and expenses incurred to effect the sale, The net realisable value is determined taking into

account marketability, obsolescence and expected selling price movements.

Impairment of fixed assets
The carrying amount of intangible assets, items of property, plant and equipment and investments in

subsidiaries, associates and participating interests is tested annually for impairment, other Ihan what is

reflected through normal amortisation and depreciation.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.

Income tax and deferred tax
Liabilities
Financial liabilities are recognised on the raising of the loan at the proceeds received net of transaction

costs incurred. On subsequent recognition, the financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost,

corresponding to the capitalised value, using the effective interest method. Accordingly, the difference

between the net proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over Ihe term of

the loan.

Mortgage debt is thus measured at amortised cost, which for cash loans corresponds to the outstanding

debt. For bond loans, amortised cost corresponds to an outstanding debt calculated as the underlying

cash value of the loan at Ihe time of borrowing, adjusted by amortisation of the value adjustment of the
loan at the time of borrowing,

Other liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are

measured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.
