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Independent auditor's report

To the shareholder of STRABAG A/S

Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of STRABAG A/S for the financial year 1 January - 31 December 2021, which
comprise an income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and notes, including accounting policies.
The financial statements are prepared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the Company at 31 December
2021 and of the result of the Company's operations for the financial year 1 January - 31 December 2021 in accordance
with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Basis for opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs) and the additional requirements
applicable in Denmark. Our responsibilities under those standards and requirements are further described in the
"Auditor's responsibilities for the audit of the financial statements" section of our report. We belive that the audit
evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinion.

Independence

We are independent of the Company in accordance with the International Ethics Standards Board for Accountants' Code
of Ethics for Professional Accountants (IESBA Code) and the additional requirements applicable in Denmark, and we
have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these rules and requirements.

Management's responsibilities for the financial statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair view in accordance with
the Danish Financial Statements Act, and for such internal control as Management determines is necessary to enable the
preparation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, Management is responsible for assessing the Company's ability to continue as a
going concern, for disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and for using the going concern basis of
accounting in preparing the financial statements unless Management either intends to liquidate the Company or to cease
operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

1 Accounting policies

The annual report of STRABAG A/S for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Danish
Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B and elective choice of certain provisions
applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied by the Company are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2021 is presented in DKK thousands.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the transaction
date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction date and at the date of
payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the
exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date
and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest financial statements is
recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Income statement

Revenue

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration excluding VAT and taxes charged on behalf of
third parties. All discounts and rebates granted are recognised in revenue.

Income from the sale of services is recognised in the revenue on a straight-line basis as services are provided.

Gross margin

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the items 'Revenue’, 'Cost of sale', 'Other
external expenses' and 'Other operating income' are consolidated into one item designated 'Gross profit/loss'.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses comprise expenses relating to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises,
bad debts, operating leases, etc.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amount relating to the financial
year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, realised and unrealised capital/exchange gains and
losses on securities and foreign currency transactions, and surcharges and allowances under the advance-
payment-of-tax scheme, etc.

Tax

Tax for the year includes current tax on the year's expected taxable income and the year's deferred tax
adjustments. The portion of the tax for the year that relates to the profit/loss for the year is recognised in the
income statement, whereas the portion that relates to transactions taken to equity is recognised in equity.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective indication that a receivable is impaired, which is measured
on an indvidual basis.

Cash
Cash comprises bank deposits.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated tax on the
taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between the
carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned use of the
asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Financial liabilities
Financial liabilities are measured at net realisable value.
