Opinion

We have audited the Financial Statements of K/S Admiral Investment Fond for the financial year 1
January - 31 December 2022, which comprise income statement, Balance Sheet, statement of changes
in equity, notes and a summary of significant accounting policies. The Financial Statements are pre-
pared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

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ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Annual Report of K/S Admiral Investment Fond for 2022 has been presented in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act for enterprises in reporting class B and certain provi-
sions applying to reporting class C.

The format of the income statement has been adjusted to the Company's activities as a holding
Company.

The Annual Report is presented in EUR and is prepared consistently with the accounting principles
applied last year.

INCOME STATEMENT

Income from investments in subsidiaries and associates

Dividend from equity interests is recognised in the financial year in which the dividend is declared. In
connection with transfers, potential profits are recognised when the economic rights related to the
sold equity interests are transferred, however, at the earliest when the profit has been realised or is
regarded as realisable. Moreover, realised losses other than impairments are included where identified.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include cost of administration etc.

Staff costs
Staff costs comprise wages and salaries, including holiday pay and pensions, and other costs of social
security etc., for the Company's employees. Repayments from public authorities are deducted from
staff costs.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses include interest income and expenses, financial expenses of finance
leases, realised and unrealised gains and losses arising from securities, debt and transactions in foreign
currencies, as well as charges and allowances under the tax-on-account scheme, etc. Financial income
and expenses are recognised by the amounts that relate to the financial year. Interest income and
expenses are calculated on amortised cost prices.

Tax

As the entity is not an independent tax subject, the taxable result of the entity is included in the
owner's total income and assets for the financial year. The income taxes for the year are not
recognised in the Income Statement.

BALANCE SHEET

Financial non-current assets
Investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured at cost. If the cost exceeds the net realisable
value, this is written down to the lower value.

Acquired enterprises are subject to the acquisition method, reassessing all identified assets and
liabilities to fair value at the acquisition date. The fair value is calculated based on acquisitions made
in an active market, alternatively calculated using generally accepted valuation models. A discounted
cash flow model is used to calculate the fair value of investment properties based on a discounted cash
flow of future earnings. Operating equipment is recognised at fair value based on an assessor’s opinion,
based on an overall assessment of the production equipment. The acquisition date is the date on which
the Company gains actual control over the acquired entity.
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ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Consolidated goodwill is amortised over the expected useful life, which is determined on the basis of
Management’s experience within the individual lines of business. Consolidated goodwill is amortised on
a straightline basis over the amortisation period, which is X years. The amortisation period is
determined on the basis of an assessment of the acquired entity’s market position and earnings profile,
and the industryspecific condition.

Fixed asset investments include also other equity interests that are not expected to be disposed of.
These are measured at cost because the equity interests are unlisted.

Impairment of fixed assets
The carrying amount of fixed assets are valued on an annual basis for indications of impairment other
than that reflected by amortisation and depreciation.

In the event of impairment indications, an impairment test is made for each asset or group of assets,
respectively. If the recoverable amount is lower than the carrying amount, the asset is written down to
the carrying amount.

The recoverable amount is calculated at the higher of net selling price and capital value. The capital
value is determined as the fair value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the asset or group
of assets and the expected net cash flows from sale of the asset or group of assets after the end of its
useful life.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to nominal value. The value is
written down to meet expected losses.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents include cash at bank.

Tax payable and deferred tax

As the entity is not an independent tax subject, the taxable result of the entity is included in the
owner's total income and assets for the financial year. The income taxes for the year are not
recognised in the Income Statement.

Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the time of borrowing by the amount of proceeds received less
transaction costs. In subsequent periods, the financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost equal
to the capitalised value when using the effective interest, the difference between the proceeds and
the nominal value being recognised in the Income Statement over the loan period.

The amortised cost of current liabilities corresponds usually to the nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the rate of exchange on the transaction date.
Exchange differences arising between the rate on the transaction date and the rate on the payment
date are recognised in the Income Statement as a financial income or expense.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that are not settled on the
Balance Sheet date are translated at the exchange rate on the Balance Sheet date. The difference
between the exchange rate on the Balance Sheet date and the exchange rate at the date when the
receivables or payables come into existence recognised in the Income Statement as financial income or
expenses.

Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are translated at the rate of exchange on the transaction
date.
