Pursuant to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the Company has decided only to disclose
gross profit. The gross profit consists of other income and other external costs.

Other external costs

Other external costs comprise costs for administration costs.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement with the amounts concerning the
financial year. Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expenses, financial expenses
from financial leasing, realised and unrealised capital gains and losses relating to securities, debt and
transactions in foreign currency, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities as well as surcharges and
reimbursements under the advance tax scheme, etc.

Results from equity investments in group enterprises and associates

Dividend from equity investments is recognised in the financial year in which the dividend is declared.

Tax of the results for the year

The tax for the year comprises the current tax for the year and the changes in deferred tax, and it is
recognised in the profit and loss account with the share referring to the results for the year and directly in
the equity with the share referring to entries directly on the equity.

The company is subject to the Danish legislation concerning compulsory joint taxation with the Danish
group enterprises. The company acts as an administration company in relation to the joint taxation. This
means that the total Danish tax payable of the income of the Danish consolidated companies is paid to
the tax authorities by the company.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value. In order to
meet expected losses, they are written down for impairment to the net realisable value.

Available funds

Available funds comprise cash at bank and in hand.

Income tax and deferred tax

A.T. Kearney Denmark A/S is jointly taxed with the Danish group companies and acts in this respect as
the administration company. According to the rules of joint taxation, A.T. Kearney Denmark A/S is
unlimited, jointly and severally liable towards the Danish tax authorities for the total corporation tax,
including withholding tax on interest, royalties and dividends, arising within the jointly taxed group of
companies.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of temporary differences in assets and liabilities with a focus on
the statement of financial position. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable value.

Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rules and tax rates applying under the legislation prevailing in
the respective countries on the reporting date when the deferred tax is expected to be released as current
tax. Changes in deferred tax due to changed tax rates are recognised in the income statement, except for
items included directly in the equity.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax losses allowed for carryforward, are recognised at the
value at which they are expected to be realisable, either by settlement against tax of future earnings or by
set-off in deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax unit. Any deferred net tax assets are measured
at net realisable value.

Liabilities

Other liabilities are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to the nominal value.
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
