Opinion

Due to an impairment of DKK 80,000 thousand the Company's income statement for 2022 shows a loss
of DKK 70,469 thousand as against a loss of DKK 6,153 thousand in 2021. Equity in the Company's
balance sheet at 31 December 2022 stood at DKK 62,392 thousand as against DKK 132,743 thousand at
31 December 2021.

Market overview

Coming out of Covid-19 the first half of 2022 was slow. The market is severely impacted by the Russia-
Ukraine conflict, which has led to difficulties for our customers in securing the various products. However,
the Company managed to rent out the majority of the storage capacity.

Subsequent events
For 2023 a very small part of the capacity is not yet rented out.

No other events have occurred after the balance sheet date of material importance to the annual report

Accounting policies

The annual report of Oiltanking Copenhagen A/S for 2022 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions applying to reporting class B entities under the Danish Financial Statements Act with opt-in
from higher reporting classes.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of
last year.

General about recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as and when it is earned, including recognition of value
adjustments of financial assets and liabilities. Any costs, including depreciation amortisation, and
writedown, are also recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the Company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the Company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, recognising a constant effective
interest over the term. Amortised cost is stated at initial cost less any deductions and with
addition/deduction of the accumulated amortisation of the difference between cost and nominal amount.

The recognition and measurement take into account predictable loses and risks arising before the year-
end reporting and which prove or disprove matters that existed at the balance sheet date.

The carrying amount of tangible fixed assets is reviewed annually to determine if there is any indication of
impairment in excess of the amount reflected by normal amortisation or depreciation. If this is the case,
write-down should be made to the lower recoverable amount.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange
rates at the transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the
transaction date and the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or
financial expenses.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the
exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance
sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest financial
statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Income statement

Revenue

The revenue represents the invoiced sales during the year and are recognised at billing time.

Direct costs

Cost of sales comprise costs incurred to achieve the net revenue for the year, including direct and
indirect cost of sales.

Other operating income

Other operating income comprises items secondary to the activities of the entity, including gains on the
disposal of property, plant and equipment.

Other external costs

Other external costs comprise costs of distribution, sales and advertising, administrative expenses, costs
of premises, bad debts, operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs comprise wages and salaries, including holiday allowance, pension and other social security
costs. Refunds from public authorities are deducted from staff costs.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expense, payables and transactions
denominated in foreign currencies as well as surcharges and refunds under the on-account tax scheme,
etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year comprises current tax and changes in deferred tax, including changes in tax rates. The
tax expense relating to the profit/loss for the year is recognised in the income statement at the amount
attributable to the profit/loss for the year and directly in equity at the amount attributable to entries directly
in equity.

Balance sheet

Property, plant and equipment

Land and buildings, plant and machinery and fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at
cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date on
which the asset is available for use. Indirect production overheads and borrowing costs are not
recognised in cost.

Where individual components of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they
are accounted for as separate items, which are depreciated separately. Fixed assets under construction
are recognized and measured at cost on the balance sheet date. Upon entry into service, the cost is
transferred to the relevant group of property, plant and equipment.

The basis of depreciation is cost less any projected residual value after the end of the useful life.
Depreciation is provided on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful life.

Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and equipment are stated as the difference between
the selling price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses are
recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

The Company has chosen not to recognise a demolition obligation at production plants and machinery
etc., which is in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act before 2001. The demolition
obligation is not recognised in the balance sheet, but is only disclosed as a contingent liability. The
estimated useful lives are as follows:

Office building on leased land 20 years
Tank installations 20 years
Technical plants and machinery 4-15 years
Office equipment 4 years

The useful life and residual value are reassessed annually. Changes are treated as accounting
estimates, and the effect on depreciation is recognised prospectively.

Fixed assets under construction are recognised and measured at cost at the balance sheet date. Upon
entry into service, the cost is transferred to the relevant group of property, plant and equipment.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amounts of property, plant and equipment are subject to an annual test for indications of
impairment other than the decrease in value reflected by depreciation or amortisation.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets or groups of assets when there is an indication that
they may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying
amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The value in use
is determined as the present value of the forecast net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group of
assets, including forecast net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the
end of the useful life.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which corresponds to nominal value. The value is reduced
by write-down for bad debts.

Prepayments

Prepayments comprise costs incurred concerning subsequent financial years.

Corporation tax and deferred tax

Current tax payable and receivable is recognised in the balance sheet as tax computed on the taxable
income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income of prior years and for tax paid on account.
Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at cost, corresponding to the proceeds
received less transaction costs paid. In subsequent periods, the financial liabilities are measured at
amortised cost, corresponding to the capitalised value using the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the
difference between cost and the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over the term of
the loan together with interest expenses.

Other liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.

Contractual obligations, contingencies, etc.

The Company has a demolition obligation on its seven lease contracts at Prgvestenen at an estimated
value of DKK 19,547 thousand. The lease contracts cannot be terminated by Udviklingsselskabet By &
Havn until 2034.

The Company has a rent obligation amounting to DKK 57,725 thousand (31 December 2021: DKK
62,051 thousand). The Company has an operating lease obligation in the amount of DKK 211 thousand
(31 December 2021: DKK 429 thousand).

Corporation tax payable within the joint taxation scheme amounted to DKK 4,816 thousand at 31
december 2022 (2021: DKK 2,822 thousand). Any later corrections of the taxable income subject to joint
taxation may entail that the Company's liability will increase.

Contingent liabilities

The DCTA has lodged a claim for payment of unpaid customs of DKK 2,6 million. Of the stated amount
the DCTA has held another company jointly liable for part of the claim in the amount of DKK 1,6 million.

The company has been notified of a potential claim in connection with the termination of a contract. The
lawyer of the company assess there is little or no basis for the claim.

Mortgages and collateral

The Parent Company has issues a guarantee to Copenhagen Malmoe Port of DKK 3,600 thousand as
security that the Company observes the terms of their lease contracts.

The Parent Company has issued a guarantee to the SKAT in the amount of DKK 1,852 thousand.

Related party disclosures

The Company is included in the consolidated financial statements of Oiltanking GmbH, Koreastrasse 7,
D-20457 Hamburg, Germany. Which is the smallest group in which the company is inclouded as a
subsidiary. The consolidated financial statements in question can be obtained upon request to the Parent
Company.
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
