Opinion

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Accounting policies

The annual report of Infrastructure Feeder Fund | K/S for 2020 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, as well as
provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

The annual report for 2020 is presented in TEUR.
As 2020 is the company's first reporting period, no comparatives have been presented.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also
recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to
the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Financial assets and liabilities are measured at cost on initial recognition. Subsequently, financial asset
are measured at cost less impairment losses or a proportionate share of the companies' net asset value
calculated.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before
the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet
date.

Income statement

Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its
revenue.

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue and other operating income less costs of other external
expenses.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses related to administration etc.

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Accounting policies

Management fee comprises of management fee for the period calculated according to the Limited
Partnership Agreement to NIO A/S. Management fee paid to underlying investments are included in the
fair value adjustment of equity investments.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the
financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, realised and unrealised currency
translation and value adjustment of investment.

Impairment of financial assets
Value adjustment regarding impairment of financial assets are recognized in the income statement.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
The company is not independently liable to tax and consequently tax has not been recognized.

Balance sheet
Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Prepayments
Prepayments recognised under 'Current assets' comprises expenses incurred concerning subsequent
financial years.

Cash at bank and in hand
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.

Liabilities
Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to subsidiaries and payables to associates, are
measured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction
date and at the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial
expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealised value
adjustments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under ‘Equity’.

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Accounting policies

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the bhalance
sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest
financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.
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
