Opinion

In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the Company at
31 December 2022 and of the results of the Company s operations for the financial year 16 September - 31
December 2022 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

The Danish group companies are jointly and severally liable for tax on the jointly taxed incomes etc of the
Group. The total amount of corporation tax payable is disclosed in the Annual Report of NSF V Advisory
Denmark ApS, which is the management company of the joint taxation purposes. Moreover, the Danish
group companies are jointly and severally liable for Danish withholding taxes by way of dividend tax, tax on
royalty payments and tax on unearned income. Any subsequent adjustments of corporation taxes and
withholding taxes may increase the Company's liability.

5. Accounting policies

The Annual Report of Komplementarselskabet NREP NSF V S3 ApS for 2022 has been prepared in
accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting
class B as well as selected rules applying to reporting class C.

As 2022 is the company's first financial year, the income statement, balance sheet and notes contain no
comparative figures.

Income statement

Other external expenses

Other external expenses comprise expenses for office expenses, etc.
Gross profit/loss

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, gross profit/loss comprises of other
external expenses.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the
financial year.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax for the year. The tax
attributable to the profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to

equity transactions is recognised directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with danish group enterprises. The tax effect of the joint taxation is allocated to
Danish enterprises in proportion to their taxable incomes.

Balance sheet

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value, which
corresponds to nominal value less provisions for bad debts.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred income tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method in respect of temporary differences
arising between the tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting
purposes on the basis of the intended use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at which the
asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-off against deferred
tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the legislation
at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Any changes in
deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are recognised in the income statement or in equity if the deferred tax
relates to items recognised in equity.
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Notes to the Financial Statements

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax liabilities and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the expected taxable income for
the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years and tax paid on account. Extra payments and
repayment under the on-account taxation scheme are recognised in the income statement in financial income
and expenses.

Financial debts

Debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.
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
