Accounting policies

Reporting class

The annual report of Octopus Holding GP ApS for 2023 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial
Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, as well as selected rules applying to reporting class C entities.

The annual report for 2023 is presented in DKK.

There has been minor reclassification in the comparative figures. Reclassification has no effect on the profit/loss of the year, the
equity nor the balance total.

The annual report for the company is included in the consolidated financial statements of PenSam Holding A/S, Jérgen Knudsens Vej
2,3520 Farum, CVR. No 12 62 95 32.

In general
The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial assets and liabilities
measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all expenses incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are
recognised in the income statement, including depreciation, amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due
to changed accounting estimates of amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to the company and the value
of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow from the company and the
value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and liabilities are measured as
described below for each individual accounting item.

Income statement
Revenue
Revenue is relating to general partner fees. The revenue can be measured reliably.

Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses related to administration.

Financial income and expenses
Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to the financial year. Net
financials include interest income and expenses, realised and unrealised capital/exchange gains and losses on liabilities.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax for the year. The tax attributable to the profit for the
year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to equity transactions is recognised directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with wholly owned Danish subsidiaries. The tax effect of the joint taxation is allocated to enterprises in
proportion to their taxable incomes.

Accounting policies (continued)

Balancen

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortized cost. It corresponds to nominal value, reduced by write-downs to counter expected losses.

Cash at bank and in hand
Cash includes cash in hand and is measured at nominal value.

Equity
The equity includes the share capital and a number of other equity items that may be prescribed by law or laid down in the articles
of association.

Liabilities
Other liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group enterprises and other payables, are measured at amortised cost,
which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred income tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method in respect of temporary differences arising between the
tax bases of assets and liabilities and their carrying amounts for financial reporting purposes on the basis of the intended use of the
asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets are measured at the value at which the asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future
earnings or by set-off against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the legislation at the balance sheet
date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Any changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are
recognised in the income statement or in equity if the deferred tax relates to items recognised in equity.
