Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Matador App ApS for the financial year 1 January - 31 De-
cember 2023, which comprise a summary of significant accounting policies, income statement, balance
sheet, statement of changes in equity and notes.

Accounting policies

The annual report of Matador App ApS for 2023 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of
the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2023 is presented in DKK

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also recog-

nised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
to the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will
flow from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest met-
hod. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the accumula-
ted amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur befo-

re the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet
date.

Income statement

Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its re-
venue.

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue and other operating income less costs of other external
expenses.

Revenue

Income from the sale of services is recognised in the income statement, provided that the transfer of
risk, usually on delivery to the buyer, has taken place and that the income can be measured reliably and
is expected to be received.

Revenue is measured at fair value of the agreed consideration excluding VAT and taxes charged on be-
half of third parties. Revenue is net of all types of discounts granted.

Other operating income

The item Other operating income includes items of a secondary nature relative to the company’s activi-
ties, including gains on the sale of intangible assets and items of property, plant and equipment, operat-
ing losses, indemnities relating to operating losses and conflicts as well as payroll refunds. Indemnities
are recognised when it is more probable than not that the company is going to be indemnified.

Other external costs

Other external costs include expenses related to administration, premises, payments under operating
leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as other
social security contributions, etc. made to the entity's employees.

Depreciation, amortisation and impairment of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment

Depreciation, amortisation and impairment of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment
comprise the year's depreciation, amortisation and impairment of intangible assets and property, plant
and equipment.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the
financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, realised and unrealised capital/ex-
change gains and losses on foreign currency transactions and surcharges and allowances under the
advance-payment-of-tax scheme, etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish income tax is allocated between the jo-
intly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses receive joint taxation
contributions from entities that have been able to use tax losses to reduce their own taxable profits.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax

charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for
the year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet

Tangible assets

Leasehold Improvements and other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at cost less
accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

The depreciable amount is cost less the expected residual value at the end of the useful life.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date
when the asset is available for use.

Straight-line depreciation is provided on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Useful life Residual value
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 2-5 years 0%
Leasehold Improvements 6-7 years 0%

The useful life and residual value are re-assessed annually. A change is accounted for as an accounting
estimate, and the impact on amortisation/depreciation is recognised going forward.

Gains and losses on the sale of items of property, plant and equipment are calculated as the difference
between the selling price, less costs to sell, and the carrying amount at the time of sale. Gains or losses
on the sale of items of property, plant and equipment are recognised in the income statement under
other operating income or other operating expenses, respectively.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivab-

les is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable is impaired, an impairment
loss for that individual asset is recognised.

Prepayments

Prepayments recognised under 'Current assets' comprises expenses incurred concerning subsequent fi-
nancial years.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.
Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated
tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and
tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between
the carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned
use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable
value.

Liabilities

Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are measured at
amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

The compensated absence commitment which the company’s employees earn during the transitional
period from 1 September 2019 to 31 August 2020, is administered by the company and is paid in to the
Danish Holiday Fund before the employee reaches the pensionable age. Other debt is measured at
amortised cost, which usually corresponds to the nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction
date and at the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financi-
al expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealised value adju-
stments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under ‘Equity’.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated
at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the ba-
lance sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest
financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.
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
