The principal activity of the company is the management and provision of a range of food, refreshment and 
cleaning services within the offshore oil and gas sector. The directors consider the future prospects of the 
business to be reasonable.

Development in activities and finances
The majority of the Company’s activities are derived from one contract although the client base has broadened 
during the year.

  Gross profit for the year has increased by DKK 3.6 million (25%) from DKK 14.7 million in the prior year. 
 This increase reflects a growth in activity as the business recovers from the adverse impact of the Covid-19 
pandemic. Operating Profit for the year was DKK1.7 million. 

Profit/loss for the year in relation to expected developments
Given the negative impact of Covid-19 during the year, this result should be considered satisfactory.

Outlook
The Company’s most significant contract ends in June 2023, with the renewal out for tender.  It is expected to 
yield satisfactory returns throughout this period. The outcome of the tender process is unknown at the end of 
March 2023.

The company was and continues to be exposed to foreign exchange risk primarily arising on recurrent costs and 
its intercompany loans from its UK-based parent company.

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Accounting policies

Reporting class
This annual report has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act 
governing reporting class C enterprises (medium).

The accounting policies applied to these financial statements are consistent with those applied last year.

Foreign currency translation
On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the  transaction 
date. Receivables, payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies that  have not been 
settled at the balance sheet date are translated using the exchange rate at the balance  sheet date. Exchange 
differences that arise between the rate at the transaction date and the rate in effect  at the payment date, or the 
rate at the balance sheet date, are recognised in the income statement as  financial income or financial expenses. 
Property, plant and equipment, intangible assets, inventories and  other non-monetary assets that have been 
purchased in foreign currencies are translated using historical  rates.

Income statement
Gross profit or loss
Gross profit or loss comprises revenue, production costs and other operating income.

Revenue
Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in revenue provided that delivery and 
transfer of risk to the buyer have taken place before year end and that the income can be reliably measured and 
is expected to be received. Revenue is measured ex. VAT and taxes charged on behalf of third parties.

 Revenue is measured at fair value of the agreed consideration ex. VAT and taxes charged on behalf of third par-
ties. All discounts granted are recognised in revenue.

Production costs
Production costs comprise cost of sales for the financial year, including ordinary writedown 
 of inventories and other costs incurred to earn revenue for the financial year, including wages and  salaries and 
amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses relating to intangible assets and  property, plant and 
equipment.

Cost of sales
Cost of sales comprises goods consumed in the financial year measured at cost, adjusted for ordinary  inventory 
writedowns.

Administrative expenses
Administrative expenses comprise expenses incurred for the Entity’s administrative functions, including wages  
and salaries for administrative staff and Management, stationery and office supplies, and amortisation,  
depreciation and impairment losses relating to intangible assets and property, plant and equipment used for 
 administration of the Entity.
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Other operating expenses
Other operating expenses comprise expenses of a secondary nature as viewed in relation to the Entity’s  primary 
activities, including losses on disposal of property, plant and equipment.

Other financial income
Other financial income comprises interest income, net capital or exchange gains on securities, payables 
 and transactions in foreign currencies, amortisation of financial assets, and tax relief under the Danish 
 Tax Prepayment Scheme etc.

Other financial expenses
Other financial expenses comprise interest expenses, net capital or exchange losses on securities, payables and 
transactions in foreign currencies, amortisation of financial liabilities, and tax surcharge under the Danish Tax 
Prepayment Scheme etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognised in the 
 income statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognised directly in equity by  the 
portion attributable to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet
Property, plant and equipment
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are  measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and 
impairment losses. Land is not depreciated.

 Cost comprises the acquisition price, costs directly attributable to the acquisition and preparation costs of  the 
asset until the time when it is ready to be put into operation. 

 Interest expenses on loans for the financing of the manufacture of property, plant and equipment are  included in
 cost if they relate to the manufacturing period. All other finance costs are recognised in the income  statement. 

 Where individual components of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they are 
accounted for as separate items, which are depreciated separately.

 The basis of depreciation is cost less estimated residual value after the end of useful life. Straight-line  
depreciation is made on the basis of the following estimated useful lives of the assets:

Fixtures and fittings 5 years 
 Computers and Electronic Data Processing 3 years
 Other tools and equipment 5 years
 Estimated useful lives and residual values are reassessed annually.

 Depreciation is recognised in the income statement as production costs, distribution costs and administrative ex-
penses, respectively. 

 Items of property, plant and equipment are written down to the lower of recoverable amount and carrying 
 amount.

 Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and equipment are determined as the difference between the
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 selling price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains or losses are recognised in 
the income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

Inventories
Inventories are measured at the lower of cost using the FIFO method and net realisable value. 

 Cost consists of purchase price plus delivery costs.

 The net realisable value of inventories is calculated as the estimated selling price less completion costs and 
 costs incurred to execute sale.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

 Write-down is made for bad debt losses where there is an objective indication that a receivable or a receivable 
portfolio has been impaired. If there is an objective indication that an individual receivable has been impaired, a 
write-down is made on an individual basis.

 Receivables with no objective indication of individual impairment are assessed for objective indication of im-
pairment on a portfolio basis. The portfolios are primarily based on the debtors' registered offices and credit rat-
ing in accordance with the Company's credit risk management policy. The objective indicators used in relation to 
portfolios are determined based on historical loss experience.

 Write-downs are calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of receivables and the present value 
of the expected cash flows, including the realisable value of any collateral received. The effective interest rate for 
the individual receivable or portfolio is used as the discount rate.

Deferred tax
Deferred tax is recognised on all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax-based  value of 
assets and liabilities, for which the tax-based value is calculated based on the planned use of each  asset. 
However, no deferred tax is recognised for amortisation of goodwill disallowed for tax purposes and  temporary 
differences arising at the date of acquisition that do not result from a business combination and  that do not have 
any effect on profit or loss or on taxable income. 

 Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carryforwards, are recognised in the balance sheet at 
 their estimated realisable value, either as a set-off against deferred tax liabilities or as net tax assets.

Prepayments
Prepayments comprise incurred costs relating to subsequent financial years. Prepayments are measured at 
 cost.

Cash
Cash comprises bank deposits.

Operating leases
Lease payments on operating leases are recognised on a straight-line basis in the income statement over  the 
term of the lease.
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Other financial liabilities
Other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.

Tax receivable or payable
Current tax receivable or payable is recognised in the balance sheet, stated as tax computed on this year's 
 taxable income, adjusted for prepaid tax.

Cash flow statement
In accordance with section 86 (4) of the Danish Financial Statement Act, the Company has not prepared a cash 
 flow statement, as this is included in the consolidated cash flow of the parent company, Aramark, Philadelphia, 
USA.
