Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of 63 Boulevard des Batignolles Paris VIII ApS for the
financial year 1 March 2022 - 28 February 2023, which comprise a summary of significant accounting
policies, income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and notes, for the Company.

Tax for the year comprises the current income tax for the year and changes in deferred tax and is
recognised in the income statement with the share attributable to the net profit or loss for the year and
directly in equity with the share attributable to entries directly in equity.

The company is subject to taxation in France due to the activity's placement in Paris.

The current French income tax is allocated among the jointly taxed companies proportional to their
respective taxable income (full allocation with reimbursement of tax losses).

Receivables are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to face value. In order to meet
expected losses, they are written down for impairment to the net realisable value.
