Nedgangen i resultatet kan i al vaesentlighed
henfores til vanskelige salgs- og leveranceforhold,
som fplge af corona pandemien, hvor stigende
ravarer-, energi- og fragtpriser, samt
leveringsbegraensninger pa visse ravarer, har
reduceret indtjeningen pa en raekke af koncernens
projekter som blev prissat op til 12 maneder for
aflevering. Samtidigt har koncernen investeret
vaesentligt i udviklingen af nye forretningsomrader,
hvor koncernen ser store muligheder og saledes haft
fokus pa at fastholde og udvikle sine medarbejdere
trods udsving i ordreindgangen. Dette har betydet at
det gennemsnitlige antal ansatte i koncernen er
fastholdt pa 296 mod 306 sidste ar.

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Development in the year

The consolidated income statement for 2021 shows
revenue of DKK 450,853k compared to revenue of
DKK 430,718k for 2020 as well as consolidated
EBITDA of DKK 17,375k for 2021 compared to
EBITDA of DKK 33,621k for 2020.

The decline in the result is mainly due to difficult
sales and delivery conditions, as a result of the
corona pandemic, where increasing raw material,
energy and freight prices, as well as supply
restrictions on certain raw materials, have reduced
earnings on a number of the group's projects which
were priced up to 12 months before delivery. At the
same time, the group has invested significantly in
the development of new business areas, where the
group sees great opportunities and thus has
focused on retaining and developing its employees
despite fluctuations in order intake. Overall, this
means that the average number of employees in the
Group was maintained at 296 compared to 306 last
year.

The development should be viewed in light of the
expectations expressed by the Group in the Annual
Report for 2020 of an increasing activity level and a
positive revenue development.

Kapitalberedskabet

Ledelsen vurderer regelmaessigt, om koncernen har
en tilstraekkelig kapitalstruktur, ligesom bestyrelsen
lgbende vurderer, om selskabets kapitalstruktur er i
overensstemmelse med selskabets og dets
interessenters interesser.

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Capital resources

Management assesses regularly whether the
Group’s capital structure is adequate, and the
Board of Directors assesses on a current basis
whether the Company’s capital structure is in
accordance with the interests of the Company and
its stakeholders. The overall objective is to ensure a
capital structure which supports long-term
profitable growth.

Major changes may occur in the Group’s working
capital depending on the size of the projects
undertaken by the Group. The Group seeks, at all
times, to have the capital resources required to
meet such changes.

At 31 December 2021, the Group’s interest-bearing
debt totals net DKK 41 million (31 December 2020:
DKK 72 million), which is considered a low level
compared to the current need for financial
flexibility.

Management assesses that the current capital

structure provides the flexibility necessary to meet
the Company’s forward-looking strategy

Uncertainty relating to recognition and

Siden dengang har SH Group savel som
kunden overholdt deres kontraktuelle forpligtelser overfor hinanden, hvilket har reduceret risikoen for tab
vaesentligt seerligt for projekt 1. Givet udviklingen i de globale energimarkeder er det ledelsen vurdering, at begge
projekter vil blive gennemfgrt. Projekterne er indregnet i de igangveerende arbejder efter de normale principper,
hvorfor resultatet for 2022 vil blive pavirket negativt, hvis kunden mod forventning veelger at opsige den
resterende del af kontrakterne med SH Group.

In 2020, SH Group was announced that the customer for the company's 2 projects relating to the delivery of
lifeboat systems has had their contract with the end customer terminated. Since then, SH Group as well as the
customer have complied with their contractual obligations to each other, which has significantly reduced the risk
of loss, especially for project 1. Given the development in the global energy markets, management believes that
both projects will be completed. The projects are included in the ongoing work according to the normal principles,
which is why the result for 2022 will be negatively affected if the customer unexpectedly chooses to terminate the
remaining part of the contracts with SH Group.

Development projects that are clearly defined and
identifiable and in respect of which technical
feasibility, sufficient resources and a potential
future market or development opportunity in the
Group can be demonstrated, and where it is the
intention to manufacture, market or use the
project, are recognised as intangible assets. This
applies if sufficient certainty exists that the value in
use of future earnings can cover cost of sales, distri-
bution and administrative expenses involved as
well as the development costs.

Development projects that do not meet the criteria
for recognition in the balance sheet are recognised
as expenses in the income statement as incurred.

Capitalised development costs are measured at cost
less accumulated amortisation and impairment
losses or at a lower recoverable amount. An
amount corresponding to the recognised develop-
ment costs is allocated to the equity item “Reserve
for development costs”. The reserve comprises only
development costs recognised in financial years be-
ginning on or after 1 January 2016. The reserve is
reduced by amortisation of and impairment losses
on the development projects on a continuing basis.

The carrying amounts of intangible assets and pro-
perty, plant and equipment are reviewed on an
annual basis to determine whether there is any indi-
cation of impairment other than that expressed by
amortisation and depreciation.

If so, the asset is written down to its lower
recoverable amount.

Investments in subsidiaries

Investments in subsidiaries are recognised and
measured under the equity method.

The item“Investments in subsidiaries” in the
balance sheet include the proportionate ownership
share of the net asset value of the enterprises calcu-
lated on the basis of the fair values of identifiable
net assets at the time of acquisition with deduction
or addition of unrealised intercompany profits or
losses and with addition of the remaining value of
any increases in value and goodwill calculated at
the time of acquisition of the enterprises.

The total net revaluation of investments in subsidia-
ries is transferred upon distribution of profit to
“Reserve for net revaluation under the equity me-
thod“ under equity.
