The Company is jointly taxed with wholly owned
Danish and foreign subsidiaries. The tax effect of
the joint taxation is allocated to enterprises in pro-
portion to their taxable incomes.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at the lower of cost under
the FIFO method and net realisable value.

The net realisable value of inventories is calculated
at the amount expected to be generated by sale of
the inventories in the process of normal operations
with deduction of selling expenses. The net reali-
sable value is determined allowing for market-
ability, obsolescence and development in expected
selling price.

The cost of goods for resale, raw materials and con-
sumables equals landed cost.

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at
the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value,

which corresponds to nominal value less provisions
for bad debts.

Contract work in progress

Contract work in progress is measured at selling
price of the work performed calculated on the basis
of the stage of completion. The stage of completion
is measured by the proportion that the contract ex-
penses incurred to date bear to the estimated total
contract expenses. Where it is probable that total
contract expenses will exceed total revenues from a
contract, the expected loss is recognised as an ex-
pense in the income statement.
