Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of IKEA Centres Investments Three A/S for the
financial year 1 September 2016 - 31 August 2017, which comprise an income statement,
balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and notes, including accounting policies. The
financial statements are prepared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the
Company at 31 August 2017 and of the results of the Company's operations for the financial
year 1 September 2016 - 31 August 2017 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements
Act.

Basis for opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs) and
additional requirements applicable in Denmark. Our responsibilities under those standards and
requirements are further described in the "Auditor's responsibilities for the audit of the
financial statements" section of our report. We are independent of the Company in accordance
with the International Ethics Standards Board for Accountants' Code of Ethics for Professional
Accountants (IESBA Code) and additional requirements applicable in Denmark, and we have
fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these rules and requirements. We
believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to provide a
basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of matter regarding the audit

With effect from the current financial year, the Company is subject to audit obligations.
Consequently, the comparative figures in the financial statements have not been audited,
which also appears from the financial statements.

Management's responsibilities for the financial statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair
view in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act and for such internal control as
Management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that
are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, Management is responsible for assessing the Company's
ability to continue as a going concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going
concern and using the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial statements
unless Management either intends to liquidate the Company or to cease operations, or has no
realistic alternative but to do so.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The Financial statements of IKEA Centres Investments Three A/S for 1 September 2016 -
31 August 2017 have been prepared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act
as regards reporting class B enterprises.

Effective 1 September 2016, the Company has implemented act no. 738 of 1 June 2015
with amendments to the Danish Financial Statements Act. As the implementation of the
amendment act has no impact in terms of value on the income statement or the balance
sheet in the financial year, nor on the comparative figures, the financial statements have
been prepared based on the same accounting policies as last year.

The amendment act has solely implied new or changed presentation and disclosure
requirements, which have been incorporated in the financial statements.

Reporting currency
The financial statements are presented in DKK.

Principal accounting policies
Income is recognized in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognized

by the amounts attributable to this financial year.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is likely that future economic benefits
will flow to the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is likely that future economic benefits
will flow out of the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

The initial recognition measures assets and liabilities at cost. Subsequently, assets and
liabilities are measured as described in the following for each item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, recognising a
constant effective interest over the term. Amortised cost is stated at initial cost less any
deductions and with addition/deduction of the accumulated amortisation of the difference
between cost and nominal amount.

The recognition and measurement takes into account predictable losses and risks arising
before the year-end reporting and which prove or disprove matters that existed at the
balance sheet date.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the
exchange rates at the transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the
exchange rates at the transaction date and at the date of payment are recognised in the
income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are
translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the
exchange rates at the balance sheet date and at the date at which the receivable or payable
arose or was recognised in the latest financial statements is recognised in the income
statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Consolidated financial statements
In accordance with section 112(1) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, consolidated

financial statements have not been prepared.

Other external expenses include expenses related to administration, etc.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses include interest income and expenses, realised and
unrealised gains and losses arising from investments in financial assets, debt and
transactions in foreign currencies, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities as well as
charges and allowances under the tax-on-account scheme etc. Financial income and
expenses are recognised in the income statement by the amounts that relate to the financial
year.

Tax on profit for the year

The tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax,
is recognised in the income statement by the portion that can be attributed to profit for the
year, and is recognised directly in the equity by the portion that can be attributed to entries
directly to the equity.

Investment in group enterprises
Investments in subsidiaries are measured at cost. If cost exceeds the recoverable amount,

a write-down is made to this lower value.

Dividends from subsidiaries are recognized in the income statement for that accounting
year, in which the dividend is declared. However, if the distributed dividend exceeds the
accumulated earnings after the acquisition, the cost of the investment is reduced by the
exceeding amount.

Impairment of non-current assets
The carrying amount of investments in subsidiaries is subject to an annual test for

indications of impairment.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets when there is an indication that they
may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverabie amount if this is lower than the

carrying amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The
value in use is determined as the present value of the anticipated net cash flows from the

use of the asset or group of assets.

Receivables from group enterprises
Receivables from group enterprises are measured at amortised cost which usually
corresponds to nominal value. Write-downs are provided to meet expected losses.

Financial liabilities
Financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to nominal
value.
