Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Eurofins Environment Denmark Holding A/S for the
financial year 01.01.2020 - 31.12.2020 which comprise the income statement, balance sheet,
statement of changes in equity and notes, including a summary of significant accounting policies.
The financial statements are prepared in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Entity’s financial position
at 31.12.2020 and of the results of its operations for the financial year 01.01.2020 - 31.12.2020 in
accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Basis for opinion

We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs) and
additional requirements applicable in Denmark. Our responsibilities under those standards and
requirements are further described in the Auditor’s responsibilities for the audit of the financial
statements section of this auditor’s report. We are independent of the Entity in accordance with
the International Ethics Standards Board of Accountants' Code of Ethics for Professional
Accountants (IESBA Code) and the additional requirements applicable in Denmark, and we have
fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these requirements.

Emphasis of matter

We draw attention to note 4 in the financial statements describing the remaining uncertainty
related to the valuation of the investment in Eurofins Miljg A/S amounting to MDKK 72 after
write down of MDKK 49 in 2019. The uncertainty relates to the assumptions used in the
impairment model and thus creating uncertainty about the remaining value of the investment.
Our conclusion is not modified regarding this matter.

Management's responsibilities for the financial statements

Management is responsible for the preparation of financial statements that give a true and fair
view in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act, and for such internal control as
Management determines is necessary to enable the preparation of financial statements that are
free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, Management is responsible for assessing the Entity’s
ability to continue as a going concern, for disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going
concern, and for using the going concern basis of accounting in preparing the financial
statements unless Management either intends to liquidate the Entity or to cease operations, or
has no realistic alternative but to do so.

The income statement of the Company for 2020 shows a profit of DKK 4.856.579, which is considered
satisfactory.

The value of Company’s participation in the subsidiary Eurofins Miljg A/S has been written down in 2019
from the original acquisition costs to the net realizable value, as determined by the discounted cash flow
method. The impairment was expensed in the income statement of the Company and it amounted to DKK
48.781.000. The remaining value of the investment in Eurofins Miljg A/S amounting to MDKK 72 is still
subject to uncertainty, which relates to the assumptions used in the impairment model. Management
believes that the company’s investments in subsidiaries are valued properly.

Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation

The Annual Report of Eurofins Environment Denmark Holding A/S for 2020 has been prepared in
accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of repor-
ting class B.

The accounting policies applied remain unchanged from last year.
Financial Statements for 2020 are presented in DKK.

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial
assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised costs are recognised. Moreover, all expenses
incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement, including deprecia-
tion, amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to changed accounting esti-
mates of amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits attributable to
the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which involves the recognition of a
constant effective interest rate over the maturity period. Amortised cost is calculated as original cost less
any repayments and with addition/deduction of the cumulative amortisation of any difference between
cost and the nominal amount. In this way, capital losses and gains are allocated over the maturity period.

Recognition and measurement take into account predictable losses and risks occurring before the
presentation of the Annual Report which confirm or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the
balance sheet date.

Danish kroner is used as the measurement currency. All other currencies are regarded as foreign
currencies.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction. Gains
and losses arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates at the dates of
payment are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any differences between
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the transaction date rates are recognised in financial
income and expenses in the income statement.

Income Statement
Gross profit/loss

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, revenue has not been disclosed in
the Annual Report.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses comprise indirect production costs and expenses for premises, sales and
distribution as well as office expenses, etc.

Income from investments in subsidiaries

Dividends from subsidiaries are recognised as income in the income statement when adopted at the
General Meeting of the subsidiary. However, dividends relating to earnings in the subsidiary before it was
acquired by the Parent Company are set off against the cost of the subsidiary.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest, financial expenses in respect of finance leases, realised
and unrealised exchange adjustments and repayment under the on-account taxation scheme.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and deferred tax for the year. The tax attributable to the
profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to equity trans-
actions is recognised directly in equity. The tax recognised in the income statement is classified as tax on
ordinary activities and tax on extraordinary items, respectively.

Any changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are recognised in the income statement.

The Company is jointly taxed with wholly owned Danish and foreign subsidiaries. The tax effect of the joint
taxation with the subsidiaries is allocated to Danish enterprises showing profits or losses in proportion to
their taxable incomes (full allocation with credit for tax losses). The jointly taxed enterprises have adopted
the on-account taxation scheme.

Balance Sheet
Investments in subsidiaries and associates

Investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured at cost. Where cost exceeds the recoverable

amount, write-down is made to this lower value.

Receivables

Receivables are measured in the balance sheet at the lower of amortised cost and net realisable value,
which corresponds to nominal value less provisions for bad debts.

Dividend
Dividend distribution proposed by Management for the year is disclosed as a separate equity item.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax
base of assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the legisla-
tion at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. In cases where
the computation of the tax base may be made according to alternative tax rules, deferred tax is measured
on the basis of the intended use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at which
the asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-off against
deferred tax liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset within the same legal tax entity.

Financial debts

Other debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.
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
