Opinion

In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the Com-
pany at 30 September 2022 and of the results of the Company’s operations for the financial year 1
October 2021 - 30 September 2022 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

We have audited the Financial Statements of Megasong Publishing A/S for the financial year 1 October
2021 - 30 September 2022, which comprise income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in
equity and notes, including a summary of significant accounting policies ("the Financial Statements”).

Basis for Opinion

7  Accounting Policies

The Annual Report of Megasong Publishing A/S for 2021/22 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B as well as
selected rules applying to reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.
The Financial Statements for 2021/22 are presented in DKK.

Recognition and measurement

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits attributable
to the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction.
Exchange differences arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates at the
dates of payment are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any differences between
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the rates at the time when the receivable or the debt
arose are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are measured at the transaction date rates.

Income Statement

Revenue

Royalty income is recognised at the date when the cash is received.

Cost of sales

Cost of sales comprises direct and indirect costs incurred to generate revenue, including costs for royalty
and copyright.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses include the year's expenses relating to the entity's core activities, including
expenses relating to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises, bad debts, payments under
operating leases, etc.

Gross profit/loss

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the items 'Revenue’, 'Cost of sale’,
'Other external expenses' and 'Other operating income' are consolidated into one item designated 'Gross
profit'.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the fi-
nancial year.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax for the year. The tax
attributable to the profit for the year is recognised in the income statement.

The Company is jointly taxed with wholly owned Danish and foreign subsidiaries. The tax effect of the
joint taxation is allocated to enterprises in proportion to their taxable incomes.

Jointly taxed companies entitled to a tax refund are, as minimum, reimbursed by the management
company according to the current rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed companies
having paid too little tax pay, as a maximum, a surcharge according to the current rates applicable to
interest surcharges to the management company.

Balance Sheet

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to the nominal value. Provisions
are made for bad debts on the basis of objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivables are
impaired. Provisions are made to the lower of the net realisable value and the carrying amount.

Equity

Dividend

Dividend distribution proposed by Management for the year is disclosed as a separate equity item.

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax liabilities and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the expected taxable income
for the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years and tax paid on account. Extra payments
and repayment under the on-account taxation scheme are recognised in the income statement in finan-
cial income and expenses.

Financial debts

Loans are recognised initially at the proceeds received net of transaction expenses incurred. Subsequent-
ly, the loans are measured at amortised cost; the difference between the proceeds and the nominal value
is recognised as an interest expense in the income statement over the loan period.

Other debts are measured at net realisable value.
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
