Opinion

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Management's review

The principal activities of the company

SystemTeknik A/S’ principal activities are construction, production and sales of control panels, power
distribution panels and sales of related software and services.

The Company’s customers are international and local Danish businesses in the maritime, industrial,
building & construction sectors as well as utilities and companies operating in the energy sector (wind,
oil and gas).

Development in activities and financial matters

The Company’s income statement for the year ended 31 December 2018 shows a loss of DKK 4,229
million after tax.

The Company’s balance sheet at 31 December 2018 shows negative equity of DKK 10,167 million. The
Company’s share capital amounts to DKK 1.88 million.

The company's equity ratio is 30,4% including subordinate loan capital and owner additional loans.

Management expect that the Company’s share capital can be re-established through positive own
earnings in the coming years. End of 2018 the management has launched new initiatives to make the
company profitable. First quarter of 2019 confirm these expectations and overall expects a positive
resultfor 2019.

The liquidity for the comming year are secured partly by credit facicilities at the bank and partly by the
shareholders.

Events subsequent to the financial year

In Management’s opinion, no events have occurred after the financial year-end, which could
significantly affect the Company’s financial position.

Joint taxation

PSP Holding ApS, company reg. no 20438444 being the administration company, the company is
subject to the Danish scheme of joint taxation and it is proportionally liable for tax claims within
the joint taxation scheme.

The company is proportionally liable for any obligation to withhold tax on interest, royalties and
dividends of the jointly taxed companies.

The liabilities amount to a maximum corresponding to that share of the company capital, which is
owned directly or indirectly by the ultimate parent company.

The total tax payable under the joint taxation amounts to DKK 0 thousand.

The liability relating to obligations in connection with withholding tax on dividends, interest and
royalties represents an estimated maximum of DKK O thousand.

Any subsequent adjustments of corporate taxes or withheld taxes etc. may cause changes in the
company's liabilities.
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Accounting policies used

The annual report for SystemTeknik A/S is presented in accordance with those regulations of the Danish
Financial Statements Act concerning companies identified as class B enterprises. Furthermore, the
company has chosen to comply with some of the rules applying for class C enterprises.

Changes in the accounting policies used

Due to use of incorrect accounting policies, the accounting policies have been changed in the following
areas:

The salyries bought from the group enterprise has previously been recognised as a part of the staff cost.
This has been changed and this is instead recognised as a part of the gross profit.

The above changes have resulted in an decrease of the gross profit DKK 7.190 thousand (2017: DKK
7.150 thousand),and an increase of staff costs, whereas the results for the year after tax, the balance
sheet total and the equity are unchanged for both years.

Except from the above, the accounting policies used are unchanged compared to last year.

The comparative figures have been adjusted to the changed accounting policies.

Recognition and measurement in general

Income is recognised in the profit and loss account concurrently with its realisation, including the
recognition of value adjustments of financial assets and liabilities. Likewise, all costs, these including
depreciation, amortisation, writedown, provisions, and reversals which are due to changes in estimated
amounts previously recognised in the profit and loss account are recognised in the profit and loss
account.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when the company is liable to achieve future, financial
benefits and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the company is liable to lose future, financial
benefits and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

At the first recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Later, assets and liabilities are
measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain fixed asset investments and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, by which method a fixed,
effective interest is recognised during the useful life of the asset or the liability. Amortised cost is
recognised as the original cost with deduction of any payments and additions/deductions of the
accrued amortisation of the difference between cost and nominal amount. In this way capital losses and
capital profits are spread over the useful life.

At recognition and measurement, such predictable losses and risks are taken into consideration, which
may appear before the annual report is presented, and which concerns matters existing on the balance
sheet date.
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Accounting policies used

Translation of foreign currency

Transactions in foreign currency are translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at the date of the
transaction. Differences in the rate of exchange arising between the rate at the date of transaction and
the rate at the date of payment are recognised in the profit and loss account as an item under net
financials.

