The annual report of BonBon Rejser Danmark A/S for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, aswell as
provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

I ncome statement
Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its re-
venue.

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue less other external costs etc.

Revenue

Income from the sale of tickets and hotel accomodations is recognised in the income statement, provided
that the transfer of risk, usually on delivery to the buyer, has taken place and that the income can be mea-
sured reliably and is expected to be received.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration, excluding VAT and other indirect
taxes. Revenueis net of all types of discounts granted.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses include expenses related to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premi-
ses, bad debts, payments under operating |leases, etc.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the fi-
nancia year. Net financials include interest income and expenses realised and unrealised exchange rate
gains and losses on foreign currency transactions etc.

Tax on profit/lossfor the year

The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation on group entities in Denmark.
The Company isjointly taxed with Centaur Holding Denmark A/S, which is the administrative company
for the joint taxation and consequently settles all corporation tax payments with the tax authorities con-
currently with the Company's payment of joint taxation contribution.



Accounting policies

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish income tax is allocated between the joint-
ly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses receive joint taxation con-
tributions from entities that have been able to use tax losses to reduce their own taxable profits.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax ch-
arge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for the
year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Animpairment lossis recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivables
is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individua receivable is impaired, an impairment loss
for that individual asset is recognised.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise deposits at banks.

Incometax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated tax
on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and tax paid
on account.

Joint taxation contributions payable and receivable are recognised in the balance sheet as 'Joint taxation
contributions receivable' or 'Joint taxation contributions payable'.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between
the carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned use
of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable value.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable in the respective coun-
tries at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Deferred tax
adjustments resulting from changes in tax rates are recognised in the income statement, with the excep-
tion of itemstaken directly to equity.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax losses allowed for carry forward, are measured at the
value to which the asset is expected to be realised, either as a set-off against tax on future income or as a
set-off against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity. Any deferred net tax assets are
measured at net realisable value.



Accounting policies

Liabilities

Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are measured at
amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.
