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Management's review

Operating review

Principal activities
The Company's main activities consist of operating a private hospital, with focus on fertility treatment
(IVF), orthopedic and orthopedic surgery, ear-, nose-, and throat surgery, gynaecological surgery,
abdominal surgery, plastic surgery and medical elucidations, including medical examinations.

Development in activities and financial position
The Company's income statement for 2020/21 shows a loss of DKK -1,889,167 as against DKK
-2,832,967 in 2019/20. Equity in the Company's balance sheet at 31 March 2021 stood at DKK -9,893,564
as against DKK -8,004,397 at 31 March 2020.

The poor result means that the Company has lost its equity.

During the first quarter of the financial year, the company was heavily impacted by the outbreak of the
COVID-pandemic and subsequent closure of society and generated a large deficit for the period. Due to
the closure of society and borders, the company generated a backlog of treatments to be delivered at a
later date. Despite being profit generating in subsequent periods, the company did not manage to catch up
to the deficit of the first quarter but has a positive outlook for the coming year.

 

Capital resources
The Company's working capital is negative and indicates a need for liquidity support in the financial year
2022.

TFP Ciconia Fertility ApS has received a letter of support from Delivery I Ltd. in which it is confirmed that
the parent company will provide the necessary cash until the annual general meeting in 2022 when the
annual report for the year ended 31.03.2022 will be approved.

There has not been any events after the balance sheet date that could affect the financial position as per

1 Accounting policies

The annual report of TFP Ciconia Fertility ApS for 2020/21 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions applying to reporting class B entities under the Danish Financial Statements Act with opt-in
from higher reporting classes.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of
last year.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also
recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to
the Company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
from the Company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method.
Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any instalments and plus or minus the accumulated
amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount. 

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before
the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet date.

Government grants

Government grants are recognised when it is fairly certain that the grant conditions will be complied with,
and the grant will be received.

Grants compensating for costs incurred are recognised directly as operating income in the income
statement as costs eligible for grants are incurred. If the conditions for receiving the grant are not complied
until after related costs have been recognised, the grant is to be recognised in the income statement when
the conditions have been complied with and it is farily certain that the grant will be awarded.

Grants to acquire assets are recognised in the balance sheet as deferred income/prepayments and
transferred to other operating income in the income statement line with depreciation/amortisation of the
assets covered by the grant.

Gross profit

Pursuant to Section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the Company has decided only to disclose
gross profit.

Gross profit/loss comprises revenue, costs incurred to achieve revenue for the year and other external
expenses.

Revenue

Revenue from the sale of services is recognised on a straight-line basis in the income statement as the
services are provided.

Expenses for raw materials and consumables

This item also comprises direct costs for goods for resale and changes to inventory of goods for resale.

Other operating income

Other operating income comprises items secondary to the activities of the entity, including government
grants received as a result of COVID-19.

Other external costs

Other external costs comprise costs related to sales, sales campaigns, administration, office premises,
operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs comprise wages and salaries, including holiday allowance, pension and other social security
costs, etc., to the Company's employees, excluding reimbursements from public authorities.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses comprise the year's amortisation, depreciation and
impairment of tangible assets.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expense.

Tax on loss for the year

Tax for the year comprises current corporation tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, including
changes in tax rates. The tax expense relating to the profit/loss for the year is recognised in the income
statement, and the tax expense relating to amounts directly recognised in equity is recognised directly in
equity.

The Company is from 1 December 2016 jointly taxed with VivaNeo DK Aps, Stork IVF Klinik A/S and from
8 August 2019 with Impilo ApS. The current Danish corporation tax is allocated in proportion to their
taxable income (full absorption with refunds for tax losses). This means that companies with tax losses
receive refunds from the other jointly taxed companies.

Balance sheet

Property, plant and equipment

Leasehold improvements, fittings, tools and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated
depreciation and impairment losses.  

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date on
which the asset is available for use. Indirect production overheads and borrowing costs are not recognised
in cost. 

Where individual components of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they
are accounted for as separate items, which are depreciated separately.

The basis of depreciation is cost less any projected residual value after the end of the useful life.
Depreciation is provided on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful life. The estimated useful lives
are as follows:

Fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 5-10 years
Leasehold improvements 5-10 years

The useful life and residual value are reased annually. Changes are treated as accounting estimates, and
the effect on depreciation is recognised prospectively.

Gains and losses on the disposal of equipment are stated as the difference between the selling price less
selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses are recognised in the
income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment as well as equity investments
in group entities and associates is subject to an annual test for indications of impairment other than the
decrease in value reflected by depreciation or amortisation.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets or groups of assets when there is an indication that
they may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying
amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The value in use
is determined as the present value of the forecast net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group of
assets, including forecast net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the end
of the useful life.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Write-down is made for bad debt losses where there is an objective indication that a receivable has been
impaired. If there is an objective indication that an individual receivable has been impaired, write-down is
made on an individual basis.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at cost in accordance with the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value is
lower than cost, inventories are written down to this lower value.

Goods for resale and raw materials and consumables are measured at cost, comprising purchase price
plus delivery costs.

Finished goods and work in progress are measured at cost, comprising the cost of raw materials,
consumables, direct wages and salaries and indirect production overheads. Indirect production overheads
comprise indirect materials and wages and salaries as well as the maintenance of depreciation of
production machinery, buildings and equipment as well as factory administration and management.
Borrowing costs are not included in cost.

The net realisable value of inventories is calculated as the sales amount less costs necessary to make the
sale and is determined taking into account marketability, obsolescence and development in expected
selling price.

Corporation tax and deferred tax

Current tax payable and receivable is recognised in the balance sheet as tax computed on the taxable
income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income of prior years and  for tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between
the carrying amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities based on the planned use of the asset or
settlement of the liability. However, deferred tax is not recognised on temporary differences relating to
non-deductible items where the temporary differences arise at the date of acquisition without affecting
either profit/loss or taxable income.

Deferred tax is measured in accordance with the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable at the balance
sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Changes in deferred tax as a
result of changes in tax rates are recognised in the income statement or equity, respectively.

Prepayments

Prepayments comprise prepayment of costs incurred relating to subsequent financial years.

Cash at bank and in hand

Cash at bank and in hand comprise cash.

Liabilities

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.

Prepayments received from customers

Prepayments received from customers comprises prepayments received regarding income in subsequent
financial years.

2 Capital resources

The Company has lost more than 50% of the share capital and is therefore covered by the rules on capital
losses in the Danish Companies Act (Selskabsloven). Management expects that the equity will be
reestablished in the coming years by the Company's own earnings.

Moreover the liquidity ratio of the Company is <1.0. Management has identified a need for additional cash
until it can generate an operating profit.

TFP Ciconia Fertility ApS has received a letter of support from Delivery I Ltd. in which it is confirmed that
the parent company will provide the necessary cash until the annual general meeting in 2022 when the
annual report for the year ended 31.03.2022 will be approved.

Management therefore submits the financial statements under the going concern assumption.
