The Company’s business review

Vesteralens Naturprodukter ApS is part of Vesterdlens Naturprodukter AS Group which is part of the consumer
healthcare joint venture between the British Glaxo Smith Kline-GSK and the American Pfizer group, both
multinational pharmaceutical groups listed on the New York Stock Exchange. Following the joint venture, the
financial year end changed from 30 November to 31 December, These financial statements are based on a 13
month financial period.

Vesteralens Naturprodukter ApS carries out trade in dietary supplements, natural products and
pharmaceuticals.

Financial review

In 2018/19, the company’s revenue came in at DKK 6,922 thousand against DKK 13,015 thousand last year. The
financial performance is below plan due to ramp up period after change of operating model and organization
restructure in first half of 2019 and focus on new sales in other Nordic markets. The income statement for
2018/19 shows a profit of DKK 217 thousand against a loss of DKK 63 thousand last year, and the balance sheet
at 31 December 2019 shows a positive equity of DKK 2,214 thousand.

Post balance sheets event
No significant events have occurred subsequent to the financial year.

Based on information currently available, management’s assessment is that the impact of COVID-19 does not
iead to risks of going concerns for Vesteralens Naturprodukter ApS.

Outlack

Vesterdlens Naturprodukter ApS expects decline in 2019/20 and reduced operating income compared to
2018/19, due to decline in the customer base.

1 Accounting policies

The annual report of Vesterdlens Naturprodukter ApS for 2018/19 has been presented in accordance with the provisions of
the Danish Financial Statements Act as regards reporting class B enterprises with opt-in of specific provisions for reporting
class C.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of last year.
Reporting currency

The financial statements are presented in Danish Kroner.

Currency tronsiation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange difference arising between the exchange rates at the transaction date and the date of
payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses,

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rate
at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and at the date oat which
the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest financial statements is recognised in the income statement
as the financial income or financial expenses.

Change in Financial Year

The accounting year FY2018/19 includes 13 months due ta the change in accounting year to January - December.,
Income statement

Revenue

Income from the sale of goods for resale comprising sale of dietary supplements, natural products and pharmaceuticals is
recognised in revenue when transfer of the most significant rewards and risks to the buyer has taken place and provided
that the income can be reliably measured and payment is expected to be received. The date of the transfer of the most
significant rewards and risks is based on standardised terms of delivery based on Incoterms® 2010. Revenue is measured at
fair value of the agreed consideration exclusive of VAT and taxes charged on behalf of third parties. All discounts and
rebates granted are recognised in revenue.

Cost of sales
Cost of sales includes expenses relating to purchase of goods for resale used in generating the year’s revenua.
Externol expenses

External expenses include the year’s expenses relating to the entity's core activities, including expenses relating to
distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises, bad debts, payments under operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as other social security
contributions, etc. made to the entity’s employees. The item is net of refunds made by public authorities.

Financiol income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statements at the amounts that concern the financial year.
Net financials include interest income and expenses as well as allowances and surcharges under the advance payment of
tax scheme, etc.

Tax

Tax for the year includes current tax on the year's expected taxable income and the year’s deferred tax adjustments. The
portion of the tax for the year that relates to the profit/loss for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas
the portion that relates to transactions taken to equity is recognised in equity.

The entity and its Danish group entities are taxed on a joint basis. The Danish income tax charge is allacated between
profit-making and loss-making Danish entities in proportion to their taxable income {full allocation method).

Jointly taxed companies entitled to a tax refund are, as a minimum, reimbursed by the management company according to
the current rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed companies having paid too little tax pay, as a
maximum, a surcharge according to current rates applicable to interest surcharges to the management company.

Balance Sheet

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective indication that a receivable or a group of receivables Is impaired.

Write-downs are calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of the receivables and the present value of the
expected cash flows, including the realisable value of any collateral received.

Equity

Proposed dividends

bividends proposed for the financial year are presented as separate item under ‘Equity’.
Corporation tax

Current tax payable and receivable is recognised in the balance sheet as tax computed on the taxable income for the year,
adjusted for tax on the taxable income of prior years and for tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between the carrying
amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised on a temporary differences
relating to goodwill which is not deductible for tax purposes and on office premises and other items where temporary
differences, apart from business combinations, arise at the date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss for the
year or taxable income. Where alternative tax rules can be applied to determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured
based on Management’s intended use of the asset of settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable at the balance sheet date when the
deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Changes in deferred tax due to changes in the tax rate are recognised
in the income statement.

Liahilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at the net proceeds received less transaction costs paid. In
subsequent perlods, the financial liabilities are measured at amortised costs, corresponding to the capitalised value using
the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the difference between the proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the
income statement over the term of the loan.

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.

Any subsequent corrections of the
taxable income in the joint taxation or witbholding taxes could lead to the Company’s liability being higher.
