The principal activities are to provide management consulting services as well as any other business

incidental thereto.

Unusual circumstances

This year's account has been affected by a writedown of the acquired goodwill. The writedown amounts

to t.DKK 17.730. 

Development in activities and financial matters

The gross profit for the year totals t.DKK 19.671 against t.DKK 41.975 last year. Income or loss from

ordinary activities after tax totals t.DKK -36.925 against t.DKK -204 last year. The result is in line with

the expectations. 

Financial resources

The ultimate parent company Bain & Company, Inc. has in a support letter of 9 June 2023 given

commitment to support the company, so that the company's normal business acitivties will continue and

the capital ressources are intact until 1 January 2024.

Events occurring after the end of the financial year

No events have occured subsequent to the balance sheet date, which would have material impact on the

financial position of the company.
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Accounting policies

The annual report for Bain Innovation P/S has been presented in accordance with the Danish Financial

Statements Act regulations concerning reporting class B enterprises. Furthermore, the company has

decided to comply with certain rules applying to reporting class C enterprises.

The accounting policies are unchanged from last year, and the annual report is presented in DKK.

Recognition and measurement in general

Income is recognised in the profit and loss account concurrently with its realisation, including the

recognition of value adjustments of financial assets and liabilities. Likewise, all costs, these including

depreciation, amortisation, writedown, provisions, and reversals which are due to changes in estimated

amounts previously recognised in the profit and loss account, are recognised in the profit and loss

account.

Assets are recognised in the statement of financial position when the company is liable to achieve future,

financial benefits and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position when the company is liable to lose future,

financial benefits and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

At the first recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Later, assets and liabilities are

measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Upon recognition and measurement, allowances are made for such predictable losses and risks which

may arise prior to the presentation of the annual report, and which concerns matters that exist on the

reporting date.

Foreign currency translation

Transactions in foreign currency are translated by using the exchange rate prevailing at the date of the

transaction. Differences in the rate of exchange arising between the rate at the date of transaction and the

rate at the date of payment are recognised in the profit and loss account as an item under net financials. If

currency positions are considered to hedge future cash flows, the value adjustments are recognised

directly in equity in a fair value reserve.

Receivables, payables, and other foreign currency monetary items are translated using the closing rate.

The difference between the closing rate and the rate at the time of the occurrence or initial recognition in

the latest financial statements of the receivable or payable is recognised in the income statement under

financial income and expenses.

Fixed assets acquired and paid for in foreign currency are measured at the exchange rate prevailing at the

date of  the transaction.
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Accounting policies

Income statement

Gross profit

Gross profit comprises the revenue, work in progress, own work capitalised, other operating income and

external costs.

Revenue is recognised in the income statement if delivery and passing of risk to the buyer have taken

place before the end of the year and if the income can be determined reliably and inflow is anticipated.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration promised exclusive of VAT and taxes and less

any discounts relating directly to sales.

Other external costs comprise costs incurred for distribution, sales, advertising, administration, premises,

loss on receivables, and operational leasing costs.

Staff costs

Staff costs include salaries and wages, including holiday allowances, pensions, and other social security

costs, etc., for staff members.

Depreciation, amortisation, and writedown for impairment

Depreciation, amortisation, and writedown for impairment comprise depreciation on, amortisation of,

and writedown for impairment of intangible and tangible assets, respectively.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement with the amounts concerning the

financial year. Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expenses, financial expenses

from realised and unrealised capital gains and losses relating to securities, debt and transactions in

foreign currency, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities as well as surcharges and reimbursements

under the advance tax scheme, etc.

Results from investment in subsidiarie

After full elimination of intercompany profit or loss less amortised consolidated goodwill, the investment

in the subsidiary is recognised in the income statement as a proportional share of the subsidiary’ post-tax

profit or loss.

Tax on net profit or loss for the year

The company is a limited partnership company and is a tax transparent entity. As a result, no corporate

tax or deferred tax have been recognized in the annual report.
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Accounting policies

Statement of financial position

Intangible assets

Goodwill

Acquired goodwill is measured at cost with deduction of accumulated amortisation. Goodwill is

amortised over the estimated useful life, which is determined on the basis of management’s experience in

the individual business areas. Management's assesment that the intangible assets are part of the

Company's long-term strategic goal with future return over several years.  

