The company is included in national joint taxation with Danish companies in the A.P. Moller
Holding group. The company is jointly and severally liable for the payment of taxes and
withholding tax.

The Financial Statements for 2022 for APMH Invest XXVI A/S have been prepared on a going
concern basis and in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act
applying to enterprises of reporting class B, with a selection of certain requirements from
reporting class C.

OPINION

In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view
of the financial position of the company at 31 December 2022,
and of the results of the company’s operations for the financial
year 1 January - 31 December 2022 in accordance with the Dan-
ish Financial Statements Act.

We have audited the Financial Statements of APMH Invest XXVI
