Opinion

Notes

Accounting policies

The annual report of ACTA Denmark Holding ApS for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions applying to reporting class B entities under the Danish Financial Statements Act with opt-in
from higher reporting classes.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of
last year.

Omission of consolidated financial statements

Pursuant to section 112(1) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, no consolidated financial statements
have been prepared. The financial statements of ACTA Denmark Holding ApS and its subsidiaries are
included in the consolidated financial statements of ACTA* Holding B.V.

Change in accounting policies

The Company has changed its accounting policies regarding recognition and measurement of equity
investments in group entities, so that equity investments in group entities are measured at the
proportionate share of the entities' net asset value. Previously, equity investments in group entities were
measured at cost. The changes in accounting policies were made in order to give a more true and fair
view of the Company's activities, results and financial position.

The change in accounting policy has no impact on the net profit/loss for the year, balance sheet total or
equity. The comparative figures have been restated to reflect the changed accounting policies. In 2020,
the change in accounting policies has led to an increase in provision for negative equity in group entities
of DKK 6.9 Million. Consequently, the loss has decrease with DKK 28.3 Million in 2020. The balance
sheet total has decrease with DKK 0.2 Million, while the equity decrease with DKK 6.7 million.

Apart from the above, the accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are
consistent with those of last year.

Other external costs

Other external costs comprise administrative expenses, etc.

Income from equity investments in group entities

The proportionate share of the individual subsidiaries' profit/loss after tax is recognised in the Parent
Company's income statement after full elimination of intra-group gains/losses.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expense, transactions denominated in
foreign currencies as well as surcharges and refunds under the on-account tax scheme, etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year comprises current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, including changes in tax
rates. The tax expense relating to the profit/loss for the year is recognised in the income statement at the
amount attributable to the profit/loss for the year and directly in equity at the amount attributable to
entries directly in equity.

The Company is jointly taxed with affiliated entities. On payment of joint taxation contributions, current
Danish corporation tax is allocated between the jointly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income.

Balance sheet

Investments

Equity investments in group entities are measured according to the equity method.

Equity investments in group entities are measured at the proportionate share of the entities' net asset
value calculated in accordance with the Parent Company's accounting policies plus or minus unrealised
intra-group gains or losses and plus or minus the residual value of positive and negative goodwill
calculated in accordance with the acquisition method.

Equity investments in group entities with negative net asset values are measured at DKK 0, and any
receivables from these entities are written down to the extent that the receivables are deemed
irrecoverable. To the extent that the Parent Company has a legal or constructive obligation to cover a
negative balance exceeding the receivable, the residual amount is recognised as provisions.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of equity investments in group entities is subject to an annual test for indications of
impairment other than the decrease in value reflected by depreciation or amortisation.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets or groups of assets when there is an indication that
they may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying
amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The value in use
is determined as the present value of the forecast net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group of
assets, including forecast net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the
end of the useful life.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Corporation tax and deferred tax

Current tax payable and receivable is recognised in the balance sheet as tax computed on the taxable
income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income of prior years and for tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between
the carrying amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities based on the planned use of the asset or
settlement of the liability. However, deferred tax is not recognised on temporary differences relating to
goodwill non-deductible for tax purposes and on office premises and other items where the temporary
differences arise at the date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss or taxable income.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax loss carryforwards, are recognised at the expected
value of their utilisation within the foreseeable future; either as a set-off against tax on future income or as
a set-off against deferred tax liabilities in the same legal tax entity. Any deferred net assets are measured
at net realisable value.

Deferred tax is measured in accordance with the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable at the balance

sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Changes in deferred tax as a
result of changes in tax rates are recognised in the income statement or equity, respectively.

Liabilities other than provisions

Liabilities are measured at amortized costs, normally corresponding to net realisable value.
