Opinion

Accounting policies

The annual report of DLG Finance A/S for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of

the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B, as well as selected

provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2021 is presented in TDKK.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets

and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also

recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow

to the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will

flow from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and

liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest

method. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the

accumulated amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur

before the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance

sheet date.

Administrative costs

Administrative expenses comprise expenses ocurred in the year related to management fee and

administration.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to

the financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, realised and unrealised

capital/exchange gains and losses on securities, liabilities and foreign currency transactions,

amortisation of financial assets and liabilities and surcharges and allowances under the Danish Tax

Prepayment Scheme, etc.

Accounting policies

Income from investments in associates

The proportionate share of the profit/loss for the year of associates is recognised in the company's

income statement after elimination of the proportionate share of intra-group profits/gains.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation of the Group's Danish

subsidiaries. Subsidiaries participate in the joint taxation arrangement from the time when they are

included in the consolidated financial statements and until the time when they withdraw from the

consolidation.

The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation.

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish income tax is allocated between the

jointly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses receive joint taxation

contributions from entities that have been able to use tax losses to reduce their own taxable profits.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax

charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for

the year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet

Investments in associates

Investments in associates are measured at the proportionate share of the net asset value of the

entities, calculated on the basis of the group's accounting policies, plus or less unrealised intra-group

gains or losses and plus or less any remaining value of positive or negative goodwill stated according to

the purchase method.

Investments in associates with a negative net asset value are measured at DKK 0, and the carrying

amount of any receivables from these entities is reduced to the extent that they are considered

irrecoverable. If the parent company has a legal or constructive obligation to cover a deficit that

exceeds the receivable, the balance is recognised under provisions.

Net revaluations of investments in associates are taken to the net revaluation reserve according to the

equity method in so far as that the carrying amount exceeds the cost. Dividends from subsidiaries which

are expected to be declared before the annual report of  DLG Finance A/S is adopted are not taken to

the net revaluation reserve.

Accounting policies

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of

receivables is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable is impaired, an

impairment loss for that individual asset is recognised.

Prepayments

Prepayments recognised under 'Current assets' comprises expenses incurred concerning subsequent

financial years.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated

tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and

tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between

the carrying amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned

use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable

value.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax losses allowed for carry forward, are measured at the

value to which the asset is expected to be realised, either as a set-off against tax on future income or as

a set-off against deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax entity. Any deferred net tax assets are

measured at net realisable value.

Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised on the raising of the loan at the proceeds received net of transaction

costs incurred. On subsequent recognition, the financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost,

corresponding to the capitalised value, using the effective interest method. Accordingly, the difference

between the net proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over the term

of the loan.

Other liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are

measured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the

transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction

date and at the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or

financial expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealised

value adjustments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under ‘Equity’.

Accounting policies

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated

at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the

balance sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the

latest financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial

expenses. 

Derivative financial instruments

On initial recognition in the balance sheet, derivative financial instruments are measured at cost and

subsequently at fair value. Positive and negative fair values of derivative financial instruments are

included in 'Other receivables', 'Other payables' or 'Derivative financial instruments, liabilities',

respectively.

Fair value adjustments of derivative financial instruments designated as and qualifying for recognition

as a fair value hedge of recognised assets or liabilities are recognised in the income statement together

with fair value adjustments of the hedged asset or liability.

Fair value adjustments of derivative financial instruments designated as and qualifying for hedging of

future cash flows are recognised in other receivables or other payables and in the fair value reserve

under ‘Equity’. If the future transaction results in recognition of assets or liabilities, amounts previously

recognised in equity are transferred to the cost of the asset or the liability, respectively. If the future

transaction results in income or expenses, amounts previously recognised in equity are transferred to

the income statement in the period in which the hedged item affects the income statement.
