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INDEPENDENT AUDITOR’S REPORT 
 
To the Shareholders of AIP II CIV 4 K/S 
 
Opinion 
In our opinion, the Financial Statements give a true and fair view of the financial position of the 
Company at 31 December 2021, and of the results of the Company’s operations for the financial 
year 1 January - 31 December 2021 in accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act. 
 
We have audited the Financial Statements of CIV K/S for the financial year 1 January - 31 Decem-
ber 2021, which comprise income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and 
notes, including a summary of significant accounting policies (“financial statements”). 
 
Basis for Opinion 
We conducted our audit in accordance with International Standards on Auditing (ISAs) and the 
additional requirements applicable in Denmark. Our responsibilities under those standards and re-
quirements are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial 
Statements section of our report.

Note 1 
Accounting policies 
 
The Annual Report of AIP II CIV 4 K/S for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the provi-
sions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B with ad-
dition of a few elements from reporting class C enterprises.  
 
The Financial Statements for 2021 are presented in DKK. 
 
The accounting policies applied remain unchanged from last year. 
 
Recognition and measurement 
Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of 
financial assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, 
all expenses incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement 
including depreciation, amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to 
changed accounting estimates of amounts that have previously been recognised in the income 
statement. 
 
Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits at-
tributable to the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reli-
ably. 
 
Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits 
will flow out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably. 
 
Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are meas-
ured as described for each item below. 
 
Translation policies 
Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction. 
Exchange differences arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates 
at the dates of payment are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income state-
ment. 
 
Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled 
at the balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any dif-
ferences between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the rates at the time when 
the receivable or the debt arose are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income 
statement. 
 
Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are measured at the transaction date rates. 
 
Income statement 
Other external expenses  
Other external expenses comprise expenses for administration expenses, etc.  
 
Gross profit/loss 
Gross profit/loss is calculated with reference to Section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act 
as a summary of other external costs.  
 
Income from other investments and receivables classified as non-current assets  
In the income statement, dividends are recognized from other investments in the financial year in 
which the dividend is declared. Gains or losses on disposal during the year of investments in asso-
ciates are also recognized in the income statement. 
 
Other financial expenses  
Financial expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the finan-
cial year and in addition to interest. 
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Tax on profit/loss for the year  
The company is not taxable independently, which is why the tax liability is incumbent on the com-
pany’s investors. As a result, no tax and deferred tax has been set aside in the accounts. 
 
Balance sheet 
Other investments 
Other investments are recognized and measured at cost. If there is an indication of a need for im-
pairment, an impairment test is performed. Where the carrying amount exceeds the recoverable 
amount it is written down to this lower value.  
 
Cash  
Cash comprises cash in bank deposits. 
 
Financial debts  
Debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.
