The company's investment property consist of a property located in Silkeborg. The property in Silkeborg is a large 
 residential property.

 The investment property is recorded at fair value using a "Discounted Cash Flow" model (DCF model), with an 
 discount factor of 4.25%. The discount factors are set so that they are assessed to reflect the market's current 
 required rate of return on similar properties, including expected inflation of 1.5%.

 In calculating the future cash flows, a budget have been prepared containing rental income, vacancy and 
 operating and maintenance costs, as well as improvement costs and these have formed the basis for recognition 
 in the DCF model. The budgeted rental income is based on the current rental situation, and a rent increase of 
 1.5% has been recognized based on the budgeted income or in accordance with concluded leases, where specific 
 rental prices have been agreed. Idle is also budgeted based on the current rental situation and is determined on 
 the basis of the budgeted idle, just as expected maintenance costs are budgeted per property and projected with 
 an annual increase of between 1,0 % and 2,0 %.

 The terminal value is calculated as the budgeted cash flow in year 11, divided by the set discount factor including 
 inflation.

 Determination of the discount factor is associated with accounting estimates, with which there is uncertainty 
 associated with the determination. An increase in the discount factor by 0.50 percentage points will reduce the 
 value of the properties by DKK 14.5 million, while a decrease in the discount factor by 0.50 percentage points will 
 increase the value of the properties by DKK 18.3 million.

 Financing costs have been capitalized as a part of the cost of the investment property. 
 As of 30.06.2021 TDKK 68 have been capitalized.

The liability until maturity 
amounts to TDKK 108. 

The Entity participates in a Danish joint taxation  arrangement where CL Denmark ApS serves as the 
administration company. According to the joint taxation provisions of  the Danish Corporation Tax Act, the Entity 
is therefore liable for income taxes etc for the jointly taxed entities, and for obligations, if any, relating to the 
withholding of tax on interest, royalties and dividend for the jointly  taxed entities. The jointly taxed entities' total 
known net liability under the joint taxation arrangement is  disclosed in the administration company's financial 
statements.

 The Entity participates in a Danish joint registration on VAT with the group's other companies, and the entity is 
 liable unlimited and jointly for VAT with the other companies included in the joint registration.

Mortgage debt is secured by deposited mortgage deeds on the investment property with a  book value of TDKK 
137,268.

 The company has provided a guarantee for bank debt and mortgage debt in group enterprises. The debt at year 
end is TDKK 535,864. 
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Accounting policies

Reporting class
This annual report has been presented in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements 
 Act governing reporting class B enterprises with addition of certain provisions for reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied to these financial statements are consistent with those applied last year.

Non-comparability
There is non-comparability between this year's figures and the comparative figures, as items from last year are 
based on a period of 9 months. 

Recognition and measurement
Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable as a result of a prior event that future economic 
 benefits will flow to the Entity, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably. 

 Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the Entity has a legal or constructive obligation as a 
 result of a prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the Entity, and the 
 value of the liability can be measured reliably. 

 On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to initial 
 recognition is effected as described below for each financial statement item. 

 Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the time of presentation of the annual report and that confirm 
 or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the balance sheet date are considered at recognition and 
 measurement. 

 Income is recognised in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the amounts 
 attributable to this financial year.

Income statement
Gross profit or loss
Gross profit or loss comprises revenue, other operating income, property costs and external expenses.

Revenue
Revenue from the sale of services is recognised  in the income statement when delivery is made to the buyer. 
Revenue is recognised net of VAT, duties and  sales discounts and is measured at fair value of the consideration 
fixed.

Fair value adjustments of investment property
Fair value adjustments of investment property comprise adjustments for the financial year of the Entity’s  
investment properties measured at fair value at the balance sheet date.

Other operating income
Other operating income comprises income of a secondary nature as viewed in relation to the Entity’s primary 
 activities.
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Other external expenses
Other external expenses include expenses relating to the Entity’s ordinary activities, including marketing costs, 
etc. This item also includes writedowns of receivables recognised in current assets.

Property costs
Property costs include costs incurred to operate the Entity’s properties in the financial year, including repair 
 and maintenance costs, property tax and electricity, water and heating, which are not charged directly from 
 the lessee.

Other financial income
Other financial income comprises interest income including  interest income on receivables from group 
enterprises etc.

Other financial expenses
Other financial expenses comprise interest expenses including interest expenses on payables to group 
 enterprises etc.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognised in the 
 income statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognised directly in equity by  the 
portion attributable to entries directly in equity.

The Entity is jointly taxed with all Danish group enterprises. The current Danish income tax is allocated  among the
 jointly taxed entities proportionally to their taxable income (full allocation with a refund  concerning tax losses).

Balance sheet
Investment property
On initial recognition, investment properties are measured at cost consisting of the acquisition price of the 
 properties plus directly related acquisition costs. 

 Subsequent to initial recognition, investment properties are measured at fair value which is equivalent to the 
 amount at which the individual property may be sold to an independent buyer at the balance sheet date.

Fair value is determined by using the DCF model as the calculated value in  use of expected cash flows from each 
property. To determine expected cash flows, the budgeted cash flows for each property for the next 10 years is 
used, including increases in price and rent levels, and a  calculated terminal value which reflects the amount of 
normalised cash flows expected to be generated by  the property after the budget period. The cash flows so 
calculated are discounted to net present value by  using a discount rate that is estimated to reflect current market
-required yield rates for similar properties  inclusive of expected inflation.

 The financial year's adjustments of the properties’ fair value are recognised in the income statement.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost, usually equalling nominal value less writedowns for bad and 
 doubtful debts.

Prepayments
Prepayments comprise incurred costs relating to subsequent financial years. Prepayments are measured at 
 cost.
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Cash
Cash comprises bank deposits.

Deferred tax
Deferred tax is recognised on all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax-based  value of 
assets and liabilities, for which the tax-based value is calculated based on the planned use of each asset.

 Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carryforwards, are recognised in the balance sheet at 
 their estimated realisable value, either as a set-off against deferred tax liabilities or as net tax assets.

 Deferred tax relating to retaxation of previously deducted losses in foreign subsidiaries is recognised on the 
 basis of an actual assessment of the purpose of each subsidiary.

Mortgage debt
At the time of borrowing, mortgage debt to mortgage credit institutions is measured at cost which corresponds 
 to the proceeds received less transaction costs incurred. Mortgage debt is subsequently measured at  amortised 
cost. This means that the difference between the proceeds at the time of borrowing and the nominal  repayable 
amount of the loan is recognised in the income statement as a financial expense over the term  of the loan 
applying the effective interest method.

Other financial liabilities
Other financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.

Prepayments received from customers
Prepayments received from customers comprise amounts received from customers prior to delivery of the 
 goods agreed or completion of the service agreed.

Tax receivable or payable
Current tax receivable or payable is recognised in the balance sheet, stated as tax computed on this year's 
 taxable income, adjusted for prepaid tax.

Joint taxation contributions payable or receivable
Current joint taxation contributions receivable or joint taxation contributions payable are recognised in the 
 balance sheet, calculated as tax computed on the taxable income of the year, which has been adjusted for 
 prepaid tax. 

Deferred income
Deferred income comprises income received for recognition in subsequent financial years. Deferred income 
 is measured at cost.
