Opinion

- 31 December 2021,  which comprise income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in
equity and notes, including accounting policies.

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Management's review

Business review

The Company was established on 1 January 2001 and was previously a part of A/S Phoenix Contrac-
tors (established in 1907), where the activities primarily were carried out under the secondary name
Phoenix Pipe Protectors A/S.

Phoenix International A/S is a contracting, industrial and trade company with production and delivery
of coating materials for protection against corrosion of oil-, gas- and water pipes and road and roofing
materials as core business. 

Since 1907, the core business in Phoenix International A/S, its group entities and activities world-
wide has been based on bitumen products, which originate from oil refining.  An example of products
is two-component polyurethane modified bitumen ("2K" material). In recent years, the product palette
has been extended with the product FBE (Fusion Bonded Epoxy). FBE and 2-K are both produced in
our own factory in Vejen. The FBE products are sold on the international market to the pipe coating
industry. The 2K products are sold on the international market to e.g. high voltage cables and joint
filling materials for constructions of concrete.

Since 1997, the Company has participated in a joint venture in South Africa together with SHELL,
where the joint venture produces and sells modified bitumen to the road and pipe coating industry.

The fully owned subsidiary in Malaysia produces and sells primer, enamel and wrap to the pipe coating
industry. In addition to that there is trading of bitumen to the marketes in Far East.

The Company's primary market areas are Africa as well as the Middle and Far East.

In 2021 the company winded up the Danish subsidiaries Phoenix Coatings & Tubulars ApS and Phoenix
Iraqi Partnerships ApS. Both companies had never had any acitvity.

Recognition and measurement uncertainties

The Company has according to note 7 17% shares in the listed company Varziran Co., Iran for the
amount of DKK 10,067 thousand.  In May 2018 the US sanctions against Iran has been increased and
the outbreak of Covid 19 in 2020 can both effect Varziran’s future earnings and equity and thus
effect the book value of the shares in Varziran Co. Iran of DKK 10,067 thousand.  As a result there
are some uncertainty regarding the value of the shares in Varziran Co.

Looking at the dividend payed by Varziran Co. in 2021, the management are convinced that the
investment in Varziran Co. as a minimum has a value of DKK 10,067 thousand corresponding to the
market value. However due to the international sanctions against Iran the Covid 19 situation, the raw
material situation and the logistic challenges, there could be a uncertainty regarding the value of the
shares in Varziran Co.

Financial review

The income statement for 2021 shows a profit of DKK 563 thousand against a profit of DKK 735
thousand last year, and the balance sheet at 31 December 2021 shows equity of DKK 38,978
thousand. The results of operation are in the given circumstances considered satisfactory.
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Management's review
The result for the year was negatively affected by the unrest and consequent declining activity in the
Middle East, which is the main sales area for the company's FBE products. In addition, activity has
been negatively impacted by the Corona situation, the raw material situation and the logistic
challenges.

However, the cost reductions made in 2020, combined with a fair amount of FBE orders, and very
good 2K activity during 2021, has led to an acceptable result in 2021 at the level of expectations. 

The company in Malaysia has made a loss, thus contributing negatively to the result. This is primarily
due to the fact that the expected pipe coating projects have been postponed due to Corona.

The 2K market developed very positive, due to an increase in construction of high voltage electrical
infrastructure, and thus contributed more than expected to the result.

The South African joint venture contributed positively, and thus as expected to the result.

Given the above mentioned declining activity in the Middle East, the increase in production capacity
established in 2017/2018 was not fully utilized in 2021.

Phoenix International A/S, which was certified to ISO 9001 in 2010, has been recertified in 2021
without remarks.

Knowledge resources

The Company is not dependent on any particular knowledge resources other than what the industry
requires.

Financial risks and use of financial instruments

Country risk
The Company has investments in South Africa, Malaysia and Iran as well as sales and receivables to
some of these countries among others. Consequently the Company is influenced by the political and
economical development in said countries and especially Iran due to the international sanctions.

Price risk
The Company's use of oil-based products and the significant price increases in the market pose a
special risk on the volatile oil market, as price increases cannot always fully be included in the price of
the finished products to the end user.

