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Management's review

Business review

The company's principal activities consists in investment and financing,.

Financial review

The company's income statement for the year ended 31 July 2022 shows a loss of TDKK 1.556.107, and the balance
sheet at 31 July 2022 shows equity of TDKK 12.281.

The income statement for the year is negatively affected by a drop in market value of listed associates.

The above has led to impairment of investments in associates by TDKK 1.487.269.

Because of impairment, the result is not in line with expectations.

The company has received a letter of financial support from the ultimate parent company, HEARTLAND A/S, which

ensures going concern,

Outlook
For the coming year, an improvement in earnings is expected compared to the current year.
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Accounting policies

The annual report of Aktieselskabet af 5.5.2010 for 2021/22 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of the

Danish Financial Statements Act applying to medium-sized enterprises of reporting class C.
The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.
The annual report for 2021/22 is presented in TDKK

Pursuant to sections §112, of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company has not prepared consolidated

financial statements.

Basis of recognition and measurement
Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets and liabilities.

All costs, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow to the company

and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow from the

company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and liabilities are

measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method. Amortised
cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the accumulated amortisation of the difference

between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur before the annual

report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet date.

Income statement
Gross profit
In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company summarizes certain items in the

income statement. Gross profit includes other external costs.

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue, changes in inventories of finished goods and work in progress and other

operating income less costs of raw materials and consumables and other external expenses.

Other external costs
Other external costs comprise costs for administration.

Financial income and costs
Financial income and costs comprises interest income and costs, realized and unrealized gains and losses on securities,
payables and transactions denominated in foreign currencies, dividends received on other investments, amortisation of

financial assets and liabilities as well as surcharges and refunds under the on-account tax scheme.
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Accounting policies

Income from investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests
The proportionate share of the profit/loss for the year of subsidiaries is recognised in the company's income statement
after full elimination of intra-group profits/losses and amortisation of goodwill. In situations of sales of subsidiaries

gains/losses are recognised in the income statement.

The proportionate share of the profitfloss for the year of associates is recognised in the company's income statement
after elimination of the proportionate share of intra-group profits/gains and amortisation of goodwill. In situations of

sales of associates gains/losses are recognised in the income statement.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
The company is subject to the Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation of the Group's Danish subsidiaries.
Subsidiaries participate in the joint taxation arrangement from the time when they are included in the consolidated

financial statements and until the time when they withdraw from the consolidation.

On payment of joint taxation contributions, the current Danish income tax is allocated between the jointly taxed
entities in proportion to their taxable income. Entities with tax losses receive joint taxation contributions from entities

that have been able to use tax losses to reduce their own taxable profits.

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred tax charge, is
recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the profit/loss for the year and directly in

equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in equity.

Balance sheet

Investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests

Investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured at the proportionate share of the net asset value of the entities,
calculated on the basis of the group's accounting policies, plus or less unrealised intra-group gains or losses and plus

any remaining value goodwill stated according to the purchase method.

Investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests with a negative net asset value are measured at DKK
0, and the carrying amount of any receivables from these entities is reduced to the extent that they are considered
irrecoverable. If the parent company has a legal or constructive obligation to cover a deficit that exceeds the receivable,

the balance is recognised under provisions.

Goodwill is amortised over the expected economic life of the asset, measured by reference to Management's experience
in the individual business segments. Goodwill is amortised on a straight-line basis over the amortisation period, which
is between 5 and 20 years. The amortisation period is fixed on the basis of the expected repayment horizon and is

longest for strategically acquired entities with strong market positions and long-term earnings profiles.

Net revaluations of investments in subsidiaries and associates are taken to the net revaluation reserve according to the

equity method in so far as that the carrying amount exceeds the cost.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.
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Accounting policies

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivables is impaired. If
there is objective evidence that an individual receivable is impaired, an impairment loss for that individual asset is

recognised.

Cash and cash in hand

Cash at bank and in hand comprise cash in bank.

Income tax and deferred tax
Current tax liabilities and current tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated tax on the taxable
income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income for previous years and tax paid on account,

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method in respect of temporary differences between the carrying
amount of assets and liabilities and their tax base, calculated on the basis of the planned use of the asset and settlement

of the liability, respectively. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable value,

Liabilities
Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are measured at amortised cost,

which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation

On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the transaction date.
Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction date and at the date of payment are
recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial costs. If foreign currency transactions are

considered cash flow hedges, the value adjustments are taken directly to equity.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange
rates at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the date at
which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the latest financial statements is recognised in the income

statement as financial income or financial costs.
Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rate at the transaction date.

Foreign subsidiaries, associates and participating interests are considered separate entities. The income statements are
translated at the average exchange rates for the month, and the balance sheet itemns are translated at the exchange rates
at the balance sheet date. Foreign exchange differences arising on translation of such entities opening equity at closing
rate and on translation of the income statements from the exchange rates at the transaction date to closing rate are

taken directly to the fair value reserve under 'Equity’ in the consolidated financial statements.
