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Management's review

Main activity
Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD) K/Sis a fund-of funds with a geographical focus oninvestmentsin North
America.lnvestments are mainly madein small and mid market buy-out funds.

Developmentin thefinancial year
The financial yearresultedin a gain of USD 7.0 million. Gains oninvestmentsin portfolio fundsetc.amount-
ed to USD 8.0 million.Managementfeesand administrative costs amounted to USD 0.9 million.

As theresultislowerthan prioryear,it did not meet our expectations.

In the financial year, USD 27.6 million was paid-up by the Limited Partners. An aggregated amount of USD
23.8 million was contributed toportfolio funds and the co-investments during thefinancial year, bringing
total contributed capital to portfolio fundsand co-investmentsto USD 68.6 million.

Anaggregatedamount of USD 15.8 million was distributed to Danske PEP Danica (USD) during thefinancial
year, bringing total distributed capital to USD 17.7 million.

In the financialyear,USD 15.7 million was distributed to the Limited Partners.

Specialrisks

Financialrisks

The objective of Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD]Jis to supply risk capital toportfoliofunds, and also their
investmentsin competitive companiesin the North American small and mid market. The highest factor of
riskis therefore the changesin the value of the companies in which Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD]’s port -
foliofundsinvestin,which to a significant extent depend on the valuations of comparable listed companies
onthe quoted market. The valuation of the investments in portfolio funds and co-investmentsis an account-
ing estimate and couldbe connected with some uncertainty.

Interestrate risk
Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD)is less sensitive to thechangesininterestrate levels.

Foreign exchange currency risks

Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD)'s investmentsin portfoliofunds and co-investments have been made in
USD. As the capitalin Danske PEP 2018 Danica [(USD)isin USD, the currency riskis considered insignifi-
cant.

Investmentactivity

In the period frominception toSeptember 31,2022 Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD) hasinvestedin seven
portfolio funds and have twoco-investments. The portfolio funds and co-investments have performed better
than expectations.

Cashresources

Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD) cash resources as of September 31,2022, include undrawn credit facili-
ties and outstanding commitments from the Limited Partners,and are estimated as satisfactory to cover
Danske PEP 2018 Danica (USD) liabilities includinginvestment obligations, management feesetc.

Expectationsfor2022/23

The fund is fully allocated and the portfolio have been carefully constructed to provide an attractive
risk/reward profile using a conservative approach whenit comestoleverage and the perceivedresilience of
sectorsinadownturn. The composition of the portfoliois well suited for the market environmentand should
continue to contribute positive to nextyear’s results.

The development in the valuation of the portfolio fund‘sinvestments and the co-investmentswill still be in-
fluenced mainly by the individual companyresults/cash generating ability as well as the valuations of com-
parable,listed companies. The above-mentioned development along with the general economic development
will affect the result for 2022/23.

The resultis expectedto be betterthanthe currentyear.

Investmentsin portfolio funds etc. are measuredin accordance with the IPEV Valuation Guidelinesor simi-
lar guidelines depending on the country of origin of the portfolio fundsetc.accordingto which investments
are measured at the fair value. Revaluations are included in the profit and lossaccount.

Investmentsin unlisted private equity fundsetc.are valued on the basis of the latest reporting received from
the respective sub-funds. The reports from the funds containa valuation of the private equity fund,including
a valuation of eachindividual portfolio company. The value of a private equity fund consists of thesum of the
values of the portfolio companies in which thefund has investedin,and the value of other net assets.

Other debtors
Otherdebtors are measured at amortised cost after deduction of write-downsfor anticipated losses.

Prepayments and accruedincomeincluded in assets primarily comprise prepaid expenses.

Other liabilities

Investmentsin portfalio funds etc.

Throughinvestmentsin portfoliofunds and co-investments the Company has ownership of mainly unquot-
edinvestments. The Company has no controlling or significantinfluence on the portfoliofunds in which the
Company hasinvested.

The portfolio fundsin which the Companyhas invested all use commmon accepted guidelinesfor measuring
the fair value. The measuring of the fair value of the investments in underlying portfolio companies are
made by the managers of the portfolio funds.

The value of a private equity fundis measured as the fair value of each investment in portfolio companies
owned by the fund with the addition of other net assets in the fund. The valuation of a portfolio companyin a
private equity fundis based on the industry, market position and earnings capacity,and the (i) the peer
group multiple,ie.the market value of comparable listed companies, (ii) transaction multiplein recent
M&A transactionsinvolving comparable companies, (iii) value indications from potential buyers of the port-
folio company, (iv) market value if the portfolio companyis publicly traded, and or (v) future expected pro-
ceeds,if thereis a concluded agreement on the sale of the portfolio company.

Usually the Companyhas no orvery little information about specific methods and assumptions usedby the
managers of the portfolio funds when measuringthe fair value of the underlying portfoliocompanies. At the
assessment of the fairvalue of the underlying portfolio companies reported by the managers,information
about the market conditions,companyspecificinformation as well as informationreceived throughdialog
with the managers of the portfaolio fundsare used.
