Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Scale & Friends K/S for the financial year 01.01.2022 -

31.12.2022, which comprise the income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and notes,
including a summary of significant accounting policies. The financial statements are prepared in accordance with
the Danish Financial Statements Act.

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Entity’s financial position at 31.12.2022
and of the results of its operations for the financial year 01.01.2022 - 31.12.2022 in accordance with the Danish
Financial Statements Act.

To certain limited partnerships shares are attached special rights (carried interest rights) regarding the
distribution of distributions from the Fund to the limited partners when the total realized return in the Fund
exceeds an agreed minimum return between the investors. The calculation is made after the so-called “European
Waterfall” method, which is agreed in the Limited Partnership Agreement.

1 Financial assets
Other investments recognized under financial assets include unlisted capital shares, in Alternative Investment
Funds (AIFs), which are measured at fair value via the income statement.

When measuring unlisted capital shares in companies at fair value, recognized valuation methods are used as a
starting point.

When measuring at fair value investments in Alternative Investment Funds (AIFs), the valuation is based on the
fair value of the assets and liabilities included in the individual fund, which appears in the individual funds'
audited annual reports. The fair values in these funds are calculated based on recognized valuation methods,
including the IPEV valuation guidelines, which essentially correspond to the recognition and measurement
provisions in IFRS 13. The calculated fair value thus corresponds to the owner's share of the calculated capital
account

As a result of the investment taking place via other alternative investment funds, it is not possible to provide
further information about the multiples used, return requirements etc. in the valuation

Since the valuation in the funds is dependent on assumptions about e.g. future earnings in underlying
companies

owned by the funds and the development in market multiples, the valuation is associated with a natural
uncertainty.

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Accounting policies

Reporting class
This annual report has been presented in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements
Act governing reporting class B enterprises with addition of a few provisions for reporting class C.

The accounting policies applied to these financial statements are consistent with those applied last year.

Recognition and measurement
Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable as a result of a prior event that future economic
benefits will flow to the Entity, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the Entity has a legal or constructive obligation as a
result of a prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the Entity, and the
value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to initial
recognition is effected as described below for each financial statement item.

Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the time of presentation of the annual report and that confirm
or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the balance sheet date are considered at recognition and
measurement.

Income is recognised in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the amounts
attributable to this financial year.

The fair values in these funds are calculated based on recognized valuation methods,
including the IPEV valuation guidelines, which essentially correspond to the recognition and measurement
provisions in IFRS 13. The calculated fair value thus corresponds to the owner's share of the calculated capital
account.
