Opinion

Accounting policies

The annual report of Dansk Skorstens Teknik A/S for 2020/21 has been prepared in accordance with
the provisions in the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities and elective
choice of certain provisions applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies used in the preparation of the financial statements are consistent with those of
last year.

Reporting currency

The financial statements are presented in Danish kroner (DKK).

Income statement

Revenue

Income from the rendering of services is recognised as revenue as the services are rendered.
Accordingly, revenue corresponds to the market value of the services rendered during the year
(percentage-of-completion method).

Contract work in progress is recognised as revenue by reference to the stage of completion.
Accordingly, revenue corresponds to the selling price of work performed during the year (the
percentage of completion method). When income from a construction contract cannot be estimated
reliably, revenue is recognised only corresponding to the costs incurred to the extent that it is probable
that they will be recovered.

The stage of completion is determined by reference to the proportion of costs incurred to the latest cost
estimate.

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the agreed consideration excluding VAT and taxes charged on
behalf of third parties. All discounts and rebates granted are recognised in revenue.

Gross profit

The items revenue, change in work in progress, cost of sales, other operating income and external
expenses have been aggregated into one item in the income statement called gross margin in
accordance with section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Other operating income

Other operating income comprise items of a secondary nature relative to the Company's core activities,
including gains on the sale of fixed assets.

Cost of sales

Cost of sales includes the cost of goods used in generating the year's revenue.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses include the year's expenses relating to the Company's core activities, including
expenses relating to distribution, sale, advertising, administration, premises, bad debts, payments
under operating leases, etc.

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pension to the Company's
employees, as well as other social security contributions, etc. The item is net of refunds from public
authorities.

Accounting policies (continued)
Depreciation
The item comprises depreciation of property, plant and equipment.

The basis of depreciation, which is calculated as cost less any residual value, is depreciated on a straight
line basis over the expected useful life. The expected useful lives of the assets are as follows:

Fixtures and fittings, other plant and equipment 3-5 years

Financial income

Financial income and financial expenses are recognised in the income statements at the amounts that
concern the financial year. Net financials include interest income as well as allowances and surcharges
under the advance-payment-of-tax scheme, etc.

Tax

Tax for the year includes current tax on the year's expected taxable income and the year's deferred tax
adjustments. The portion of the tax for the year that relates to the profit/loss for the year is recognised
in the income statement, whereas the portion that relates to transactions taken to equity is recognised
in equity.

The entity is jointly taxed with the parent company. The total Danish income tax charge is allocated
between profit/loss-making Danish entities in proportion to their taxable income (full absorption).

Jointly taxed entities entitled to a tax refund are reimbursed by the management company based on the
rates applicable to interest allowances, and jointly taxed entities which have paid too little tax pay a
surcharge according to the rates applicable to interest surcharges to the management company.

Balance sheet

Property, plant and equipment

Items of property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and
impairment losses. Cost includes the acquisition price and costs directly related to the acquisition until
the time at which the asset is ready for use.

Gains or losses are calculated as the difference between the selling price less selling costs and the
carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses from the disposal of property, plant and
equipment are recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating

expenses.

Inventories

Inventories are measured at cost in accordance with the FIFO method. Where the net realisable value is
lower than cost, inventories are written down to this lower value. The net realisable value of inventories
is calculated as the sales amount less costs of completion and expenses required to effect the sale and is
determined taking into account marketability, obsolescence and development in the expected selling
price.

The cost of finished goods and work in progress includes the cost of raw materials, consumables, direct
labour and indirect production overheads.

Indirect production overheads include the indirect cost of material and labour as well as maintenance
and depreciation of production machinery, buildings and equipment and expenses relating to plant
administration and management. Borrowing costs are not recognised in the sales price.

Accounting policies (continued)

Receivables
Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

An impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of
receivables is impaired. If there is objective evidence that an individual receivable has been impaired, an
impairment loss is recognised on an individual basis.

Receivables in respect of which there is no objective evidence of individual impairment are tested for
objective evidence of impairment on a portfolio basis. The portfolios are primarily based on the debtors'
domicile and credit ratings in line with the Company's risk management policy. The objective evidence
applied to portfolios is determined based on historical loss experience.

Impairment losses are calculated as the difference between the carrying amount of the receivables and
the present value of the expected cash flows, including the realisable value of any collateral received.
The effective interest rate for the individual receivable or portfolio is used as discount rate.

Work in progress for third parties

Service supplies and contract work in progress for third parties are measured at the market value of the
work performed less progress billings. The market value is calculated based on the stage of completion
at the balance sheet date and the total expected income from the relevant contract. The stage of
completion is calculated based on the expenses incurred relative to the expected total expenses relating
to the relevant contract.

Where the outcome of contract work in progress cannot be estimated reliably, the market value is
measured at the expenses incurred in so far as they are expected to be paid by the purchaser.

Where the total expenses relating to the work in progress are expected to exceed the total market
value, the expected loss is recognised as a loss-making agreement under "Provisions" and is expensed in
the income statement.

The value of work in progress less progress billings is classified as assets when the selling price exceeds
progress billings and as liabilities when progress billings exceed the market value.

Prepayments

Prepayments recognised under "Assets" comprise prepaid expenses regarding subsequent financial
reporting years.

Cash

Cash comprise cash and short term securities which are readily convertible into cash and subject only to
minor risks of changes in value.

Equity

Proposed dividends

Dividend proposed for the year is recognised as a liability once adopted at the annual general meeting
(declaration date). Dividends expected to be distributed for the financial year are presented as a
separate item under "Equity".

Income taxes

Current tax payables and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated income tax
charge for the year, adjusted for prior-year taxes and tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method on all temporary differences between the
carrying amount and the tax base of assets and liabilities. Where alternative tax rules can be applied to
determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured based on Management's intended use of the asset or
settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable at the balance sheet
date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Deferred tax assets are recognised
at the expected value of their utilisation; either as a set-off against tax on future income or as a set-off
against deferred tax liabilities in the same legal tax entity. Changes in deferred tax due to changes in the
tax rate are recognised in the income statement.

Other payables

Other payables are measured at net realisable value.
