4 Uncertainty in the recognition and measurement
The valuations are prepared by the relevant team and are reviewed on a quarterly basis as well as
per year end by the team who report and make recommendations to the general partner. The
recommendations are reported on a quarterly basis, in line with the quarterly valuations that are
provided to investors. The team considers the appropriateness of the valuation model itself, the sig-
nificant and key inputs as well as the valuation results using various valuation methods and tech-
niques generally recognized as standard within the industry. The fair value estimates are measured
according to the guidelines of the “International Private Equity and Venture Capital” (IPEV) “Valua-
tion Guidelines” which is why investments are recognized at fair value at the balance sheet date.

In determining the valuation the IDCV team uses if possible the latest transaction. To support this
valuation a rigorous approach relies on comparable trading multiples. To arrive at a reliable valua-
tion, the investment team carefully selects public or private companies that are similar to the target
company in terms of industry, size, development stage, revenue generation, and strategy. Once a
peer group has been established, the team calculates the mean multiple of these comparable com-
panies, which is then multiplied by the relevant multiple for each individual company. This multiple
is calculated by dividing the enterprise value (EV) of each comparable company by its sales. By using
this method, the IDCV team can arrive at a valuation grounded in industry benchmarks and suppor-
ted by a thorough analysis of peer group multiples recommended to the General Partner for Part-
nership’s investments.

In determining the continued appropriateness of the chosen valuation techniques, the General Part-
ner may perform back testing to consider the various models’ actual results and how they have hi-
storically aligned with the market transactions.

The valuation of Curve is anchored on a recent equity priced round (Q3’23). The lead investor in this
round was an external entity, newly affiliated with Curve, which brought an impartial perspective to
the valuation process. This external validation is crucial, as it offers an objective assessment of Cur-
ve's market value, enhancing the credibility of our valuation of $767,011,677 for Curve, with a per-
share price of $8.3 (fx=1.22 GBP/USD). We do not find significant uncertainty in the valuation of
Curve.
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Accounting policies

The annual report of IDCV CPH CU K/S for 2023 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of
the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B, as well as provisions applying to
reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

The annual report for 2023 is presented in TUSD.

Basis of recognition and measurement
Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial assets
and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses, are also recog-
nised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
to the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will
flow from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, assets and
liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest met-
hod. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the accumula-
ted amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur befo-
re the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the balance sheet
date.

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclose its re-
venue. 

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of costs other external expenses.

Other external expenses include expenses related to administration as well as expenses relating to the
company's ordinary activities.

Management fee comprises of management fee for the period calculated according to the Limited Part-
nership Agreement.

Fair value adjustments of other investment assets
The value adjustment of investments in portfolio companies comprises value adjustments realized from
sale and value adjustments unrealized from any revaluation or impairment of investments in portfolio
companies at fair value.

Tax on profit/loss for the year
The company is not independently liable to tax and consequently tax has not been recognized.

Balance sheet
Other securities and investments, fixed assets
Investments in portfolio companies are measured according to the guidelines of the “International Pri-
vate Equity and Venture Capital” (IPEV) “Valuation Guidelines” which is why investments are recognised
at fair value at the balance sheet date in accordance with the Danish Financial Statement Act §37 and
§41.

Fair value estimation
Fair value is the price that would be received to sell an asset in an orderly transaction between market
participants at the measurement date. Given the unquoted nature of the company's investments, the
calculation of fair value assumes that the investment is realized or sold at the measurement date re-
gardless of the company's intention to sell.

Valuations will factor in, among other items, the portfolio company's financial position and operating
results, recent rounds of financing, exit or bid at portfolio company, subsequent events, exit strategy,
shareholder rights and liquidation preferences, current developments including investment specific as
well as industry/region related and commodity related events (if applicable).

The fair value estimates presented herein are not necessarily indicative of an amount the company
could realize in a current transaction. Future confirming events will also affect the estimates of fair valu-
e. The effect of such events on the estimates of fair value, including the ultimate liquidation of invest-
ments, could be material to the financial statements.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.
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Accounting policies

Liabilities
Other liabilities, which include trade payables and other payables, are measured at amortised cost,
which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

Foreign currency translation
On initial recognition, foreign currency transactions are translated applying the exchange rate at the
transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction
date and at the date of payment are recognized in the income statement as financial income or financi-
al expenses. If foreign currency instruments are considered cash flow hedges, any unrealized value adju-
stments are taken directly to a fair value reserve under 'Equity.'
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
