Opinion

1. Accounting policies
The annual report of GlobalSantaFe Denmark Holdings ApS for 2022 has been prepared in accordance with
the provisions in the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities and elective
choice of certain provisions applying to reporting class C entities.
Reporting currency

The financial statements are presented in Danish kroner (DKK'000).

Foreign currency translations

On initial recognition, transactions denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rate at
the transaction date. Foreign exchange differences arising between the exchange rates at the transaction date
and the date of payment are recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Receivables and payables and other monetary items denominated in foreign currencies are translated at the
exchange rate at the balance sheet date. The difference between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date
and the date at which the receivable or payable arose or was recognised in the most recent financial
statements is recognised in the income statement as financial income or financial expenses.

Gross loss

The items revenue and external expenses have been aggregated into one item in the income statement called
gross loss in accordance with section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Other external expenses

Other external expenses include the year's expenses relating to the Company's core activities, including
expenses relating to administration of the company.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statements at the amounts that concern the
financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses as well as allowances and surcharges
under the advance-payment-of-tax scheme, etc.

Tax

Tax for the year, which comprises the current income tax charge, deferred tax adjustments, including
adjustments arising from changes in tax rates, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion
that relates to the profit/loss for the year.

Investment in subsidiaries

Investments in subsidiaries and associates are measured at cost. Dividends received that exceed the
accumulated earnings in the subsidiary or the associate during the period of ownership are treated as a
reduction in the cost of acquisition.

Accounting policies (continued)
Impairment of fixed assets

Investments in subsidiaries and associates are reviewed for impairment on an annual basis. Where there is
evidence of impairment, each individual asset or group of assets generating independent cash flows is tested
for impairment. The carrying amount of impaired assets is reduced to the higher of the value in use and the
net selling price (recoverable amount). Where an impairment loss is recognised on a group of assets, a loss
is first allocated to goodwill and then to the other assets on a pro rata basis.

Impairment tests are conducted on assets or groups of assets when there is evidence of impairment. The
carrying amount of impaired assets is reduced to the higher of the net selling price and the value in use
(recoverable amount).

The recoverable amount is the higher of the net selling price of an asset and its value in use. The value in
use is calculated as the present value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group
of assets and the expected net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the end
of the useful life.

Previously recognised impairment losses are reversed when the reason for recognition no longer exists.
Impairment losses on goodwill are not reversed.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to the nominal value. An
impairment loss is recognised if there is objective evidence that a receivable or a group of receivables is
impaired, in which case the carrying amount is reduced to the net realisable value.

The Company has chosen IAS 39 as interpretation for impairment of financial receivables.

The receivable relates to participation in the Group's cash pool arrangement, which is administered by
GlobalSantaFe Services (BVI) Inc.

Income taxes

Current tax payables and receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as the estimated income tax charge
for the year, adjusted for prior-year taxes and tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured according to the liability method on all temporary differences between the carrying
amount and the tax base of assets and liabilities. However, deferred tax is not recognised on temporary
differences relating to goodwill which is not deductible for tax purposes and on office premises and other
items where temporary differences, apart from business combinations, arise at the date of acquisition
without affecting either profit/loss for the year or taxable income. Where alternative tax rules can be applied
to determine the tax base, deferred tax is measured based on Management's intended use of the asset or
settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax is measured according to the taxation rules and taxation rates in the respective countries
applicable at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. Deferred
tax assets are recognised at the value at which they are expected to be utilised, either through elimination
against tax on future earnings or through a set-off against deferred tax liabilities within the same jurisdiction.

Financial liabilities are recognised at the date of borrowing at the net proceeds received less transaction
costs paid. On subsequent recognition, financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost, corresponding to
the capitalised value, using the effective interest rate. Accordingly, the difference between the proceeds and
the nominal value is recognised in the income statement over the term of the loan.

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.
