Accounting Policies

Reporting Class
The annual report of Andrew Makin Holdings ApS for 2023 has been presented in accordance with the provisions
of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B.

The accounting policies applied remain unchanged from last year.

Reporting currency
The annual report is presented in DKK.

General information

Income statement

External expenses
External expenses comprise expenses incurred during the year for cost of administration.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and financial expenses include interest, financial expenses in connection with realised and
unrealised exchange rate gains and losses of loans, securities and transactions in foreign currencies, write-off of
financial assets and financial commitments, and on account transactions, etc. Financial income and expenses are
recognised in the income statement with the amounts concerning the financial year.

Dividends from other investments are recognised as income in the financial year in which the dividends are
declared.

Tax for the year
The tax for the year consists of the current tax and the deferred tax for the year. The tax relating to the results is
recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax directly relating to equity entries is taken directly to equity.

Balance sheet

Investments in group enterprises
Investment in group companies are measured at cost price. Under circumstances where the cost price exceeds the
net realisable value, then the value of the investments is written down to the lower value.

Other investments
Other invesmments include shares and other securities. Other investments are recognised at market value on the
balance sheet date.

Receivables
Receivables are measured at cost price. The value will be reduced by the provision for bad debts.

Current tax and deferred tax
Current tax liabilities and tax receivables are recognised in the balance sheet as calculated tax of taxable income

for the financial year adjusted for paid tax on account.

Deferred tax is measured on all temporary differences arising between the tax values of assets and liabilities and
their carrying amounts in the financial statements.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at which the asset
is expected to be realised, either by elimination against tax on future earnings or by setoff against deferred tax

liabilities within the same legal tax entity and jurisdiction.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that under the legislation in force on the
balance sheet date would be applicable when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. A change in
the deferred tax, which is a result of changes to tax rates, is recognised in the income statement with the exception
of items that are taken directly to equity.

Other liabilities
Other liabilities are measured at amortised cost corresponding substantially to nominal value.

Transactions in foreign currencies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at exchange rates approximating those in effect at the date of
each transaction. Exchange rate differences arising between the transaction date rates and the rates at the date of
payment are recognised under financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign exchange not settled at the balance sheet date are
translated at the average of the buy and sell exchange rates available at the close of business on the balance sheet
date. Differences between the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the transaction date rates are
recognised under financial income and expenses in the income statement.
