Opinion
We have audited the financial statements of StetteCompagniet ApS for the financial year 1 January - 31

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Management’s review

Description of key activities of the company
The Company's principal activity is to provide social consultancy services and support in a broad sense.
The Company provides solutions to complex social issues to local authorities, institutions, etc.

Development in activities and financial matters

The gross profit for the year totals DKK 10.776.450 against DKK 10.810.470 last year. Loss after tax
totals DKK -1.384.394 against profit after tax totals DKK 118.434 last year. The loss after tax are
affected by increase in salary costs.

Equity in the company's balance sheet at 31 December 2022 stood at DKK -349.719 as against DKK
1.034.675 at 31 December 2021.

Financial resources

The company has as a result of losses, lost the share capital. Management expects to re-establish the
share capital by means of earnings in the coming years or capital contributions. The Parent company,
Humana Group Holding AB, issued a letter of support committing to financially support the company to
the extent necessary so that, at any time, the company can meet its obligations as they fall due. It is thus
Management's opinion that the Company's financial resources are adequately secured for the Company to
continue as a going concern for the coming financial year. Reference is made to the financial statements,
Note 1.
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Accounting policies

The annual report for StetteCompagniet ApS has been presented in accordance with the Danish Financial
Statements Act regulations concerning reporting class B enterprises. Furthermore, the company has
decided to comply with certain rules applying to reporting class C enterprises.

The accounting policies are unchanged from last year, and the annual report is presented in DKK.

Income statement

Gross profit

Gross profit comprises the revenue, direct costs, other operating income, and external costs.

Revenue is recognised in the income statement if delivery and passing of risk to the buyer have taken
place before the end of the year and if the income can be determined reliably and inflow is anticipated.
Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration promised exclusive of VAT and taxes and less
any discounts relating directly to sales.

Direct costs comprises costs incurred to generate the revenue for the year.

Other operating income comprises items of a secondary nature as regards the principal activities of the
enterprise, including profit from the disposal of tangible assets.

Other external expenses comprise expenses incurred for distribution, sales, advertising, administration,
premises, and loss on receivables.

Staff costs

Staff costs include salaries and wages, including holiday allowances, pensions, and other social security
costs, etc., for staff members.

Depreciation, and write-down for impairment

Depreciation, and write-down for impairment comprise depreciation on, and write-down for impairment
of tangible assets.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement with the amounts concerning the
financial year. Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expenses as well as
surcharges and reimbursements under the advance tax scheme, etc.

Tax on net profit or loss for the year

Tax for the year comprises the current income tax for the year and changes in deferred tax and is
recognised in the income statement with the share attributable to the net profit or loss for the year and
directly in equity with the share attributable to entries directly in equity.
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Accounting policies

The company is subject to Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation of Danish group enterprises.

The current Danish income tax is allocated among the jointly taxed companies proportional to their
respective taxable income (full allocation with reimbursement of tax losses).

Statement of financial position

Property, plant, and equipment

Other property, plant, and equipment are measured at cost less accrued depreciation and write-down for
impairment.

The depreciable amount is cost less any expected residual value after the end of the useful life of the
asset. The amortisation period and the residual value are determined at the acquisition date and
reassessed annually. If the residual value exceeds the carrying amount, the depreciation is discontinued.

If the amortisation period or the residual value is changed, the effect on amortisation will, in future, be
recognised as a change in the accounting estimates.

The cost comprises acquisition cost and costs directly associated with the acquisition until the time when
the asset is ready for use.

The cost of a total asset is divided into separate components. These components are depreciated
separately, the useful lives of each individual components differing, and the individual component
representing a material part of the total cost.

Depreciation is done on a straight-line basis according to an assessment of the expected useful life:

Useful life
Other fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 3-5 years

Minor assets with an expected useful life of less than 1 year are recognised as costs in the income
statement in the year of acquisition.

Profit or loss derived from the disposal of property, land, and equipment is measured as the difference
between the sales price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Profit or loss is
recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating expenses.

Investments
Deposits

Deposits are measured at amortised cost and represent lease deposits, etc.
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Accounting policies

Impairment loss relating to non-current assets

The carrying amount of tangible fixed assets are subject to annual impairment tests in order to disclose
any indications of impairment beyond those expressed by amortisation and depreciation respectively.

If indications of impairment are disclosed, impairment tests are carried out for each individual asset or
group of assets, respectively. write-down for impairment is done to the recoverable amount if this value
is lower than the carrying amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher value of value in use and selling price less expected selling cost.
The value in use is calculated as the present value of the expected net cash flows from the use of the
asset or the asset group and expected net cash flows from the sale of the asset or the asset group after the
end of their useful life.

Previously recognised impairment losses are reversed when conditions for impairment no longer exist.
Impairment relating to goodwill is not reversed.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value.

Accounts receivable for which there is no objective indication of impairment at the individual level are
evaluated at portfolio level for objective indication of impairment. The portfolios are primarily based on
the debtors' domicile and credit rating in accordance with the company's and the group's credit risk
management policy. Determination of the objective indicators applied for portfolios are based on
experience with historical losses.

Prepayments

Prepayments recognised under assets comprise incurred costs concerning the following financial year.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash at bank and on hand.

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position as
calculated tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax of previous years' taxable income and
for tax paid on account.

The company is jointly taxed with consolidated Danish companies. The current corporate income tax is
distributed between the jointly taxed companies in proportion to their taxable income and with full
distribution with reimbursement as to tax losses. The jointly taxed companies are comprised by the
Danish tax prepayment scheme.

Joint taxation contributions payable and receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position
as “Tax receivables from group enterprises" or "Income tax payable to group enterprises"
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Accounting policies

According to the rules of joint taxation, StetteCompagniet ApS is unlimitedly, jointly, and severally
liable to pay the Danish tax authorities the total income tax, including withholding tax on interest,
royalties, and dividends, arising from the jointly taxed group of companies.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of temporary differences in assets and liabilities with a focus on
the statement of financial position. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable value.

Adjustments take place in relation to deferred tax concerning elimination of unrealised intercompany
gains and losses.

Deferred tax is measured based on the tax rules and tax rates applying under the legislation prevailing in
the respective countries on the reporting date when the deferred tax is expected to be released as current
tax. Changes in deferred tax due to changed tax rates are recognised in the income statement, except for
items included directly in the equity.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax losses allowed for carryforward, are recognised at the
value at which they are expected to be realisable, either by settlement against tax of future earnings or by
set-off in deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax unit. Any deferred net tax assets are measured
at net realisable value.

Liabilities other than provisions

Other liabilities concerning payables to suppliers, and other payables are measured at amortised cost
which usually corresponds to the nominal value.
