Key activities

The main activity of the Company is investment and development of property.

Development in activities and financial matters

The income statement of the Company for 2021/2022 shows a loss of DKK 1,003,162, and at 31 March

2022 the balance sheet of the Company shows equity of DKK 122,171,430. 
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Accounting policies

The annual report for RLG AT 19 ApS has been presented in accordance with the Danish Financial

Statements Act regulations concerning reporting class B enterprises. Furthermore, the company has

decided to comply with certain rules applying to reporting class C enterprises.

The accounting policies are unchanged from last year, and the annual report is presented in DKK.

Recognition and measurement 

Revenue is recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial

assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all expenses

incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement, including

depreciation, amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to changed

accounting estimates of amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement. 

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits

attributable to the asset will flow to the company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably. 

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will

flow out of the company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably. 

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as

described for each item below. 

Income statement

Revenue

Rental income is recognised on a straight line-basis over the term of the lease.

Revenue is measured at the consideration received and is recognised exclusive of VAT and net of

discounts relating to sales. 

Gross profit

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, gross profit/loss is calculated as a

summary of revenue, other operating income and other external expenses. 

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses comprise amortisation, depreciation and impairment

of investment property. 

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts relating to the

financial year. 
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Accounting policies

Tax on profit or loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax for the year. The tax

attributable to the profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax

attributable to equity transactions is recognised directly in equity. 

The company is subject to Danish rules on compulsory joint taxation of Danish group enterprises.

Statement of financial position

Property

Property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and less any

accumulated impairment losses. 

Cost comprises the cost of acquisition and expenses directly related to the acquisition up until the time

when the asset is ready for use. 

Depreciation based on cost reduced by any residual value is calculated on a straight-line basis over the

expected useful lives on the assets, which are: 

Useful life

Buildings 30- 60 years

Depreciation period and residual value are reassessed annually.

Minor assets with an expected useful life of less than 1 year are recognised as costs in the income

statement in the year of acquisition. 

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of property are reviewed on an annual bases to determine whether there is any

indication of impairment other than the expected by amortisation and depreciation. 

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to nominal value. To counter

expected losses, writedown is performed to net realisable value. 

Prepayments 

Prepayments comprise prepaid expenses concerning rent, insurance premiums, subscriptions and

interest. 

Cash on hand 

Cash on hand and demand deposits comprise cash at bank .
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Accounting policies

Income tax and deferred tax

Current tax liabilities and current tax receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position as

calculated tax on the taxable income for the year, adjusted for tax of previous years' taxable income

and for tax paid on account.

The company is jointly taxed with consolidated Danish companies. The current corporate income tax is

distributed between the jointly taxed companies in proportion to their taxable income and with full

distribution with reimbursement as to tax losses. The jointly taxed companies are comprised by the

Danish tax prepayment scheme.

Joint taxation contributions payable and receivable are recognised in the statement of financial position

as ”Income tax receivable” or “Income tax payable”.

According to the rules of joint taxation, RLG AT 19 ApS is unlimitedly, jointly, and severally liable to pay

the Danish tax authorities the total income tax, including withholding tax on interest, royalties, and

dividends, arising from the jointly taxed group of companies.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of temporary differences in assets and liabilities with a focus on

the statement of financial position. Deferred tax is measured at net realisable value.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax value of tax losses allowed for carryforward, are recognised at the

value at which they are expected to be realisable, either by settlement against tax of future earnings or

by set-off in deferred tax liabilities within the same legal tax unit. Any deferred net tax assets are

measured at net realisable value.

Financial debts

Loans, such as mortgage loans and loans from credit institutions, are recognised initially at the proceeds

received net of transaction expenses incurred. Subsequently, the loans are measured at amortised

costs; the difference between the proceeds and the nominal value is recognised as an interest expenses

in the income statement over the loan period. 

Other debt are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominel value.
