Opinion

We have audited the financial statements of Eurofins NSC Denmark A/S for the financial year 01.01.2020
- 31.12.2020 which comprise the income statement, balance sheet, statement of changes in equity and
notes, including a summary of significant accounting policies. The financial statements are prepared in
accordance with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and fair view of the Entity’s financial position at
31.12.2020 and of the results of its operations for the financial year 01.01.2020 - 31.12.2020 in accordance
with the Danish Financial Statements Act.

Basis for opinion

Contingent liabilities

The Group's Danish enterprises are jointly and severally liable for the tax on the Group's jointly taxed income etc.
Moreover, the Group's Danish enterprises are jointly and severally liable for Danish withholding tax such as tax
on dividend, royalty and interest. Any subsequent adjustments to the corporation tax or withholding tax may
result in an increase of the Company's liability.

Contingent assets

The Eurofins Group and the Company were subject to a ransomware cyber-attack in June 2019 entailing that the
Company's operations were paralyzed for several weeks. During that period management and employees
worked hard and managed to keep the business running. The losses that the Company has incurred due to the
cyber-attack are to some degreed covered by Group insurance policies. During 2020 the Company received a
partial compensation. As the management has not been able to reliably assess the size of the remaining
compensation from the insurance companies, no receivable has been recognized in the financial statements.

Accounting Policies

Basis of Preparation

The Annual Report of Eurofins NSC Denmark A/S for 2020 has been prepared in accordance with the
provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to enterprises of reporting class B.

The accounting policies applied remain unchanged from last year, however small reclassifications have

been made.
Financial Statements for 2020 are presented in DKK.

Lack of comparability

A few reclassifications have been made between short term and long term liabilities; and between gross

profit and staff expenses in 2019.

The blocked vacation accruals were shown as short term liabilities in 2019, which is corrected to long term

liabilities in 2020.

Personnel costs cover all employees hired in the individual Company, while expenses and revenues related
to loan of employees to other companies are presented as other operational expenses and other
operational income. Comparative figures for 2019 are adjusted accordingly.

Recognition and measurement

Revenues are recognised in the income statement as earned. Furthermore, value adjustments of financial
assets and liabilities measured at fair value or amortised cost are recognised. Moreover, all expenses
incurred to achieve the earnings for the year are recognised in the income statement, including deprecia-
tion, amortisation, impairment losses and provisions as well as reversals due to changed accounting esti-
mates of amounts that have previously been recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits attributable to
the asset will flow to the Company, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will flow
out of the Company, and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

Assets and liabilities are initially measured at cost. Subsequently, assets and liabilities are measured as
described for each item below.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost, which involves the recognition of a
constant effective interest rate over the maturity period. Amortised cost is calculated as original cost less
any repayments and with addition/deduction of the cumulative amortisation of any difference between
cost and the nominal amount. In this way, capital losses and gains are allocated over the maturity period.

Recognition and measurement take into account predictable losses and risks occurring before the
presentation of the Annual Report which confirm or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the

balance sheet date.

Danish kroner is used as the measurement currency. All other currencies are regarded as foreign

currencies.

Leasing

Payments made under operating leases are recognised in the income statement on a straight-line basis

over the lease term.

Translation policies

Transactions in foreign currencies are translated at the exchange rates at the dates of transaction. Gains
and losses arising due to differences between the transaction date rates and the rates at the dates of pay-
ment are recognised in financial income and expenses in the income statement.

Receivables, payables and other monetary items in foreign currencies that have not been settled at the
balance sheet date are translated at the exchange rates at the balance sheet date. Any differences between
the exchange rates at the balance sheet date and the transaction date rates are recognised in financial
income and expenses in the income statement.

Fixed assets acquired in foreign currencies are measured at the transaction date rates.

With reference to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, revenue has not been disclosed in
the Annual Report.

Revenue

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when the risks and rewards relating to the goods sold have
been transferred to the purchaser, the revenue can be measured reliably and it is probable that the eco-
nomic benefits relating to the sale will flow to the Company.

Services are recognised at the rate of completion of the service to which the contract relates by using the
percentage-of-completion method, which means that revenue equals the selling price of the service com-
pleted for the year. This method is applied when total revenues and expenses in respect of the service
and the stage of completion at the balance sheet date can be measured reliably, and it is probable that the
economic benefits, including payments, will flow to the Company. The stage of completion is determined
on the basis of the ratio between the expenses incurred and the total expected expenses of the service.

