Reporting class

Changes in accounting policies
The Entity has changed its accounting policies with regard to investments in participation interests.  

Investments in participation interests are now recognised  as investments in participation, the investments was 
presented as investments in associates during last years annual report.   

  The comparative figures have been restated following the change in accounting policies.  

Apart from the areas mentioned above, the annual report has been presented applying the accounting policies   
consistently with last year.

Recognition and measurement
Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable as a result of a prior event that future economic  
benefits will flow to the Entity, and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.  

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when the Entity has a legal or constructive obligation as a  
result of a prior event, and it is probable that future economic benefits will flow out of the Entity, and the  
value of the liability can be measured reliably.  

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. Measurement subsequent to initial  
recognition is effected as described below for each financial statement item.  

Anticipated risks and losses that arise before the time of presentation of the annual report and that confirm  
or invalidate affairs and conditions existing at the balance sheet date are considered at recognition and  
measurement.  

Income is recognised in the income statement when earned, whereas costs are recognised by the amounts  
attributable to this financial year.

Tax for the year, which consists of current tax for the year and changes in deferred tax, is recognised in the  
income statement by the portion attributable to the profit for the year and recognised directly in equity by  the 
portion attributable to entries directly in equity.

Investments in associates are recognised and measured according to the equity method. This  
  means that investments are measured at the pro rata share of the associates’ equity value.  

  Associates with negative equity value are measured at DKK 0.  

  Upon distribution of profit or loss, net revaluation of investments in associates is transferred to reserve for  
  net revaluation according to the equity method in equity.

Investments in participating interests
Investments in participating interests are recognised and measured according to the equity method.  This   means 
that investments are measured at the pro rata share of the participating interests' equity value 

Participating interests with negative equity value are measured at DKK 0. 

  Upon distribution of profit or loss, net revaluation of investments in participating interests is transferred to the 
reserve for net revaluation according to the equity method in equity. 

Tax payable or receivable
Current tax payable or receivable is recognised in the balance sheet, stated as tax computed on this year's  
taxable income, adjusted for prepaid tax.
