Opinion

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Management's review

Business review

No events have occurred after the balance sheet date which could significantly affect the compa-
ny's financial position.
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Accounting policies

The annual report of Proper ApS for 2021 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions of
the Danish Financial Statements Act applying to reporting class B entities, as well as provisions
applying to reporting class C entities.

The accounting policies applied are consistent with those of last year.

Basis of recognition and measurement

Income is recognised in the income statement as earned, including value adjustments of financial
assets and liabilities. All expenses, including amortisation, depreciation and impairment losses,
are also recognised in the income statement.

Assets are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits will
flow to the company and the value of the asset can be measured reliably.

Liabilities are recognised in the balance sheet when it is probable that future economic benefits
will flow from the company and the value of the liability can be measured reliably.

On initial recognition, assets and liabilities are measured at cost. On subsequent recognition, as-
sets and liabilities are measured as described below for each individual accounting item.

Certain financial assets and liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest
method. Amortised cost is calculated as the historic cost less any installments and plus/less the
accumulated amortisation of the difference between the cost and the nominal amount.

On recognition and measurement, allowance is made for predictable losses and risks which occur
before the annual report is presented and which confirm or invalidate matters existing at the ba-
lance sheet date.

Income statement

Gross profit

In pursuance of section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the company does not disclo-
se its revenue. 

Gross profit reflects an aggregation of revenue, changes in inventories of finished goods and
work in progress and other operating income less costs of raw materials and consumables and ot-
her external expenses.
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Accounting policies

Staff costs

Staff costs include wages and salaries, including compensated absence and pensions, as well as
other social security contributions, etc. made to the entity's employees. The item is net of refunds
made by public authorities.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses are recognised in the income statement at the amounts that relate
to the financial year. Net financials include interest income and expenses, liabilities and foreign
currency transactions, amortisation of financial assets and liabilities and surcharges and allowan-
ces under the Danish Tax Prepayment Scheme, etc.

Income from investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests

The proportionate share of the profit/loss for the year of subsidiaries is recognised in the compa-
ny's income statement after full elimination of intra-group profits/losses.

Tax on profit/loss for the year

Tax for the year, which comprises the current tax charge for the year and changes in the deferred
tax charge, is recognised in the income statement as regards the portion that relates to the pro-
fit/loss for the year and directly in equity as regards the portion that relates to entries directly in
equity.

Balance sheet

Intangible assets

Development projects, patents and licences

Development costs comprise costs, wages/salaries and amortisation losses that are directly and
indirectly attributable to the company's development activities.

Developments projects recognised in the balance sheet are measured at cost less accumulated
amortisation and impairment losses.
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Accounting policies

Investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests

Investments in subsidiaries, associates and participating interests are measured at the proportio-
nate share of the net asset value of the entities, calculated on the basis of the group's accounting
policies, plus or less unrealised intra-group gains or losses and plus or less any remaining value
of positive or negative goodwill stated according to the purchase method. Negative goodwill is
recognised in the income statement on acquisition. Where the negative goodwill relates to con-
tingent liabilities having been taken over, the negative goodwill is not recognised until the con-
tingent liabilities have been settled or no longer exist.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents comprise cash and deposits at banks.

Income tax and deferred tax

As management company, Proper ApS is liable for payment of the subsidiaries' corporate income
taxes to the tax authorities.

Deferred tax is measured according to the tax rules and at the tax rates applicable in the respecti-
ve countries at the balance sheet date when the deferred tax is expected to crystallise as current
tax. Deferred tax adjustments resulting from changes in tax rates are recognised in the income
statement, with the exception of items taken directly to equity.

Liabilities

Liabilities, which include trade payables, payables to group entities and other payables, are mea-
sured at amortised cost, which is usually equivalent to nominal value.

The compensated absence commitment which the company’s employees earn during the transi-
tional period from 1 September 2019 to 31 August 2020, is administered by the company and is
paid in to the Danish Holiday Fund before the employee reaches the pensionable age. Other debt
is measured at amortised cost, which usually corresponds to the nominal value.
