Accounting policies

The annual report of FirmNav ApS for 2019/21 has been prepared in accordance with the provisions
applying to reporting class B entities under the Danish Financial Statements Act with opt-in from higher
reporting classes.

Omission of consolidated financial statements

Pursuant to section 110(1) of the Danish Financial Statements Act, no consolidated financial statements
have been prepared.

Income statement

Gross profit

Pursuant to section 32 of the Danish Financial Statements Act, the Company has decided only to disclose
gross profit.

Revenue

Income from the sale of goods is recognised in revenue when delivery and transfer of risk to the buyer
have taken place, and the income may be measured reliably and is expected to be received.

Other external costs

Other external costs comprise distribution costs and costs related to sales, sales campaigns,
administration, office premises, operating leases, etc.

Financial income and expenses

Financial income and expenses comprise interest income and expense, financial costs regarding finance
leases, gains and losses on securities, payables and transactions denominated in foreign currencies,
amortisation of financial assets and liabilities as well as surcharges and refunds under the on-account tax
scheme, etc.

Dividends from equity investments in group entities measured at cost are recognised as income in the
Parent Company's income statement in the financial year when the dividends are declared.

In case of indication of impairment, an impairment test is conducted. Indication of impairment exists if
distributed dividends exceed profit for the year or if the carrying amount of equity investments exceeds the
consolidated carrying amounts of the net assets in the subsidiary.

Balance sheet

Intangible assets

Development projects

Development costs comprise costs, wages, salaries and amortisation directly and indirectly attributable to
development activities.

Development projects that are clearly defined and identifiable, where the technical feasibility, sufficient
resources and a potential future market or development opportunities are evidenced, and where the
Company intends to produce, market or use the project, are recognised as intangible assets provided that
the cost can be measured reliably and that there is sufficient assurance that future earnings can cover
production costs, selling costs and administrative expenses as well development costs. Other
development costs are recognised in the income statement as incurred.

Development costs recognised in the balance sheet are measured at cost less accumulated amortisation
and impairment losses.

Upon completion of development work, development costs are amortised on a straight-line basis over the
estimated useful lives. The amortisation period is usually # years.

Impairment of fixed assets

The carrying amount of intangible assets and property, plant and equipment as well as equity investments
in group entities and associates is subject to an annual test for indications of impairment other than the
decrease in value reflected by depreciation or amortisation.

Impairment tests are conducted of individual assets or groups of assets when there is an indication that
they may be impaired. Write-down is made to the recoverable amount if this is lower than the carrying
amount.

The recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's net selling price and its value in use. The value in use
is determined as the present value of the forecast net cash flows from the use of the asset or the group of
assets, including forecast net cash flows from the disposal of the asset or the group of assets after the end
of the useful life.

Property, plant and equipment

Land and buildings, plant and machinery and fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment are measured at
cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment losses.

Cost comprises the purchase price and any costs directly attributable to the acquisition until the date on
which the asset is available for use. Indirect production overheads and borrowing costs are not recognised
in cost.

Where individual components of an item of property, plant and equipment have different useful lives, they
are accounted for as separate items, which are depreciated separately.

The basis of depreciation is cost less any projected residual value after the end of the useful life.
Depreciation is provided on a straight-line basis over the estimated useful life. The estimated useful lives
are as follows:

Fixtures and fittings, tools and equipment 3 years

Land is not depreciated.

Depreciation is recognised in the income statement as production costs, distribution costs and
administrative expenses, respectively.

Gains and losses on the disposal of property, plant and equipment are stated as the difference between
the selling price less selling costs and the carrying amount at the date of disposal. Gains and losses are
recognised in the income statement as other operating income or other operating costs, respectively.

Investments

Equity investments in group entities and participating interests (including associates) are measured at
cost. In case of indication of impairment, an impairment test is conducted. When the cost exceeds the
recoverable amount, write-down is made to this lower value. The cost is reduced by dividends received
exceeding accumulated earnings after the acquisition date.

Receivables

Receivables are measured at amortised cost.

Write-down is made for bad debt losses where there is an objective indication that a receivable or a
portfolio of receivables has been impaired. If there is an objective indication that an individual receivable
has been impaired, write-down is made on an individual basis.

Prepayments and deferred income
Prepayments comprise prepayment of costs incurred relating to subsequent financial years.

Cash at bank and in hand

Cash comprises bank deposits.

Reserve for development costs

The reserve for development costs comprises capitalised development costs. The reserve cannot be used
for dividends, distribution or to cover losses. If the recognised development costs are sold or in other ways
excluded from the Company's operations, the reserve will be dissolved and transferred directly to the
distributable reserves under equity. If the recognised development costs are written down, the part of the
reserve corresponding to the write-down of the developments costs will be reversed. If a write-down of
development costs is subsequently reversed, the reserve will be re-established. The reserve is reduced by
amortisation of capitalised development costs on an ongoing basis.

Corporation tax and deferred tax

Current tax payable and receivable is recognised in the balance sheet as tax computed on the taxable
income for the year, adjusted for tax on the taxable income of prior years and for tax paid on account.

Deferred tax is measured using the balance sheet liability method on all temporary differences between
the carrying amount and the tax value of assets and liabilities based on the planned use of the asset or
settlement of the liability. However, deferred tax is not recognised on temporary differences relating to
goodwill non-deductible for tax purposes and on office premises and other items where the temporary
differences arise at the date of acquisition without affecting either profit/loss or taxable income.

Liabilities other than provisions

Financial liabilities are recognised at cost at the date of borrowing, corresponding to the proceeds received
less transaction costs paid. In subsequent periods, the financial liabilities are measured at amortised cost
using the effective interest method. Accordingly, the difference between cost and the nominal value is

recognised in the income statement over the term of the loan together with interest expenses.

Other liabilities are measured at net realisable value.
