The company is jointly and severally liable for the payment of taxes and
withholding tax.

The Financial Statements for 2023 for APMH Invest V ApS have been prepared on a going
concern basis and in accordance with the provisions of the Danish Financial Statements Act
applying to enterprises of reporting class B, with a selection of certain requirements from
reporting class C.