Debtors, creditors, and other monetary items in foreign currency are translated by using the closing
rate. The difference between the closing rate and the rate at the time of the occurrence or the
recognition in the latest annual accounts of the amount owed or the liability is recognised in the profit
and loss account under financial income and expenses.

Fixed assets and other non-monetary assets acquired in foreign currency and which are not considered
to be investment assets purchased in foreign currencies are measured at the exchange rate on the
transaction date.

In case the foreign group enterprises meet the criteria for being independent units, the profit and loss
accounts are translated by using an average exchange rate for the period in question, and the balance
sheet items are translated by using the closing rate. Differences arising in connection with the
translation of the equity of foreign group enterprises at the beginning of the year to the closing rate are
recognised directly in the equity. The same goes for differences arising in connection with translation of
the profit and loss accounts from average exchange rate to the closing rate.

At recognition of foreign group enterprises which are integrated units, the monetary items are
translated by using the closing rate. Non monetary items are translated by using the exchange rate
prevailing at the time of acquisition or at the time of the following depreciation or writedown of the
asset. The items of the profit and loss account are translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at
the date of the transaction. However, items in the profit and loss account deriving from non monetary
items are translated by using historical prices.

Currency adjustment of balances with group enterprises abroad that are considered part of the total
investment in group enterprises are recognised directly in the equity. Likewise, foreign exchange gains
and losses on loans and derived financial instruments for currency hedging independent group
enterprises abroad are recognised in the equity.

The profit and loss account

Gross profit

The gross profit comprises the net turnover, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in
progress, work performed for own purposes and capitalised, other operating income, and external
costs.
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Accounting policies used

The net turnover is recognised in the profit and loss account if delivery and risk transfer to the buyer
have taken place before the end of the year, and if the income can be determined reliably and is
expected to be received. The net turnover is recognised exclusive of VAT and taxes and with the
deduction of any discounts granted in connection with the sale.

Contract work in progress concerning construction contracts is recognised concurrently in the net
turnover with the progress of the production. Thus the net turnover corresponds to the sales value of
the completed productions of the year (the production method). The net turnover is recognised when
the total income and costs of the contract and the scope of completion on the balance sheet date can
be determined reliably, and when it is likely that the financial benefits will be received by the company.

When the results of a contract can not be determined reliably, the net turnover is only recognised on a
cost basis, however, to the extent that it is probable that the costs will be recovered.

Costs of sales includes costs for the purchase of raw materials and consumables less discounts and
changes in inventories.

Other operating income comprise accounting items of secondary nature in proportion to the principal
activities of the enterprise, including gains on disposal of intangible and tangible fixed assets.

Other external costs comprise costs for distribution, sales, advertisement, administration, premises,
loss on debtors, and operational leasing costs.

Staff costs

Staff costs include salaries and wages including holiday allowances, pensions and other costs for social
security etc. for staff members. Staff costs are less public reimbursements.

Depreciation, amortisation and writedown

Depreciation, amortisation and writedown comprise depreciation on, amortisation of and writedown
relating to tangible fixed assets respectively.

Net financials

Net financials comprise interest, realised and unrealised capital gains and losses concerning financial
assets and liabilities, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities, additions and reimbursements under
the Danish tax prepayment scheme, etc. Financial income and expenses are recognised in the profit and
loss account with the amounts that concerns the financial year.

Results from equity investments in group enterprises

After full elimination of intercompany profit or loss and deduction of amortisation of consolidated
goodwill, the equity investment in the individual group enterprises are recognised in the profit and loss
account at a proportional share of the group enterprises' results after tax.
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Accounting policies used

Tax of the results for the year

The tax for the year comprises the current tax for the year and the changes in deferred tax, and it is
recognised in the profit and loss account with the share referring to the results for the year and directly
in the equity with the share referring to entries directly on the equity.

The company is subject to the Danish legislation concerning compulsory joint taxation with the Danish
group enterprises.