Goodwill is amortised on a straightline basis over the amortisation period, which is set at 20 years. The

expected usefull life of 20 years is reflecting Management's expectations. 

Property, plant, and equipment

Property, plant, and equipment are measured at cost deducted accrued depreciation and writedown for

impairment.

The depreciable amount is cost deducted any expected residual value after the end of the useful life of

the asset. The amortisation period and the residual value are determined at the acquisition date and

reassessed annually. If the residual value exceeds the carrying amount, the depreciation is discontinued.

If the amortisation period or the residual value is changed, the effect on amortisation will, in future, be

recognised as a change in the accounting estimates.

The cost comprises acquisition cost and costs directly associated with the acquisition until the time when

the asset is ready for use.

The cost of a total asset is divided into separate components. These components are depreciated

separately, the useful lives of each individual components differing, and the individual component

representing a material part of the total cost.

Depreciation is done on a straight-line basis according to an assessment of the expected useful life:

Useful life

Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 2-7 years

Minor assets with an expected useful life of less than 1 year are recognised as costs in the income

statement in the year of acquisition.

Profit or loss derived from the disposal of property, land, and equipment is measured as the difference

between the sales price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Profit or loss is

recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating expenses.
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Accounting policies

Leases

Leases are regarded as operating leases. Payments in connection with operating leases and other lease

agreements are recognised in the income statement for the term of the contract. The company's total

liabilities concerning operating leases and lease agreements are recognised under contingencies, etc.

Impairment loss relating to non-current assets

The carrying amount of both intangible and tangible fixed assets as well as equity investment in

subsidiarie are subject to annual impairment tests in order to disclose any indications of impairment

beyond those expressed by amortisation and depreciation respectively.

If indications of impairment are disclosed, impairment tests are carried out for each individual asset or

group of assets, respectively. Writedown for impairment is done to the recoverable amount if this value is

lower than the carrying amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher value of value in use and selling price less expected selling cost.

The value in use is calculated as the present value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the

asset or the asset group and expected net cash flows from the sale of the asset or the asset group after the

end of their useful life.

Previously recognised impairment losses are reversed when conditions for impairment no longer exist.

Impairment relating to goodwill is not reversed.

Investments

Investments in subsidiarie

Investments in subsidiarie is recognised and measured by applying the equity method. The equity method

is used as a method of consolidation.

Investments in subsidiarie is recognised in the statement of financial position at the proportionate share

of the enterprise's equity value. This value is calculated in accordance with the parent's accounting

policies with deductions or additions of unrealised intercompany gains and losses as well as with

additions or deductions of the remaining value of positive or negative goodwill calculated in accordance

with the acquisition method. Negative goodwill is recognised in the income statement at the time of

acquisition of the equity investment. If the negative goodwill relates to contingent liabilities acquired,

negative goodwill is not recognised until the contingent liabilities have been settled or lapsed.

Investments in subsidiarie with a negative equity value is measured at DKK 0, and any accounts

receivable from these enterprises are written down to the extent that the account receivable is

uncollectible. To the extent that the parent has a legal or constructive obligation to cover an negative

balance that exceeds the account receivable, the remaining amount is recognised under provisions.

To the extent the equity exceeds the cost, the net revaluation of equity investment in subsidiarie

transferred to the reserve under equity for net revaluation according to the equity method. Dividend from

subsidiarie expected to be adopted before the approval of this annual report are not subject to a limitation

of the revaluation reserve. The reserve is adjusted by other equity movements in subsidiarie.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value. In order to

meet expected losses, impairment takes place at the net realisable value.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at bank and on hand.

Equity

Reserve for net revaluation according to the equity method

The reserve for net revaluation according to the equity method comprises net revaluation of equity

investments in subsidiaries, associates and equity interests proportional to cost.

The reserve may be eliminated in the event of losses, realisation of equity investments, or changes in the

accounting estimates.

The reserve cannot be recognised by a negative amount.

Dividend

Dividend expected to be distributed for the year is recognised as a separate item under equity.

Liabilities other than provisions

Other liabilities concerning payables to suppliers, group enterprises, and other payables are measured at

amortised cost which usually corresponds to the nominal value.