Currency risk
The Company has customers world-wide. Sales are primarily invoiced in DKK and EUR.

In case of special customer relationships an exception may be made. This implies that the results may
be affected by the development in exchange rates and interest rates of other currencies.
From a risk and cost point of view, the Company evaluates whether these risks are to be hedged; such
evaluation is made per order. Often however, the risk is limited as matching purchase and sales orders
are made in the same currency, primarily in EUR.

Credit risk
As of 2013 and onwards, the Company has hedged the credit risk on trade receivables by engaging
only in orders covered by a Letter of Credit to the extent possible.

Interest rate risk
As the interest on the Company's interest-bearing debt is fixed through agreements, moderate
changes in the interest level will not have any major impact on earnings.
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Management's review

Research and development activities

The Company has own development activities.

On a daily basis the development activities mainly consist of product improvement and less resource
demanding coating materials and systems both in terms of the development of new products as well
as custom designed products.

In a future perspective the Companies development activities are focused on developing new products
and systems that contributes to the green agenda.

Events after the balance sheet date

Except from subsequent no events have after the end of the financial year occurred, that could have a
significant impact on the financial status as of December 31, 2021.

The world is still affected by Covid 19, which is expected to have negative consequences for the
company and its affiliated and associated companies. The situation is uncertain, but an updated
forecast has been prepared containing cost savings and measures to ensure an improved performance
and working capital etc. in the company.

Outlook

Activity and revenue are generally expected in 2022 at a similar, or slightly higher level than in 2021,
with a positive result at a similar or slightly higher level than 2021. However, the expectations for
2022 are, due to Corona and the Russian Invasion in Ukraine, subject to some uncertainty.

The uncertainty about the lack of raw material supply, the price development of raw materials, the
increase in logistic costs and the exchange rate development, is reduced/secured through delivery
agreements, exchange rate hedges, opening of letters of credit for sales, as well as purchases and
sales in the same currency.

In Malaysia and the Far East, the local presence with its own production facility is expected to have a
positive impact on business opportunities. The launch of previously deferred projects has already
started in a smaller scale late 2021 and is expected to continue in a larger scale in 2022. A better
result than in 2021 is therefor expected. However, the expectations for 2022 are uncertain, due to
the well known uncertainties from 2021.

In South Africa, a similar activity is expected in the market for pipe coating due to start up of
previously postponed projects, while the road market is expected to be on a par with 2021. A similar
result, or slightly lower, is expected than in 2021. However, due to Corona and the time of realization
of the pipe coating projects, expectations are somewhat uncertain.

1 Accounting policies

The annual report of Phoenix International A/S for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions in the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities and elective
choice of certain provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

In accordance with section 110(1) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the Company has not
prepared consolidated financial statements.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those
of last year.

Reporting currency

The financial statements are presented in Danish kroner (DKK'000).

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange
rate at the transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the
transaction date and the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income
or financial expenses.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated
at the exchange rate at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the
balance sheet date and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the
most recent financial statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or
financial expenses.

Foreign group entities

Foreign subsidiaries and associates are considered separate entities. Items in such entities' income
statements are translated at an average exchange rate for the month, and balance sheet items are
translated at closing rates. Foreign exchange differences arising on translation of the opening equity
of foreign subsidiaries to closing rates and on translation of the income statements from average
exchange rates to closing rates are taken directly to equity.

Derivative financial instruments

On initial recognition, derivative financial instruments are recognised at cost in the balance sheet and
are subsequently measured at fair value. Positive and negative fair values of derivative financial
instruments are presented as separate items in the balance sheet.

Fair value adjustments of derivative financial instruments designated and qualifying as hedging of
future assets or liabilities are recognised as separate items in the balance sheet and in the hedging
reserve under equity. If the forecast transaction results in the recognition of assets or liabilities,
amounts previously recognised in equity are transferred to the cost of the asset or liability,
respectively. If the forecast transaction results in income or expenses, amounts previously recognised
in equity are transferred to the income statement in the period in which the hedged item affects the
income statement.

Income statement

Revenue

Income from the sale of goods for resale and finished goods is recognised in revenue when the most
significant rewards and risks have been transferred to the buyer and provided the income can be
measured reliably and payment is expected to be received. The date of the transfer of the most
significant rewards and risks is based on standardised terms of delivery based on Incoterms® 2020.