Expenses for raw materials and consumables

Expenses for raw materials and consumables comprise the raw materials and consumables consumed to

achieve revenue for the year.
Other external expenses

Other external expenses comprise indirect production costs and expenses for premises, sales and
distribution as well as office expenses, etc.

Staff expenses

Staff expenses comprise wages and salaries as well as payroll expenses.

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses

Amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses comprise amortisation, depreciation and impairment
of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment and profits and losses on sale of intangible assets
and property, plant and equipment.

Other operating income and expenses

Other operating income and other operating expenses comprise items of a secondary nature to the core
activities of the enterprise.

As the activities presented in this section in the income statement actually include core business of the
company, we have adjusted the presentation for 2018 figures compared to last years’ annual report, in
order to maje the figures comparable. The costs previously included here are now a part of gross profit.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest, financial expenses in respect of finance leases, realised
and unrealised exchange adjustments as well as extra payments and repayment under the onaccount taxa-
tion scheme.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year consists of current tax for the year and deferred tax for the year. The tax attributable to
the profit for the year is recognised in the income statement, whereas the tax attributable to equity trans-
actions is recognised directly in equity. The tax recognised in the income statement is classified as tax on
ordinary activities and tax on extraordinary items, respectively.

Any changes in deferred tax due to changes to tax rates are recognised in the income statement.

The Company is jointly taxed with Danish group enterprises. The tax effect of the joint taxation with the

enterprises is allocated to Danish enterprises showing profits or losses in proportion to their taxable
incomes (full allocation with credit for tax losses). The jointly taxed enterprises have adopted the
on-account taxation scheme.

Balance Sheet

Intangible assets

Intangible assets that include software are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and less any
accumulated impairment losses.

Property, plant and equipment

Property, plant and equipment are measured at cost less accumulated depreciation and less any accumu-
lated impairment losses.

Cost comprises the cost of acquisition and expenses directly related to the acquisition up until the time
when the asset is ready for use.

Depreciation based on cost reduced by any residual value is calculated on a straight-line basis over the
expected useful lives of the assets, which are:

Other fixtures and fittings,
tools and equipment 3-10 years
Leasehold improvements 5-15 years

Depreciation period and residual value are reassessed annually.
Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amounts of property, plant and equipment are reviewed on an annual basis to determine
whether there is any indication of impairment other than that expressed by amortisation and deprecia-
tion.

If so, an impairment test is carried out to determine whether the recoverable amount is lower than the
carrying amount, and the asset is written down to its lower recoverable amount.

The recoverable amount of the asset is calculated as the higher of net selling price and value in use. Where
a recoverable amount cannot be determined for the individual asset, the assets are assessed in the smal-
lest group of assets for which a reliable recoverable amount can be determined based on a total assess-
ment.

Receivables

Receivables are recognised in the balance sheet at amortised cost, which substantially corresponds to no-
minal value. Provisions for estimated bad debts are made.

Prepayments

Prepayments comprise prepaid expenses concerning rent, insurance premiums, subscriptions and inte-
rest.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities

Deferred tax is recognised in respect of all temporary differences between the carrying amount and the tax
base of assets and liabilities.

Deferred tax is measured on the basis of the tax rules and tax rates that will be effective under the legisla-
tion at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current tax. In cases
where the computation of the tax base may be made according to alternative tax rules, deferred tax is
measured on the basis of the intended use of the asset and settlement of the liability, respectively.

Deferred tax assets, including the tax base of tax loss carry-forwards, are measured at the value at which
the asset is expected to be realised, either by elimination in tax on future earnings or by set-off against
deferred tax liabilities.

Deferred tax assets and liabilities are offset within the same legal tax entity.

Receivables/Payables from group enterprises

Main part of the receivables and payables from group enterprises is cash pool with sister companies in
Denmark and Luxembourg. As the parties are different, we have separated the receivables and payables.
The amounts were netted off in 2018 annual accounts. In order to be able to present comparable figures,
the amounts for 2018 have been adjusted accordingly.

Current tax receivables and liabilities

Current tax receivables and liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet at the amount calculated on the
basis of the expected taxable income for the year adjusted for tax on taxable incomes for prior years. Tax

receivables and liabilities are offset if there is a legally enforceable right of set-off and an intention to
settle on a net basis or simultaneously.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when - in consequence of an event occurred before or on the balance sheet date
- the Company has a legal or constructive obligation and it is probable that economic benefits must be
given up to settle the obligation.

Financial debts

Other debts are measured at amortised cost, substantially corresponding to nominal value.
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