The current Danish corporate tax is allocated among the jointly taxed companies in proportion to their
respective taxable income (full allocation with reimbursement of tax losses).

The balance sheet

Tangible fixed assets

Tangible fixed assets are measured at cost with deduction of accrued depreciation and writedown.

The basis of depreciation is cost with deduction of any expected residual value after the end of the
useful life of the asset. The amortisation period and the residual value are determined at the acquisition
date and reassessed annually. If the residual value exceeds the book value, the amortisation
discontinues.

If the amortisation period or the residual value is changed, the effect on amortisation will in the future
be recognised as a change in the accounting estimates.

The cost comprises the acquisition cost and costs directly attached to the acquisition until the time
when the asset is ready for use.

The cost of a total asset is divided into separate components. These components are depreciated
separately, the useful lives of each individual components differing.

Depreciation takes place on a straight line basis and based on an evaluation of the expected useful life
and the residual value of the individual assets:

Useful life Residual value
Technical plants and machinery 3-9 years 0-20 %
Other plants, operating assets, fixtures and furniture 2-10 years 0-20 %

Minor assets with an expected useful life of less than 1 year are recognised as costs in the profit and
loss account in the year of acquisition.

Profit or loss deriving from the sales of tangible fixed assets is measured as the difference between the
sales price reduced by the selling costs and the book value at the time of the sale. Profit or losses are
recognised in the profit and loss account as other operating income or other operating expenses.
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Accounting policies used

Writedown of fixed assets

The book values of both intangible and tangible fixed assets as well as equity investments in subsidiaries
and associated enterprises are subject to annual impairment tests in order to disclose any indications of
impairment beyond those expressed by amortisation and depreciation respectively.

If indications of impairment are disclosed, impairment tests are carried out for each individual asset or
group of assets respectively. Writedown takes place to the recoverable amount, if this value is lower
than the book value.

The recoverable value is equal to the value of the net selling price or the value in use, whichever is
higher. The value in use is determined as the present value of the expected net cash flow deriving from
the use of the asset or the group of assets.

Previously recognised writedown is reversed when the condition for the writedown no longer exist.
Writedown relating to goodwill is not reversed.

Financial fixed assets
Equity investments in group enterprises

Equity investments in group enterprises are recognised in the balance sheet at a proportional share
under the equity method, the value being calculated on the basis of the accounting policies of the
parent company by the deduction or addition of unrealised intercompany profits and losses, and with
the addition or deduction of residual value of positive or negative goodwill measured by applying the
acquisition method.

Group enterprises and associated enterprises with negative equity are recognised without any value,
and to the extent they are considered irrevocable, amounts owed by these companies are written down
by the parent's share of the equity. If the negative equity exceeds the debtors, the residual amount is
recognised under liability provisions to the extent the parent has a legal or actual liability to cover the
negative equity of the subsidiary.

To the extent the equity exceeds the cost, the net revaluation of equity investments in group
enterprises are transferred to the reserves under the equity for net revaluation as per the equity
method. Dividends from group enterprises expected to be decided before the approval of this annual
report are not subject to a limitation of the revaluation reserves. The reserves are adjusted by other
equity movements in group enterprises.

In connection with the acquisition of new group enterprises and associated enterprises, the acquisition
method is applied, by which the acquirees' assets and liabilities are measured at fair value at the time of
acquisition. Provisions for payment of costs for decided restructuring activities in the acquirees in
relation to the acquisition are recognised. The tax effect of the revaluations carried out is taken into
consideration.
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Accounting policies used

Positive differences (goodwill) between cost and fair value of identifiable, acquired assets and liabilities,
inclusive of liability provisions for restructuring, are recognised under equity investments in group
enterprises, and they are amortised over their estimated useful life. The useful life is determined on the
basis of the management's experience with the individual business areas. The amortisation period is
maximum 20 years, being the longer for strategical acquirees with a strong market position and a long-
range earnings potential. The book value of goodwill is evaluated currently and written down in the
profit and loss account in those cases where the book value exceeds the expected future net income
from the enterprise or the activity, to which the goodwill is attached.