Income from the rendering of services, which comprises consultancy services, is recognised as
revenue as the services are rendered, implying that revenue corresponds to the market value of the
services rendered in the year (production method).

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration excluding VAT and taxes charged
on behalf of third parties. All discounts and rebates granted are recognised in revenue.

Gross profit

The items revenue, cost of sales, other operating income and external expenses have been
aggregated into one item in the income statement called gross profit in accordance with section 32 of
the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Other operating income

Other operating income comprise items of a secondary nature relative to the Company's core
activities, including gains on the sale of fixed assets.

Cost of sales

Cost of sales includes the cost of goods used in generating the year's revenue.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses include the year's expenses relating to the Company's core activities,
including expenses relating to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises, bad debts,
payments under operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pension to the Company's
employees, as well as other social security contributions, etc. The item is net of refunds from public
authorities.

Depreciation

The item comprises depreciation of property, plant and equipment.

The cost net of the expected residual value for completed development projects and acquired IP rights
is amortised over the expected useful life. Acquired IP rights include patents, rights and licences.

1 Accounting policies (continued)

The basis of amortisation, which is calculated as cost less any residual value, is amortised on a
straight line basis over the expected useful life. The expected useful lives of the assets are as follows:

Completed development projects 5 years
Acquired intangible assets 5 years

Depreciation is based on the residual value of the asset and is reduced by impairment losses, if any.
The depreciation period and the residual value are determined at the acquisition date and are
reassessed annually. Where the residual value exceeds the carrying amount of the asset, no further
depreciation charges are recognised.

In the case of changes in the depreciation period or the residual value, the effect on the depreciation
charges is recognised prospectively as a change in accounting estimates.

The basis of depreciation, which is calculated as cost less any residual value, is depreciated on a
straight line basis over the expected useful life. The expected useful lives of the assets are as follows:

Buildings 30 years
Plant and machinery 5-15 years
Fixtures and fittings, other plant and
equipment

3-5 years

Land is not depreciated.

Profit/loss from investments in 

A proportionate share of the underlying entities' profit/loss after tax is recognised in the income
statement according to the equity method. Shares of profit/loss after tax in subsidiaries and
associates are presented as separate line items in the income statement. Full elimination of intra-
group gains/losses is made for equity investments in subsidiaries. Only proportionate elimination of
intra-group gains/losses is made for equity investments in associates.

The item also includes gains and losses from sales of shares in subsidiaries and associates.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate to
the financial reporting period. The items comprise interest income and expenses, e.g. from group
entities and associates, declared dividends from other securities and investments, financial expenses
relating to finance leases, realised and unrealised capital gains and losses relating to other securities
and investments, exchange gains and losses and amortisation of financial assets and liabilities.

The item also includes dividend received from other securities and investments in so far as the
dividend does not exceed the accumulated earnings in the subsidiary or the associate in the period of
ownership.

Tax

The parent company is covered by the Danish rules on mandatory joint taxation of the Group's Danish
subsidiaries. Subsidiaries are included in the joint taxation arrangement from the date at which they
are included in the consolidated financial statements and up to the date when they are no longer
consolidated.

The parent company acts as management company for the joint taxation arrangement and
consequently settles all corporate income tax payments with the tax authorities.

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the Danish corporate income tax charge is allocated
between the jointly taxed entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses
receive joint taxation contributions from entities that have been able to use the tax losses to reduce
their own taxable income.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current income tax charge, joint taxation contributions and
deferred tax adjustments, including adjustments arising from changes in tax rates, is recognised in the
income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for the year and directly in
equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet

Property, plant and equipment

Items of property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. Cost includes the acquisition price and costs directly related to the acquisition
until the time at which the asset is ready for use.

As regards self-produced assets, the cost includes the cost of materials and labour, etc. directly
relating to the production.

Gains or losses are calculated as the difference between the selling price less selling costs and the
carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses from the disposal of property, plant and
equipment are recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating
expenses.