Deposits

Deposits are measured at amortised cost and represent rent deposits, etc.

Inventories
Inventories are measured at cost on basis of the FIFO method. In case the net realisable value of the
inventories is lower than the cost, writedown takes place to this lower value.

The cost for trade goods, raw materials, and consumables comprises the acquisition cost with the
addition of the delivery costs.

The net realisable value for inventories is recognised as the market price with deduction of completion
costs and selling costs. The net realisable value is determined taking into consideration the
negotiability, obsolescence, and development of the expected market price.

Debtors
Debtors are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to face value. In order to meet
expected losses, writedown takes place at the net realisable value.

Work in progress for the account of others

Contract work in progress is measured at the selling price of the work performed, however with
deduction of invoicing on account and expected losses. Contract work in progress is characterised by
the manufactured goods featuring a high level of individualisation in the design. Furthermore, it is a
requirement that before work is commenced, a binding contract is to be been entered into, implying
penalty or damages in case of subsequent cancellation.

The selling price is measured on the basis of the stage of completion on the balance sheet date and the
total expected income from the individual contracts. The stage of completion is determined on the
basis of an evaluation of the work performed, usually determined as the ratio of the costs incurred to
the total expected cost of the contract in question.

When it is probable that the total contract costs will exceed the total contract revenue, the expected
contract loss is immediately recognised as costs and provisions.
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Accounting policies used

If the results of a contract can not be estimated reliably, the selling price is only recognised on a cost
basis, however, to the extent that it is probable that the costs will be recovered.

Contracts for which the selling price of the work performed exceeds invoicing on account and expected
losses are recognised as trade debtors. Contracts for which invoicing on account and expected losses
exceed the selling price are recognised as liabilities.

Prepayments from customers are recognised under liabilities.

Costs in connection with sales work and the achievement of contracts are recognised in the profit and
loss account when incurred.

Accrued income and deferred expenses

Accrued income and deferred expenses recognised under assets comprise incurred costs concerning the
next financial year.

Available funds

Available funds comprise cash at bank and in hand.

Corporate tax and deferred tax

Current tax receivable and tax liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet at the amount calculated
on the basis of the expected taxable income for the year adjusted for tax on previous years' taxable
income and prepaid taxes. Tax receivable and tax liabilities are set off to the extent that legal right of
set-off exists and if the items are expected to be settled net or simultaneously.

According to the rules of joint taxation, SystemTeknik A/S is proportionally liable towards the Danish tax
authorities for the total corporation tax, including withholding tax on interest, royalties and dividends,
arising within the jointly taxed group of companies.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of all temporary differences in assets and liabilities with a balance
sheet focus.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax losses eligible for carry over, are recognised at the
value at which they are expected to be realisable, either by settlement against tax of future earnings or
by set off in deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax unit.

Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rules and tax rates applying under the legislation on the
balance sheet date and prevailing when the deferred tax is expected to be released as current tax.
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Accounting policies used

Other provisions

Provisions comprise expected costs for guarantee liabilities, loss on work in progress, restructuring, etc.
Provisions are recognised when the company has a legal or actual liability which is due to a previous
event and when it is likely that the settlement of the liability will result in expenditure of the financial
resources of the company.

When it is likely that the total costs will exceed the total income of work in progress for the account of
others, provisions are made for the total loss expected on the contract. Provisions are recognised as
costs under production costs.

Liabilities

Financial liabilities related to borrowings are recognised at the received proceeds with the deduction of
transaction costs incurred. In following periods, the financial liabilities are recognised at amortised cost,
corresponding to the capitalised value by use of the effective interest. The difference between the
proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the profit and loss account during the term of the loan.

Other liabilities are measured at amortised cost which usually corresponds to the nominal value.
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