Leases

On initial recognition, leases for assets that transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incident to
the ownership to the Company (finance leases) are measured in the balance sheet at the lower of fair
value and the present value of the future lease payments. In calculating the net present value, the
interest rate implicit in the lease or the incremental borrowing rate is used as the discount factor.
Assets held under finance leases are subsequently accounted for in the same way as the Company's
other assets.

The capitalised residual lease liability is recognised in the balance sheet as a liability, and the interest
element of the lease payment is recognised in the income statement over the term of the lease.

Leases that do not transfer substantially all the risks and rewards incident to the ownership to the
Company are classified as operating leases. Payments relating to operating leases and any other rent
agreements are recognised in the income statement over the term of the lease. The Company's
aggregate liabilities relating to operating leases and other rent agreements are disclosed under
"Contingent liabilities".

Investments in subsidiaries and associates

Equity investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured according to the equity method.

On initial recognition, equity investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured at cost, i.e. plus
transaction costs. The cost is allocated in accordance with the acquisition method; see the accounting
policies regarding business combinations.

The cost is adjusted by shares of profit/loss after tax calculated in accordance with the Group's
accounting policies less or plus unrealised intra-group gains/losses.

Identified increases in value and goodwill, if any, compared to the underlying entity's net asset value
are amortised in accordance with the accounting policies for the assets and liabilities to which they
can be attributed. Negative goodwill is recognised in the income statement.

Dividend received is deduced from the carrying amount.

Equity investments in subsidiaries and associates measured at net asset value are subject to
impairment test requirements if there is any indication of impairment.

Other securities and investments 

Other securities and investments are measured at fair value. The fair value is made up at the market
value at the balance sheet date if the securities are listed and at a value made up using generally
recognised valuation principles if the securities are unlisted.

When conditions for measuring at fair value is not present the securities are measured at cost.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of intangible assets, property, plant and equipment and investments in
subsidiaries and associates is assessed for impairment on an annual basis. 

Impairment tests are conducted on assets or groups of assets when there is evidence of impairment.
The carrying amount of impaired assets is reduced to the higher of the net selling price and the value
in use (recoverable amount). 

The recoverable amount is the higher of the net selling price of an asset and its value in use. The
value in use is calculated as the present value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the
asset or the group of assets and the expected net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the
group of assets after the end of the useful life.

Previously recognised impairment losses are reversed when the reason for recognition no longer
exists. Impairment losses on goodwill are not reversed.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at cost in accordance with the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value
is lower than cost, inventories are written down to this lower value. The net realisable value of
inventories is calculated as the sales amount less costs of completion and expenses required to effect
the sale and is determined taking into account marketability, obsolescence and development in the
expected selling price.

The cost of raw materials and consumables comprises the cost of acquisition plus delivery costs.

Goods for resale are measured at cost, which comprises the cost of acquisition plus delivery costs as
well as other expenses directly attributable to the acquisition.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

The Company has chosen IAS 39 as interpretation for impairment of financial receivables.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of
receivables is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable has been impaired,
an impairment loss is recognised on an individual basis.

Receivables in respect of which there is no objective evidence of individual impairment are tested for
objective evidence of impairment on a portfolio basis. The portfolios are primarily based on the
debtors' domicile and credit ratings in line with the Company's risk management policy. The objective
evidence applied to portfolios is determined based on historical loss experience.

Impairment losses are calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of the receivables
and the present value of the expected cash flows, including the realisable value of any collateral
received. The effective interest rate for the individual receivable or portfolio is used as discount rate.

Equity

Reserve for net revaluation according to the equity method 

The net revaluation reserve according to the equity method includes net revaluations of investments in
subsidiaries and associates relative to cost. The reserve can be eliminated in case of losses, realisation
of investments or a change in accounting estimates. The reserve cannot be recognised at a negative
amount.

Proposed dividends

Dividend proposed for the year is recognised as a liability once adopted at the annual general meeting
(declaration date). Dividends expected to be distributed for the financial year are presented as a
separate item under "Equity".

Liabilities

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at the net proceeds received less
transaction costs paid. On subsequent recognition, financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost,
corresponding to the capitalised value, using the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the difference
between the proceeds and the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over the term of
the loan. Financial liabilities also include the capitalised residual lease liability in respect of finance
leases.

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.
